And the Government itself, at the expense of
the tax-pavers, published the Tschimsian Texts—
a book full of raw obscenity—and the members
of Congress sent that book through the malils, all
over the land.

Speaker Champ Clark sent me a copy through
the mails, under his frank, while I was in Florida,

All these facts being notoriously known, who is
it that cannot realize that some special vengeance
is aimed at me, by those who care nothing for
the purity of the mails, but who are using the
tremendous machinery of the central government
to silence or crush one man?
