ture in Secret Conference.

Sacramento, Cal., April 28.—A da.y

Secretary Bryan arrived in Sacra-
mento at 6 oYlock this morning. With
his consent, p ly na were laid for an
immediate hear ing and shortly after
11 o'clo-. k the f i r s t session of the
conference b«-'ga n.

tTntl l t h e doorg of the assembly
chamber were closed and locked. Sec-
retary Bryan refused to give an ink-
l ing of his message to any one, and
even at t'i*-- conffivnce he spoke only
a f t e r legislators had explained fully
the publ ic demand for alien land leg-
islation that brought ahout the pres-
ent situation.

Bryan Just Offered Advice.
Those who expected Secretary Bryan

N>w,.YGFrk, April 28.— (Special.)—Re-
turning- tram Atlanta, Ga., today the
Metropolitan opera house artlsfa ar-
rived In New York somewhat fatigued,
but very enthusiastic about the recep-
tion accorded them by the Georgians.

But the Market Became Steady
With the Gradual

Advance.

New York, April 28.—An outburst oT
selling In the early trading- today
once more depressed the stock market
.sharply. More than ' a score of new-
low records were established and the
substantial advantage trained on the
recent upward swiner was lost, the level
of prices railing under the low average
reached the fnlrldle of March. After
an -hour of active trading, the market
Krew steadier and gradually Improved.
The amount of business fell off sharply
on the rally, the second hour's total
being leas than on n-third of that for
the first. Trading during the remaind-
er of the session was slow, with a
gradual advance, which l i f ted some
stocks above Saturday's closr.

The marked weakness of the first
hour, which depressed prices of many
Iparllnpr stocks I to 3 points, was sig-
nif icant not only on acrount of the
broad charac ter of the selltng. but be-
cause It was the most prominent Issues
which werp noticeably heavy, rather
than the specialties which were so
prominent recently. Considerable li-
quidation on orders from out of town
was said to be In progress.

The list also was influenced by the
weakness of the foreign markets,
which reflector! uneasiness over the
latest complications In the Balkan sit-
uat ion, and London sold stocks here at
first. On the decline, however, arbl-
trapre brokers apepare<1 as heavy buy-
erg and London took some 10,000 shares
on balance.

Bear traders moved
cautiously after the first break In
prices, and showed a disposition to buy
"back stocks at the lower level. The
borrowing demand on the last two
days of trading- ha? been unusually
heavy and some of the ht'ars appear PC!
