It is unjust to Postmaster General Bur-
feson to criticise him for the nresent state
af the service.

Mr. Burleson
has, moreover, demonstrated that he has
a thorough grip on affpirs, and that slowly,
but exhaunstively, he iz going into every de-
tail with the determination to apply cor-
rection from top to hottvm. Some time will
be renuired to readjust the situation in go
far-reaching a department, especially wherae
for years petily despotism aod mismabage-
ment have ruled.

The postmaster general may know thnt
he has with him the support of the entire
country in steps toward reform. The post-
affice department touches the peaple more
intimateiy than any cther hrancn of the
fedaral serviee, It phould as nearly approx-
imate perfection 2s money and  concen-

YUAN AND DIAZ.

[1a has done for
China what Porfirie Diaz did nearly thirly
years azo for Mexico, excnpt that Yuan
has nat as yet resorted to bloodshed. In
thal respect, as [0 others, be iz greater
than the Mexican, though their carsers
touch at enough points of contpo: (o maka
a conirast interesting. Diaz used a refined
form of tyranny. and go bas Yuan; but the
farteer found himsel? a “statesman out of
a job”" becuuse he used no other tool than
tyranny. ¢

Al the present writing, the constitulion
of popular government in the ancient em-
pire iz at a demdlock over ihe Question of
the foreign loan just signed by the so-called
“five-power group.” The agreoment las
heen perfected as between Yuan apd the
pawers, withoul regard to the newly-elected
pariiamen:, which disapproves some of its
terms. Yuan holds that he has the power
to conclude the foan and the dominant
Kwn Ming Tanyg parly dissents and would
anseat him, If it dared. The wtrouble with
any procedurs of this nature is that Yuan
ahrolutely comirols the army, is an admir-
able soldter himself, an adroit politician
and a genius at diplomacy. 1t is also in
evidence that he has the thorough support
of as many of the Chinese people as are
capable of comprekending the dramatlic
Tush of events.

Evidently this great Chinaman has de-
gided that for the salvation of his country
it iy needfu! to use coercion for at least a
time in dealing with the warring elements.
In taking that position he is placing him-
sell on probation before thd world, but
those who bhave followed the development
of his career and know how genuinely he
is in eympathy with popular government
will be inclined to credit him at least with
good intentioms.

On Mdreh 31, 1854 €ommodore Perry, In
bebalf of the Unlted States signed with
Japan a treaty of commerce and friendship

‘which opered Japan to the world And in-

augurated the mest remarkable pelitical and
social revolution known to higtory. The frst
#sentence of that treaty reads ag follows:
“Thers shall ba perfect, permanent
end unlvarssl peace end a sincere and
cordinl amity between the TTnited States
ot Ametica on the one part and the
Empira of Japan on the g¢ther, and be-
twaen their people respectively without
oxcaption of persons and places™

From that day to thts Japen has lived up
to the letter and spirit of that treatly.
She bas never lel an opportunlty pass to
exhress her gratitude and to show her
friendly feellngs the United States.
She has secnt her brightest young man to ba
trained In our gnlversities and technical
schools. She has modelad har educational
gyotem after oprs. Sha has esmplored many
Americans within i{he emplire a3 advisers,
teachers and admlinjstrators. Even at thls
moment an American citizen, Mr. Dentson.
8 serving as chief adviser of the forelgn
office,

The Tnited Siates haod an equelly unblem-
ished record for cardlglity to Japshn umntil
the close of the Russo-Japanese war. Then
the change began.

