THE PITY OF MRS. PANKHURST.

Emmeline Pankhurst, leader of England's
milttant suffragettes, has issued to the
government an ultimatum that rons, “give
me hberty or give me death.™ ’

The woman’s story I8 a remarkable cne.
She took her hashands position, when he
was invalided some years ago in the gov-
ernment service. Steadliy she rose, being
unquestionably a woman of #fne ability.
But after she had reached a certain 51age,
the story runs, her promotion stopped
short. She was told that men only could
rige higher in the governwent .mploy. From
that day forward she has, to quote the
moonshiner's maxim, “been agin the gow-
ernment.”

Since then, her pronagands has heen on
a plane of gradnaily ascending violence.
Frum emphatic she went to lacendiary
speeches., And from that to actnal viclence
was & logical step. She has hen able tn
impress into her cause saome of the most
level-headed women ip Fopgland, many of
whichk contribute Yo the campalgn funds
witk the stipulaiion that their names shall
ha withheld.

She has now reached the stage where
she is suprerpely reckless. Her rrpeated
hunger strikes prove that. She would dare
death, or torture. Her cause has become
to her an obsesslon, She {8 not going ta
relax her grip until she atieina her ends,
or dies In the attempt. It ie not in evi-
denca that her ocutlawry ls advincing her
cauge. But, on the whole, one cannot with-
heid pity, and even a certain admirarion,
for the misguidesd fanaticism that appeors
to be leading her.

Iu the north, conscrip-
tion idid not rage so fisrezly, There were
men left at home to loox after those eivil,
rommercial and domestic affairs irsepar
able from ithe weltare of those in arms as
tha front.

Dut the south was fiterally dralned of

men. In the memoriea of many women
surviving today, the drastic call for men
is vet vivid. As the battles of thé first

twn years depleted Lhe Confoderate ranks,
and the damands dref nore strentiots, the
conseription Iaws were broadened.  Younneg
men, old men, soma of then semidnvalid-
ed. and often mere hoye were dralftad for
the battla fleld.

It was the gllm army lelt behind that
formed the bhoma-guard, those thar steppad
jnto the shoes of their fathers not oniy on
the plaotations, but enually in the eities,
operating businesaes with which they wero
scarcely famillar, ebouldering burdens at
home whirh In the natural course of events
would not have boen thrust npon themn for
many vears. [t was under conlditionz of
this nature, with {ndustrlal and commergial
machinery euntlrely deworalired, that the
womlen and boye of the rixties inved. The
historian has secarcely touched on  these
shages of the great counfiliet asnd It s,
necersarily, tvich (n testimonials of aonler
endurancs and patient beroism  thart =il
never see the light of day,
