Crimson splotches darkened many 
pages of Atlanta's history during 1913, 
for the city’s homicide rate continues 
higher than that of other southern. 
centers. F 
Meager police records show that the 

gunman and thug, brother slayers, 
have stalked abroad with effect as 
great as fh many previous years. 
. There were forty-seven homicides in 
i913, two of them. among tht most 
noted. crimes in recent years—the mur- 
der of Mary Phagan and the slaying of 
Jerry Appelbaum, This is a record 
of almost one tragedy a week. 

‘There has’ been, however, an appreci- 
able decrease compared with 1912 and 
a pronounced increase in the number 
of arrests. Last year's homicidal 
number reached fifty-six, a ranking 
greater than that of the-whole British 
empire. In 1912 there were more ‘ne- 
gro crimes than in the past year. 

‘Twenty-Nine Arrests Made. 
As a result of the forty-seven homi- 

cides twenty-nine: arrests have been 
made according to police statistics, 
while slayers in the other cases 
escaped. The record, however, ¥ gen- 
erally conceded as being incomplete in 
this respect, ‘Police authorities say 
that more \arr have been made 
than this number. 

Authorities likewise declare that 
there has been a decided increase in 
convictiona. 
A noticeable “fact -was that crimes 

were fewer in 1913 during the holi- 
days. While there were hardly less 
than a dozen tragedies during Chri: 

mas and New Year in 1912, there were 

only four recorded at headquarters 
throughout the past season. All of 
these were negroes. . 

Police headquarters feels that the 
holiday. situation has been handled 
more successfully,-in. 1913’ thar-at*any 
previow 
is oma marked ecretise, due largely, 
it is sald. to a roundafp of brooks and 
criminals before the yuletide began. 

38 of Dead Are Negroes, 
Of the forty-seven deaths, thirty- 

eight were negroes. The remaining 
nine were of whites, all américans. 
One homicide, the slaying of an un- 
‘known negro at thé new Healy build- 

ing, charged by, the police to Charley 
Collins, a. foreman, of which Collins 
was cleared, is not contained in the 
Police record. 

The decrease. ts accounted by au- 
thorities to the strict enforcement of 
the “gun-toting” law. Recorder 
Broyles, who at the opening of the 
year, declared relentless war against 
the pistol-carrier and gunman, is prob- 
ably greatly responsible for the 
change. 
Hundreds of pistol-toters however, 

have been arrested. The negro's 
choicest weapon, the knife, figured, as 
statistics show, oftener than the gun 
or pistol. 

The most noted tragedy in years oc- 
curred during 1913—the murder of 
Mary Phagan in the National Pencil 
factory, April 26. This crime stirred 
the city for months. The sapreme 
court is now considering the appeal for 
life of Leo M. ‘Frank, sentenced to 
hang. 

The investigation by police officials, 
private detectives and atiaches of the 
office of solicitor general lasted sev- 
eral months. Frank was arrested early 
after the murder was discovered, and, 
shortly afterwards. was held by the 
coroner's .jury. His trial lasted for 
an entire month. creating court his- 
tory for the entire southland. 

Death of Appelbaum. 

Another’ notable homicide was the 
death of Jerry A. Appelbaum, who 
was slain in his apartments in the 
Dakota hotel on Pobruary 25, His 
wife, Mrs. Callle Scott Appelbaum, was 
arrested on the morning of the crime 
and held for:trial. She ‘was later ac- 
quitted and is still residing in Atlanta.

NEW YORK FIRM HAS 
SQLVED SMOKE NUISANCE 

(From The New York Times:) 
After nearly three years of experimenta- 

tion the New York Edison company has per- 
fected an apparatus which practically elim- 
{nates the smoke and -inder nuisance at its 
waterside stations in this city, Arthur Wil- 
liams, general inspector of the plants, spoke 
Of it yesterday as one of the most important 
dnyentions in many years. £ 

The apparatus, Known as a wet cleaner, 
-simple In construction and operation. The 

smoke coming from the fires which heat the 
thuge doilers, laden with cinders, is driven at 

igh speed through «. sheet of*water. By. 
\fhis. process. practici 
Which constituted a-nuisance is’ deposited_in 
‘the big water tank. The inventors of thé 
apparatus, C. B. Grady, assistant mechanical 
engineer, and E. B. Ricketts, testing engi- 
neer of the Bdison plants, in describing the 
experiments, said: “Results of a number of 
tests show an average efficiency of 95 per 
cent.” 
: A number of the officials of the company, 
including Thomas E. Murray and John W. 
Lieb, vice presidents; John P, Sparrow, chief 
engineer; H. W, Lawrence, superintendent, 
of the, waterside stations; Mr. Willlams and 
the inventors made an ‘inspection of the ap- 
paratus yesterday afternoon. 

