Scores the Detectiven.

Mrsd., Frank's letter ringa with cana-

{zsuing the sensational affidavic pur-
parted ta have been signed by the
negresd, She declates belef in her
husband's innocencs and expresses
confldence that he will be acquitted.

davit. The wife correbaratas her hus-
band in hls statement of hisg conduct
At home on the day of the tragedy
aAnd says that other etoriea are nbso-
Mtely falae.

Tn =pesking of the Phagan s[tuation
Solteitor Dorsey aarg that 2 blll of In-
dictment has been found by the granad
jury, rcomposed of impariizl and re-
spected citizens, and that as solleltor

aeneral he welcomes all evidernce
from any scurce Lhat wllt aid an
Impartial jury in determining the
ruklt ar Innoeence of the accused
man. It also is AMr. Dorsey's first

PURPOSES T0 TAX
T0BACCO “TRUST”

Anti-Trust Amendrnent to
Underwood Tariff Bill Tn-
troduced at Attorney Gen-
eral’s Suggestion.

wWashington .rune E—In accord with
suggestiona of Attornsy General Mo-
Reynoids, Senator Hltcheock, of Ne-
brasksa, Introeduced today an antl-trust
amendmeant io the Underwwod tarift
bill, which wouid levy a apeclal addi-
1ignal exeise tax on a graduated seale
uprn manulactures of tobacco, ¢lgars,
‘clgarettes and snuflf. The amendment,
coming from a democratic member,
will recalve thorgpugh c¢opsiderailon
from the finznce eommittee. The pro-
posed tax wonld not reach = manufac-
turer until he contfolled about 25 per
ecent of the totel productlen of articles
tn hls Itne. Over that amount he would
e taxed in 2 rlsing scale on tobacco,
I eent & pound far the frst millien
pounds; 2 venta a pound for the secand
milllon pounéds, and a0 on up to @
cents z pound. These graduated taxes
wouid he In additien to the regular 8
cents paund tax that all manpufac.
turers pay on iobacco.

Sirikea Hig Cemapnies.

Campanies of ordicary size would
not be sublect to this tax, beczuse iL
does not apply toe a productin below
20,008,320 pounits of tobacco, or 4.000.-
300 pounds of snuff & year, se tkat of
the 2,700 tobacco comapnles in the
couniry, probably only three would be
atfected, and of the 783 snuff comPa-
nles, atlso only three would he affected.
In the matter of cigarettes, the fax
would only fall oo twe, or at most,
threes companics cut of 478 andof the
2,000 sigar sompanles, onply lwo have a
preduet largs epough to be taxed.

Seventy millieon dollars  was  the
amuaunt aof the total excize last yesar on
tobacea products, and Senator Hitch-
cock has cstimated that if the tax had
been levied gn last yYear's businesa “ithe
following trust concerns would have
paig the adgitional 1ax &se fellows:
Amerlcan Tohacco company, $7,500.004;
Ligsett & Myers, $3,100.000; Torillard

a

company, $144,000; Amerlcan Snuft
compantes, $77.000; George 'W. Helmas
company, $69.000; Weyman & Burton
company, %1.009.

“There would aleo have been other
companies subject to thls tax If 1t
could be shown that they wers undar
the same ownership or cantrol ag ony
of the big companles,” ssi@ SHenator
Hitchecock today, '"and Iin the case of
the Lorillard company it would be
subiect to a much higher rata of taxa-
tton if it could be shown that it la
cwnad or ceontralled by the same intoer-
jests that ars back of any other com-
I pany.

Salve Trust Problens

~It is probable, thersfore, that thie
tax In the aggTegate would reach
515,009,000 A yeear, which 18 so Ilargs
that 1t would scon Torce & ready solu-
ilon of the tobaceo trust. If 1t 4ld not,
it would yield a hanrdaome revenua to
*ithe trepsury and ao bandicap the
{tritar toat It could not carry out its
!progress of crushing independent som-
panies.

“The geoveromont already has tha
machinery ta enforce this tax. Tobageo
and snuff manufacture in all forms la
under comuplete government control.
Tha pawer to tax to the point of de-
structlon is wngquestianed. It ls sum-
mary. almple and Irrozistible. Ir it
stucceeds In this line of mannfacture
it may succeed in othare.”

Foreman Beck stated that the body
waould meet 2gain Tuesday. but at the
instance of the solicltor, and L& taks
up the criminal buslness +which the
bresent probe and_ihe lengthy examil-
natlga preceding the lndictment of Lea
M. Frank bad greatly delayed.

Azked as to the nature of the action
that the grand jury would take in re-
gard to the results of its viee prone,
the foreman replled that he Was not ln
a position tp state this.

“We have tried to follow the words
of Judge W. I EIllls, whp requested
this jury to leok
eonditiegns thers,” he replled, "and
whethar we make definlte Indictmenta
againgt offendera, or take ection by
giviag a general report t¢' a judge of
the superier court, is something that
bas not been determined.”

$11.207. The diference hetween the oot
of the rompleted work and the cily appro-
priation will he horne by the property-
owmiers, the county doing the work. The

The coriginel plans for ihe improvement
of Whitehall strest wili be executed in due
time, and this part will be finished this
year.

Editor Constitution: During the winter of
1863-4 about -sixtesn bhundred confederato
soldlers gled wkhile prisoners at Camp Mor-
ton in this eity, and were burled here in
Gresnlawn cetdetery. On the 20th of Maw,
1698, the wrlter purchafed mome flowers and
acvompaniad by perhaps & dozen torhrades,
repaired to this c¢emetery and dacorated the
graves of these southern soldlers. My par-
songl esteem for the valor of the eoldlery of
the.south haed many times suggested the idea
of paylng tribute to thelr memory, and the
genierols response of the young men of the
southern states te the call Issued by Presl-
dent McKlnley in 1898 impelled me to thus
hohor these brave men sleeping within our
borders, regardless of any censure  my act
The following rFeat
we agaln decorated tha confederate soldiers
graves, and the local press commanded our
action. In 1900 the grand army toalk thy
matter off my hands. and have ever Blnce
egendyeted thess Memorial Day services for
both the confederate and unlon soldlers who
are buried In this cemetery. This year two
_young men delivered addresses, one for thae
Gray, and the other for the Blue. And this
brings me to the purpose of my letter to
you. Mr., Edward W. Holat. & young at-
torney of this clty, deliverad the address oh
behalf of the Gray on Bay 3¢ last, and I
am enclosing a copy of his sadress which I
believa will commend itself to you and your
people,

“I weas ARskad to go automobiling t
some autlying place election day,”” he
aald, "'end I esked Iinstead that I be
taken to the polla that I might see
Just how the women Gid.

I found that they. were very calm
and matter-of-fact about it. and that
they appreached tha palls Just as ther
might have Bunday schoal.

“By the way, Mrs. Otftley, ara you
for womon's auffrage?” aslted the
presldent of the International Farmers'
unlon. "I dld not see anythlng In the
Woeman's Fdition about 11"

Mrs. Ottley commltted herself ahout
a% far as Mr. Barrett had _a few mo-
ments befors, when ahe said: "1 think.
Mr. Barrett, women onught to have ov-
erything they want, and you know iwe
always stand wilth the farmers.'
