Niagara Falla, N ¥., Jupna 32—
Donald Roscos 10 vears old, and Hu-
bert Moore, § years old, both of Nlag-
ara Falls, went to thelr death in =a
Bmiall boat this afternvon in the whirl-
poel raplds, while hupdreds of men
watched, helpleps, from the shore.

The Woys were plazlng in a flat
bottom scow hal? a mlla above the
rapids when the rope holding the
boat broke and they were carried
out inte the Etream and down the
river,

Until the bomt reached midstream
it made Ittle progress. After it passed
the bridges the current carrled 1t
awiftly toward the rapidas. The
bridgemen dld not see the hoat uantil
it was close at hand. Then they
called fire headauarters and two com-
Panies of firemen were sent to save
ithe lads if posglble.

Hungreds pwarmed to the river
bunka in 8 vain sffort at rescue. The
beys, realizing their fote, atood up aa
the boat neared the edge of the roar-
Ing whirfpvel and shook hands in
farewell, A #8econd later they wers
engulfed by a great wave In the rap-
ids. The boat shet out of slght. Omna
of the boys was seen for a moment
strugegllzrng in the rushing waters.
Naither body has been recovered

Negro Suspects.

BLACKS PUT ON TRAIN
AND TAEEN TO MACON

Several Hundred, Bent Upon
Lynching, Move on Jail
and Demand Surrender of
Three Prisoners. g

Dublin, <a., June 22— (Speclal.)—
Eluding the vigilaoce of a mok of 8ev-
eral hundred bent on Iynching three
negroes suspected of having murdered
J. T Hewell and his wife this morn-
jng, Sherift J. J. Flanders toafght
spirlted his thres prisoners on hoard
a traln held for the purpose axd took
themt tc Macon, by way gf Eastman.

Excltement followibg the news of
the shacking murder cuwiminated late
this aftermoon in an attack on the
Laurens county jall and the demand
for the surrender ,0f the three bloclks.
The demapnd was refused and many
members of the mob left for their
suppers, leaving pguards to.watch the
jail and determined to carry out thelr
purpose during the night.

b When t.ose who remained relaxed

their watchfulneds somewhat and mov-
ed off from tha jail toward the courf-
heuse, Sherlff Flandera, City OCourt
gheriff C M QGreer, Superlor Court
Judge K. J Hawline and the deputy

Called From Beds.

Ag he &Y the
Hghted Tampiin his hand set his Bhjrt
on fire, making a solld mass of biis-
tars on his dody.

Womnn Ao Slain, ;

Mrs. Hewell ran to her husbapd's
assistance, and waa probably ordered
back in the house by the negro. Asg
she turned to enter the house she was
shot through the laft thigh with a
bullet, presumabiy from a revolver,
and & load of the bird shot was
emptied in her back. Bhe was Iound
lving faca down in the doorway with
one foot on the top step. '

The sher!ff and coroner were >oti-
fled by A& neighbor who, on hedring
shets, put out for the city,

When ihe officers and a golekly-
summoned jury reached ihe scene tne
waman Wwags dead, while her hupband
was suffering agonles from his wounds
end burns,

Hewell muttered something about a
negro having dene tne shooting, but
nething tangible could be obtained
from him. FHe dled while being
brought te the ¢ity.

JUSTICE TO ALASKA.

President Wilson has given unequivoeal
indication that he will favor constructive
legislation for Alasks during the present
gession of congress. It may Dbe possible
that if congress decides to posipone cur-
rency legislation until the December session
Alaska will have to walt. But under any
conditions, the president's word is given
and action cannot be do}erred more than
glght reontha at the ontsile

The development is a fortunafe one.
Alaska has been in a way the “step-child" of
the natlen. Bituated in the extreme north-
western border of the continent only a few
thousands of the nearly hundre@ millions of
‘people in this country know or care a thing
about the territory. S$o far as the bulk of

ern itself or slip off into the Arctic ocean
for all they cared. ’

The resuit has been a systematic neglect
and stunting of one of the most valuable,
fertile aud promising of the possessions pf.
the United. States. The average man thinks
of ‘Alaska in romantic terms of gold, or as
a frozen waste habitabie only by Esgul-
maux oy palar bear. As a matter of fact
there are huge portions of the territory
Ideally adapted to agriculture and which
gquickly respond to properly directed efforts.
With the exceptlon of a very few months
thie ¢limate fs ideally delightful. As regards
gold, it is oot known just what resources
the big territory conceals. Its coal mines
are many and varled. Its timber resouroes
are predigious.