I 4o pot wish o discuss ths guestion ay
10 whether the Rradferd bill belng consid-
ered by the Callfornla legislaturs contra-
venea our treuty with Japan or net.  If it does,
as sgema almost certaln, it will, of couras, be
nulllied by the courts. But as * have re-
cently vislted Jepan and have had oppar-
tunities to learn ore than most ¢f my
cauntirymen of the al Teellngs of the Jap-
anese toward us, 1 canslder it something of
a duty to speak plainly now. Tp Lo the ena
of the Russo-Japanese war ths JSapanese
regarded us with s feeling almost akin to
raverence. There existed In Japan a very
girang sentlment—a dentimant entlralyx sep-
arate from commerce-—connected with the
nama of Americae. Even today the Japanese,
next to the pregervation of the Anglo-Jap-
anesa alllanes, deslre our  commerce and
friendship. They will do anything we ask
of them, provided they can do 1t with dig-
nity. The evidence I8 overwhelming tn eny-
vne seeking tha truth. Two years ago, for
inetance, when Japan Iearned that we wars
preparing to negotiate an unliml!ted arbi-
tratlon treaty with Great Britaln, she volun-
tarily consented to a modiBcatlon of the
Anglo-Japanese alliance, Ba that In ase
Japan and the United Btates were at war
England would not have to chocse between
breaklng her alllanve with Japao or her
peace treaty with us. Surely Jupan wauld
naver have renouneced ths right to call agn
England for ald if she had reason to expect
eny further trouble with us.

It must be rememberad. however. that
there are forces in Japan that are working
againt this historie frlendekip, just as there
zre in this country., Without attempting to
put them in the order of thelr importance
they wauld laclude, Arat, the lgnamm:e and
tneompetence and anti-Japanése blas of
many cf the officlals we send o the Far
East; second. the exceeding Jeelotisy of na-
tions llke England and Germany er our
Inereazing trade 1o Japan. The best infarm-
ed student of Japan I met abread told me-
that “nine-tsnths of the false rumors that’
have tepded to damage the standing of
American traders in the Far East can be
traced 4lrectly to rivals intrade;”™ thlrd, the
Journals and farelgn eorrespandents in Japan
and China who assums for one reason or.
another an anti-Amerlcan attdindse. Al
forelgn pepers published In Epglsh in
Japan, with the sxception of The Tlmes, of
Toklo, sesm to be dizinclined to print matter
which might tend to increase the good re-
lations between Japan and America; fourth.
the agents of ordlnance manufacturers and
ship buflders. I am tald that these agents
are many ln number and plentifully aupplied-
witk "expense” money and “entertainment
funds.™ Tt 13 & signiftcant fact that none of
these agents preach anything but the an-
tagonism of America to Japan, and, fifth, tha
lack of mangers ¢ Americeng who live and
iravel In Japan.

But theee and similar causes that pro-
mate disesnsion would kave hed Fttle effect
In Japan except for two things—American
interference in Aslatlc polltiecs and the
brutal dlscrimination agalnst the Japaness
Jdn Callfarnia.

In regard to the immigration question.
Japan does not object io having Califo 5
pass anti-alliean bills, previded they app):
equally te all nations and do not discrimy
lnate agsinst her. Whatl she cannot under.
gtand, and what she wlil not tolerate with- *
out [ntense resentment, is to have har high-
1y intelllgent. adaptable, Industrious, eleanly,
nober, peaceable and efficient citizens ex-
cluded plmply because they have vyellow
skins, while the Ullterate, quarrelsome and
unwasned emlgraats from Europe are wel-
eomed with open grma.

Japan cannot understand how & mere
30.000 of her eltlzens, who have the highert
Standard of lMteracy of any allens on the
Pacific slope, and who own but 17.00Q0 acrea
of land, and whose numbers are decreasing
evory year, catt be & menace o A populatfon
of 2,277,000 souls llving In over one hundred
millien acres of territery. Indeed, in 1811
the flabor commissloner of Califorpla. Mr.
Mackenzle, submitted an official report an
thege Japanese In that stute In which hea
cancluded thzt the Japancsa should be en-
couraged to come to California. because 1In
many respects they are more desirable
workers ‘than the whits man, and horause
there is npt enpuch avallahle whlte labor to
do the wnrk that 15 ¢rying to be dons.

Now, of courss, there wlll be no war be-
tween Japsn and the United States. Such a
contingency . {s well nigh unthinkable. PRut
17 Californla. persists in excluding the Jap-
anese from nur shores, all our forvign mer-
chants and missfenarfes in Japan might just
as well pack up und come home. There will
be nothing for them te do hereafter in the
Land of the ising Sun.