The importance Of an invention of this 
kind is perhaps best illustrated when it is 
known that 1 per cent-of the coal used 
passes out as Solid material inthe gases 
from the boiler fires. At waterside stations 

Nos. 1 and 2 of the Edison company, at the 
foot of East Thirty-Ninth street, 2.400 tons 
of coal are burned on what is known as a 
“maximym day,” and at times when the plant 
is going full’ blast three tons of coal a 
minute are burned. “Tus a great amount 
of solid material has-been thrown out in the 
past from the fires under the fifty-six boilers 
in the plants, The water cleaning apparatus 
has been attached to seventy-five of the 
boilers, and the work of installing others 
is"In progress. It has, been estimated that 
the present equipment reduces the amount 
of material discharged by the boilers on the 
streets in that distriet by 75 per cent. Ina 
few months it is expected’that the nuisance 
practically will be abated. 

‘The_experiments have cost the company | 
more than $500,000, as tests were made with 
dry-cleaning apparatus before, the experl- 
ments with. the water-cléaning appliance

THE TRIAL OF OUR SAVIOR 

The trial of our Savior has been cons: 
sidered revently by scholars in the sclence 
of jurisprudence from the standpoint ofthe 
lawyer, Large volumes have been pub- 
blished about it-in this aspect and it has. 
proved, as it should be, a tople of pro= 
found interest as treated from the platform 
by several lecturers. 

It is most proper that in beginning 
‘& serles of articles on celebrated trials, tl 
most momentous of all the trials recorded 
in history should receive the first mention; 
The jurists in recent years have profited by 
the researches of several gencrations of 
scholars In Roman’ and Jewish law, Theae 
have been brought to bear upon the pro- 
cedure, the charges, the evidence, the con- 
demnation and punishment which completed 
the tragedy wpien has transformed the 
world. | 

The trial of Jesus was twofold—ecclest= 
astical and civil. The ecclesiastical trial 
took place before the great Sanhedrin, con- 
sisting of séventy-one members, The Roman 
or civil trial was held before Pontius Pilate,. 
the Roman goverhment of Judea, and aftes- 
wards before Herod, Tetrarch of Gallles, 
These trials, took place within a@ space of 
from ten to twenty hours. 

The arrest of Jesus took place follow- 
ing the last Supper as He was leaving, with 
his disciples, the house of Mark on the out- 
skirts of Jerusalem, to go to the Garden of ~ 
Gethsemane, This was about. midnight on 
the evening of April 6, 4. D. 30, 
taken into castody by the band of Temple 
officers and Roman soldiers, guided by: 
Judas, He was first taken to Annas and 
‘afterwards sent to Caiaphas, the former 
being the father-in-law of tHe latter. A 
private preliminary examination of Jesus 
was then had before one of these church 
dignitaries. Saint John descibes this ex- 
amination, but does not “tell us clearly 
whether it was Annas or Calaphas who con- 
ducted It. 

After the preliminary examtnation Jesus _ 
was arraigned about twa o'clock in 
morning before the Sanhedrin, and was form- 
ally tried and condemned to death on the 
charge of blasphemy against Jehovah. After 
a temporary adjournment of the first ses- 
sion, the Sanhedrin Feassembled at*thereak 
of day to retry Jesus, and to determine how 
He should be brought before Pilate. - 

In the early morning of April 7, Jesus 
was -led before Pontius Pilate, who was 
then stoppirig in the Fstaco of Herod on 
the hijl of Zion, his customary residence 
when he came’up from Caesarea ta Jerusa- 
lem to attend the Jewish national festivals. 
A brief trial of Jesus by, Pilate on the 
charge of high trenson against Caesar was 
had-in front of and within the “palace of 
Herod. “The result was an acquittal of the 

Pprisoner by the Roman procurator, who ex- 
pressed his verdict in these words: “I find 
no fault in Him.” : 

Instead of releasing Jesus, after having 
found Him not guilty, Pilate, being intim- 
idated by the rabble, sent. the prisoner 
away to Herod, who was then In attendance 
upon the Passover Feast, and was at that 
moment presiding in the. ancient palace of 
the capital of the Asmeneans if the im- 
mediate neighborhood of the residence of 
Pilate. A brief, informal hearing’ was had 
before Herod, ‘ who, having mocked the 
prisoner and arrayed Him in a gorgeow 
robe, sent Him back to the Roman gover- 
nor. z 

After the return of Jesus from the court 
of Herod, Pilate assembled the priests and 
elders. announced to them that Herod had 
found no fault with the prisoner in thelr 
midst, reminded them that he himself had 
acquitted Him, and offered to scourage and 
then release Him.