The apathy of congrees, coupled with the
ingensate fear that corporations might ex-
ploit and strip the territory, have militated
herevofore against proper laweg for its de-
velopment. VWherever the builder of homes
he iz met with
saneeless restrictions. Ia many cases, he
must even buy #is coal from Hritish Co-
iumbia at a2 high price when within a stone's
throw arc splendid native deposis.

The interior of the country, save where
Lhe rivers are navigabie, is absolutely lock-
ed up from lack of transportatlon. Tha
proposition now is for the government to
build & trunk line which shall open up
most of the couniury. To thilas proposal,
President Wilsen is virtuaily committed. It
is thought, too, that congress is now about
veady 10 abandon ite attitude of ingifierence
for ooe of active development. Such a
change caonot come too soon for the wel-
fare of a region larger in extent than many
American states,

THE LIFE-SAVING SCREEN.,

The state board cf?health believes it is
a case of spare Lthe screen and fatten the
eemetery. That ls the substance of one of
tne latest bulletins of the board, given out
under tha dirsctlon of Idr. H., F. Harris,
gecretary. It may be paid, incidentally, that
the’educatinnal bulletins the board has late-
I¥ hecn circulating in Georgia have done
aignuslly elfective work in the way of spread-
ing the heslth propaganda in Georgia.

The hulletin in thig case deals with that
dreaded pest, the ancpheles mosguito, which
disseminates mataria. The connection be-
tween this species of mosquito and malaria
i3 as indisputably cennected as is that be-
tween the etegomyia fasgciate and vellow
tever. Gorgas rid Havena and the Isthmus
of Panama of yellow fazver by gereening.
New Orleans accompiished the same thing.

Yellow tever is, therefore, now a perll
of the past save in those South Ameriean
and African sections that have neglected
the philosocphy of the screen. What hes
been done with regard to vellow fever ran
be done with regard to malaria.

1f the mosquita
cannot cerry contegion to his victim, the
scattering of the disease stops. A few dal
lars worth of screen is apt to be the means
of saying many lives. Another thing to
remember is that the person suffering with
mealaria i8 2 greuter menace to others than
i& & cansumptive, Such a person shouid-
ocoupy a screened bed. go that mosaunitoes
cannot obtain accese to him, absorb his
poisoned bleod and carry it ou to healthy
persons.

An additional advantage of sereening is
that {t guarde alse against the housefty,
which is rhe advance agent of typheid favor
and ather dispases, Physicians in the counties
throughout the state could perform no pub-
Iy gervice more emphatie than to give their
active indorsement to the propaganda the
state hoard of healih is so wisely cohduci-
ing. Congidering the 1oll that malaria
takee of li{e and eficiency in Georgia, anq
the relative ease of its ellmination, a cam-
paign  loaking tn that end should he a
matter of public paliey.

Eresses, and demand a return to that
simplicity and msconomy which befits a
demoeratic government.”

In spite of the record made In the sixty-
gacond congress, the leaders really did all
they could tp stem the tide of extravagance.
The present system of making appropria-
tiang iz in large part responsibie,

Appropriations are pow made In thirteen
annual bills, and elght different committees
unrelated to one apnother, and sometimes ax-
tremely jealous of gach other, are charged
with the responslbliity of preparing thess
bllle.. Co-ordination ia practically imposasible,
and well-balanced appropriations are im-
poasihle.

But the democrats were not slow In learn-
ing their lesson. It was born of the experi-
enca ahtalned In the last congresa. Ia spite
of the leaders' warnings, the house passed
appropriation Wills ageregating %1,058,647,960,
authorized further contracts of addltional
expendlturexs of $%76,956,174. making a total
demand upon the treasury for tha yvesr end-
Ing June 3%, 1314, of $1,200.000,800 {n round
figures. This, ino, afier the leaders had uszd
the pruning knife unsparingly in the efforts
te eut down appropriations.