Pilate, after much vaclllation, 
finally yielded to the demands of the mob, 
and ordered the prisoner to be crucified. 

From this brief outline of the trial of 
Jesus it will readily be seen that there were ~ 
two distinct hearings, one by the Hebrews 
and one by the Romans. 3

Professor Cobb took for his subject 
“How Physiogtaphic Features Have 
Contributed to the Mifking of Atbanta.” 

Cobb Praince Ailanta’ 
In speaking upon ‘this: subject, Pro- 

fessor Cobb sai 
“A generation ago, repeated panics 

had affected the people of our country 
to such an extent that money-madness 
tonk possession of many men, and the 
saying that ‘money. makes the mare 
go’ became common. But our friends 
of the Windy City, bracing themselves 
for’ greater tasks, proclaimed that 
‘money makes the mare go, but pluck 
makes, Chicago!” Similarly, Atlante, 
inoculated with the Atlanta Spirit 
brewed by Evan Howell and Hemphill, 
and injected into every citizen who 
éame here through The ‘Constitution, 
‘rose from its ashes to become the most 
important city of, the south.

DR. ROSA EXPLAINS 
WORK OF HS BUREAU 

Chief Phpsicist of the National 

Bureau of Standards Ad- 
dresses Scientists. 

Before the meeting of the social and 
economic section of the American As- 
sociation for the Advancement of Scl- 
ence, in the Hotel Ansley, Wednesday 
lafternon, Dr. Edward B. Rosa, chief 
physicist of the national bureau of 
standards of Washington, D. C., de- 
livered a lecture explaining the work 
of his bureau 

Dr, Rosa stated that the main objects 
at which the bureau, with its present 
Limited means, is aiming are standard- 
ization of the gas practice, the formu- 
lation of rules reducing the hazard in 
electrical work, the mitigation of dam- 
ages by electrolysis to gas and water 
pipes and other similar work, 

Dr. Rosa's Address, 
De, Rosa's address was as follows: 
“A public. utility ip no longer e- 

arded aa @ private business, but as 
aving @ public character, enjoying a 

monopoly of the market, but owing a 
duty to the public, and entitled only 
to @ reasonable return on the invest- 
ment. Their duty to the public con- 
sists in rendering safe and adequate 
service at just and equitable rates. The 
utility is entitled to protection of its 
investment and to such dividends that 
money may be had when needed for 
extensions and improvements. T 
lic 18 entitled to the best » 
sible for the rates paid. It is the duty 
of the state public service commissi 
(or of municipalities where thi 
no state commission) to fix the 
ards of service and to determine what 
are just and equitable rat 

here. are no absolute 
safe arid adequate service. W' 
practically attainable in articular 
case will depend on the conditions and 
rates. Standards of service should be 
so fixed that they may be adjusted in 
9 far as necessary to suit different 

fanses of utilities. ‘This has been done 
for manufactured gas and gas service, 
but not so fully for the electrle utili- 
ties. This 1s a difficult task, which 
demands the co-operation of the state 
commission and the warious utility 
companies, and the assistance of the 
federal government. 

Bureau of Standards’ Work, 
7me bureau of standards, which 1s 

a national standardization and research 
Institution in the field of physics and 
chemistry and electrical, mechanical 
and civil engineering, is co-operating 
with the commission’ and utilities in 
the task of standardizing public utili- 
tles service, but owing to limited funds 
available is working only on a few 
subjects. These are the standardiza- 
tlon of gas practice, the formulation 
of rules for reducing the life hazard 
in electrical work, the mitigation of 
damage by electrolysis to gas and wa- 
ter pipes, etc, by street railway cur- 
rents, and the standardization and use 
of electrical_meaeuring and testing In- 

uments. The wrok of setting 
ards of service and efficiency is 
portant and so extensive that the sec- 
fetary of commerce has asked congress 
for @ special fund of $100,000 to, per- 
mit the bureau of standards to eblarge 
its engineering and research staff and 
to undertake a much larger variety of 
work in connection with public utility 
Tegulation, and to co-operate with the 
state commissions and cities in inspec- 
tion work. The work so far done by 
the bureau of standards has command- 
ed the confidence of the utility compa- 
nies as well as of the public service 
commissions, and its extension ought 
to contribute materially to making 
regulation by state ¢ommissions ade- 
quate and effective.

GOOD ROADS URE 
BY STANLEY BA 

Indications Point to Early 

Establishment of National 

Highway Commission, De- 

clares Prominent Engineer, 

Good roads occupied a very important 
position in the discussions before the 
social and economic section. of the 
American Association for the Advanci 
ment of Science on Wednesday, and as 
pointed out by Stanley EF. Bates, engi- 
ner of highway publications of the 
National Highways association, the 
cause of good roads has become to be 
a national concern and indications 
point to the early. establishment of a 
national highway commission. 