The wvarious commitiees who have the
power and guthority lo originate apprapria-
tion bllla are composed of from fifteen to
twenty-oné memnbers each. All of these
members are sirlving to get as much as
possible for thelr particular sectlon. In ordar
tr get hHle awn demands satisfied, each 13
compelled to yleld ta tha demands of his fel-
Iows. In view of this trading. the leadara
find i1 irmpossible to hold down exnendituras.

This plan
enntinued In effect until 1885, when, fenlong
of the power exercized by Samuel J, Randall
the hause proceeded to Lake from the apbro-
priatfons commitree the right fp make the
Bills for the army, tha
diplomatic and consular service, the mllitary
academy, the navy, Tndlan affairs, and the
pontoffice. Since that time it has yearly
heen growlng more difficult to Xesp down
extravagant apgropriations. That move
marked the ara of extravagance tn which the
congress has indulged itself practically eve
since. ?

DID “UNSER FRITZ”
RECONSIDER?

Emperor Willlam, of Germany, recently
velsbrated his twenty-fifth onalversary as
king of Pruselg snd emperor of Germany.
He succceded his fether, it will he remem-
berad, who was a&ble %o rule only ninety
dayd, a8 he was practically dying when he
began hls reign at the deeth of William T., of
Germany. The stery of “Unser Fritz,” and
what oceurred just previous to the death of
hie father and during his short reign, has
always been a matter of much dispute and
is now known probably to not mora than
helf a dazen persans.

Willlam L ¢gied Merch 2, 1388. About a
yoar before this time Frederick fell danger-
ouply ill of a cold and sore throat. “Unser
Fritz” was populer wlith the pecple and the
whole nation was in serrew. It was sogn
learned that hls disease was {ncuraoble, anl
whila there s ne German law preventing
the victlin of an incurable dig¢ase from as-
cending the German Imperial thrope, yeot
theTe were apparently many reasons for
averting such a step.

There wag foriped a strong party at
court, which was determined to set aslde
Frederick'zs pratenslens and to make the
present kmiser the emperor. This Is where
the mystery begins. It s sald Frederink
wreote A formal promise to glve up his claifms
io the throna inp faver of his son, should
Frederick's malady be pronounced Inecuranle.

But Frederick’s English wife was crown
princess, and should she allaw her husband
to vyield his clzaim to the throme she must
give up all hope of hecoming empress of Ger-
many. She la reporied to have coveted thls
title and her English family were alse am-
bitisus that It be given to her.

The upshot of tha maiter was that D

iforsli Mackenzie, a great Britler throa
ppectalist, was summoned, flatly contradicte
the Darman dectors by declaring that Fred
erick had no cancer. He removed a part of
the ihroat tlssues and sent It ta ba analyyed.:
Prafesaor Virchow, who mode the analyel
agraed thete was no cancor. Than the Ger
man speclalists had thelr tusrn and they as
Rerted Mackenzie hed taken tlssues from
the unaffected part of the throar, and that
the publlc was belns decrived.

Frederick wuas taken to England and
from thence to San Remu, the partisansg of
ths erown princeas making vehement, preb-
ably idictlc chargus, thet this chunge of
Bcena wWwas ngcassary becauss the German.
doctors, devoted to Prince William, would
‘atherwige have tried to kill Frederick. It
was azlso rimored that William had becoma
estranged from hothk parenis.

Then thgre wers further charges hy the
h:dhez’ents ta Prince Willlam that Mackenzie, |

the EBritdsh royal family, was resorting t
horrible tortures to keep Frederlek alive
lang enocugh to be erowned German emperor,
and that atrong influence wes exorted to
prevent him from 1iving up to his so-called
“renunelstion® -

Finally, March 9, the old Kaiser Withelm
aled, and I'rederick, at the peint of dwsath,
was hurrtad back te Germany and begn.ﬁ
hizs brief relgn. Dld Fraderich rsally re-
nounce the ecrown?
i changa his mlod by hle wife and her
English relatives? What was Mackenszle's
part inm the mysterlous affalr? And what
role dld the present kaiser play in the tm-
perial demestic drama®?