“The cause of good roads in this 
country has come to be a national co: 
cern,” Said Mr. Bates. “As a result of 
the ‘great awakening to the need of 
improved roads,:indications point clear. 
ly to the early establishment of a nae 
tional highway commission. just as 
they did twenty-five years ago to state 
Righway commissions, — It is beyond 
question that in the very near future 
our national government will under- 
take the construction of a system of 
national highways throughout the 
country, And just as state highway 
commissions, by employing trained 
men to direct their highway construc- 
tion, brought about radical improve- 
ments in the methods of construction, 
even so wili national highways bring 
about still greater improvements, 

“There’ are now over 2,000,000 miles 
of unimproved roads in ‘this countr: 
Tt cannot be expected that the gover 
ment will itself undertake the imme- 
diate Improvement of all these roads, 
but it is certain that the governme: 
must lead the way. The expenditures 
necessary to \mprove all of these roads 
will be enormbus, and, therefore, it will 
be the work of the government high- 
way engineers and scientists not only 
to direct the improvement of a certain 
Brey jortion of these roads 2s national 
ighways, but also, in doing this, to de- 

vise methods of building highways 
more economicaly and with better sur- 
faces for the future, to an ever-in- 
creasing degree. 

“The government will select for its 
highway organization the very highest 
talent to direct this work and these re- 
searches, As in all government under- 
takings, ample appropriations and 
Doundless facilities will be available 
for this purpose, and thus through 
national highways not only will the sci- 
entist render the greater service to 
good roads everywhere, but the science 
of highway engineering will receive 
the greatest impetus in the history of 
the natio 
Something of the financial dange: 

which have been encountered in the 
matter of road building was shown In 
the paper on “The Development by, 
Highway Bond Issues,” read by L. 
Hewes, chief of economics and main- 
tenance of the United States office of 
public roads. 

‘This paper summarizes state and 
county bond issues from figures re- 
ported to the United States office of 
public roads up to January 1, 1914. 

It shows that during the past three 
years counties and townships alone 
ave voted $112,843,299 in highway 

bonds. 
to $158,192,000, and the interest rate 
varies from 8 to & per cent. The grand 
total of all bonds issued is $458.317.853. 

The paper points out the tendency 
to issue bonds of year term for the 
construction of relatively cheap types 
of roads -which cannot last until the 
bonds are retired, and advocates the 
shortening of the bond and the sdop- 
tion of the serial tyne of Isaue, It 
points out the general neglect, of en- 
ginnering supervision on the part of 
counties and their subdivisions.

So Finds Jury That Probed_ 
Calumet Horror—Charges; 
by Labor Leaders Rejected). 

by the Jury: | 

Calumet, Mich, December 31.—An 
open verdict, including ‘a finding that 
the Christmas eve panic which cost 
seventy-two: lives’ in Italian hall was 
caused by..an ‘alarm of fire raised 
within the hall, was returned tonight 
by the coroner's jury, which for three 

days has been hearing evidence. Every 
allegation that enemies of the West- 
ern Federation of Miners were re- 
sponsible for starting the panic was 
rejected by the jury. 

“By the evidence of the witnesses 
we find that the cause of death was 
suffocation, the same being caused by 
a jam on the stairway leading to the 
entfance of the Italian hall where a 
Christmas celebration was being held,” 
said the verdict. “The stampede was 
caused by some person of persons un- 
known to the jury at this time, raising 
an alarm of fire withf the hall.” 

Only. Union Men Admitted. 
The jury decided the evidence show- 

ed that only those possessing union 
cards or vouched for by some member 
of the union entered the place. Rejec- 
tion of charges that deputy shenffs, 
mine guards and company doctors had 
held back would-be rescuers was con- 
tained in a paragraph commending 
the work of men who cleared the 
stairway of. its mass of dead and in- 
jured. 
Some sixty-five witnesses told their 

versions of the catastrophe. Of these 
half a Gozen said they saw a button 
of some kind on a man who they said 
raised the initial alarm, but not all 
were willing to swear the button bore 
the insignia of the Citizens’ Alliance. 
Witnesses also disagreed as to where 
the man stood, and because of this the 
Jury concluded that persons in differ- 
ent parts of the hall took up the cry 
The practical unanimity of testimony 
from those near the doorway that no 
stranger rushed into the place as the 
panic started, was another of the un- 
derlying cavses of the jury's findings. 

An intangible note of optimism de- 
veloped in the strike situation today.