At the dme Wilhelm congtered France
in the France-Frussian war. Frederick wan

war of 1570-187I and had commanded
army that had takan
poleon II%, of France, & prisoner, Fred-
erlck had more thun once fallen into disfever
with his royal father ard wlth the latter's
orim, ehancellor, von Bilamarck, because of
his ]ibernl poalitieal views and far ather rea-
song. Frederick was the idol of the soldiers
and they alwihyd spoke affectlonately of him
as "Our Fritz” and one of thelr greatest
dlversions around the camp fires was to tell
sthries of his free and ey demacratic wWays,
He alwuys appeared amang them smoklng a
huge pipe, and yet it is sald he hated tobaceo
and the smell of 1t always made him slek,
Frederlck had heen married in 1868 to Vie-
torla, princess roval of Fngland, the eldeat
daughter of Queen Vietorls, and in coartain
clasees of Farmuan aristocracy, hia wife was
mare or less falsely regarded o a meddlinz
ouw!der,and was cordially disliked. ¥1 tovlk
many years for tha German peopla to aover-
eowme thelr hatred for tha part she played in
the brief reign of her husband.

Eighteen Powers Have Accepted
Proposition—Bryan Makes
a Statement.

Washingion, June 22.—With the ac-
eeptance in principie of the president’s
peace plan by elghteen nations, Sec-
retary Bryan has felt encourazged fo
develop some of the details of the plan
whith so fat have been only gonerally
cuflined. Today he made a statement
touching the composition: of the pro-
troversles, desizred to investigate con-
troversies, designed to meet suggest-
ed abjections that it would be impos-
sible to provlde unbiased bodles of In-
vestigators whose findlngs wuould
command respect of the. prineipals.

The statement is as/follows:

“Mr. Bryan, in stating to the newa-
paper men that eighteen natlons had
now accepted the prineiples of the
president's peace lan, the last nation
belng Spain, gave gpe aof the detalls
asuggested for the completion of the
plan.

“The plan contemplates a Perma-
neat ioternational .commission and the
president suggests that the commis-
slon be composed of fve nations, as
follows: Ope member from each of the
caniracting countrles, tp be chosen by
the gtvernment; one member {c be
chosen by sach of the contracting
cotmiries from some other country
and the fitth member of the commia-
slon to be agreed upon by the iwo
governments, the commiasion to be- ap-
pointed as 80on as convenlent after the
malking of the treaty; vacancles to
be filled accordlng to the originel ap-
pointmant,

“This 18 merely 8 suggestlon. This
government 13 ready to consider any
proposal that the contrncting parties
meay desire to make.™

seed, cotton meal and stable yard ma-
nuro—will cause an excessive prowtn
of “weed" and a shortage af frult, An
acre with a good stand of catton that
has grown to the helght of 314 feet
dhould make fram three-fourths to ona
bale pear acve, and sometimes mare.

The wilting and stoppage of zrowth
may be due to shailow preparation and
toe deep cultivation. The appligation
of nirtate of soda ar other nltrogen-
nua ilngredient would not <cure the
evil, but rather aggravate K. J he.

Furthar analysis,
however, showed that dlmple differ-
ences In age distribution would npot
explain altogether tha difference in
death-rate In houses of various slzes.
Asguming a standard age and sex dis-
tributlon, it was found that a peopula-
tlon of 100,000 with the Glasgow
death rate would ¥leld §,0%4 deaths
room, 1,26% in 8-room and 1,032 in 2-
room, 1,26y In 3-room and 1,032 |n,
houses of four or mere rooms. while
In ipstitutions the deaths wauld num-
ber I,64%.

Chalmery regarda
the evidence aa showing that the chil-
drens born in the smallier houses are
from the start under a sericus physlieal
handleap which 1s related to some ex-
tent to tha food aupply. This enuld
be traced to tho prevalence In this
group of various forms of dlseases of
the digestive organa. “Tn later life
the Influence of the birth surroundlngs
did not whelly disappear, but these
weTe obscured by the Influences of
adult 1ife, which, &s In tha casa of dla-
eaxses of the nervous system. tended
to become degensrative In ty¥ype, and
appearad more Irequently among the
occupants of houses of large size.”
Whether or not thess particular con-
elusioens are found ta bhe generally val-
id, It wiil ba recognlzed, says The Jour-
nal of the American Medical Associa-
tlen, that the careful scrutiny and sta-
tistical analysis on which ther ars
based iax the only method 1lkaly to
lead to permanent resuaits. In a word,
it i3 not a simple task te determinae
the Influene eof housing on health.
Comparilson of death rates without
reference to @age, 2eX, FACS or eco-
namie condition may he qulte mis-
leading.
