Ironmaster Addresses Fourth
American Peace Congress.
He Says Wilson Will Bring
About Abolition of War.

St Louis, May 1.—The fourth Ameri-
can peate congres: begen n three davy’
sesaglon here thiz mdrnlag with dele-
gates present from all parts of iae
counatry.

The chief address of the mornlng was
delivered by Andrew Carnegie.

Mr. Carnegie told why he belisved
the nations soon would reach the gosad
of peave, and by what road they wgpuld
travel. He described the cost of war
and war-llke preparation, and explain-
ed his confidence that 1the Tnlted
States never need Fear foreign inva-
slon. Presldent Wilson and his admin-
istratlon he predicted would goin im-
mortel glory by dealing successfully
with the cuestion of world Dence.

The goal. said Mr. Carnegie, Is sl
mest sttzined. T a man wished te
select the safest life posslhle, the ona
freest from all danger of violent
death, 1et him enter eur army and
navy. Thers is pot a workman at-
tending machlaery or crecting huild-
ings, nor a railway traln emplovee or
a policeman-~—the soldier of clvilizatlon,
whose duty {g never to atrack but al-
waye to proteet—not one but runs far
greater risk of sudden infury or death
thas the soldier or marine of our
country does toduy. There 13 lttle
danger of any i these ever =eeing
war, thank God! They will only have
to parade.’”

The chamber of commerce is, in this
respel‘.[', employing fnndamental weapons in
its fight for the suppression of disease. No
campalgn of long duration, such as the one
againsy the fly, can be successful without
tha thoraugh co-operation of the children
af the ¢ity, and co-operation is impassiblo
nnlers the child is properly educated in
the periis of the fly and how to avert them.

The original cry of “swat the fiy!" has
been enlarged 1o “break up the breeding
places of the fl1y.”  Willing Individual flies
is, of course, of grest ald in the battle for
beaith, But the mere effecinal plan Is to
deprive the fty of his breeding and feeding
places.  Cluse up
the problem speedily solves itspli.

The nprize ingugurated ULy the
chiamber of cominerce I8 calculated to set
to work every c¢hild in I1he ety in the
gleaning of informaticn as to how [les
breed and the damage they do axd are capa-
e of doing. Children canuot learn these
facts without becoming active apostles of
oleitn and sanitary premises. Tt would be
an excellent plan if the methods selected
by Atlania’s commercial organization were
employed generally throughout the state.

UNWRITTEN LAW INDICTED.

Judge L. 5. Roan is due the gratilide of
every thoughtful citizen for his recent plain
utterances in condemnation of the so-onlled
“unwritten law.” At the conclusion of a
case in his court in which that plea hud
been the main defenae he declared that
“there s no unwritten law,” and eom-
mended the jury for ignoring il. He told
the prigoner that he had been misguided in
assuming to usurp the functions of justice
as execttioner. and that if more jurymen
did thair duwy fewer wen would let their
passions get the better of themn.

While the Works bill, if 1t should bexofme
a ‘aw, would shroud In mecrecy many of the
harrowing detatls of crimes which faark the
daily march of human progresa, It is not at
all certain that iHwould
mean a lessening of
crime.

Tha dally newspaper
is only the daily record
of events whlch tomor-
row  hecomes -perma-
nent history. Natural-
1y, the nnusual and the
exceptional incidents of
the day's happenings
are featured, though
at  fintervals a con-
densed record of ad-
venacemant Iin business,
o lerrnlng, kn science
apd in art Is set be-
fore the public.

As the “mircor of
human nature,” the
newspapcr best fille iis
place, which gives the most faithful account
of the passing show, tonhed down to -meect
the requirements of wise conventions and
the demands of decency.

Senator Wuorks professes to beliesve that
the newspaper man revels ta this phase of
his wark, and he “shuddera to think" of the
pehool of crime and debauchery in which
vyoung men nre being browght up and with
the Intimate dJdetalls of whick they must
bacome familiar.

Fut, wha 15 it that demands this lnforma-
tion? He snys fthe publishers of newspapers
mhould aslk ihemselves the question. Rather
1t seems to me, the public which huys the
papsrs giving the fullest and wmast graphic
acepunts of wrecks, and fires. and accl-
dents; that exhausis the editions of ¥yellow
journals giving the salacleus dotalls of di-
vorces and murder trials and crimes of
vislence, should ask themselves who is
responsihle.

“Player Tyrud Cobb, whoe avers that
he was not aware that hia status was
affected by his faflure to report at
the start of fte 1513 pennant rave to
the Detrolt tesm, of whick hs has
been o membar for several ssasgn#k, on
April 25 notified the commisslon that
he had entersd ths esrvice of that
chi with the raguest that he be
declared to he !n good stznding.

“ft appears that the player'a faflure
to repert to the Detrelt olub was due
to Inabiltty to agree on tarms with
that e¢lub. Subsequently (o ihe be-
zinnlng of the American league wsea-
s, however, after 8 hrief conference
wilh the president of his club, these
differences were amlecably adjusted. If
the only quedtion Involved ware the
compansation of the player, tha com-
mlssion would have Feem 1nclned to
pass the matter, 'THa commlission,
however, cannat permit ths oonduct
of thia player In the past to go un-
noticed.

“Recopnlzsed aa one of the greataest
plarvers of the game, wlth o salary as
high as any In the profeszion, hie ac-
tlons on many occaslone were such
as not only to break down the rules
of diseipline, established by the cluhb,
Lut harmful to the game's Interests.

“The Datralt club Is to be command-
ed for its recent stand and consured
for its farmer passive policy in deel-
ing with the player In matters of this
kind, and natice is merved on adl clubs
that in the eventi of faillure on their
part in lhe fulure, properly to deseip-
lina the player whose actions are
dcterimental to the gama, the commis;
sion «ill of ita own iniilative take go-
tlen.

“The player's reinstatemant wll! he
made permanent durlng good behaviar,
on payment of a fine of 360 to the
zecretury  of the commission.

Market Closed at About Lowest
of the Day—Corn Also
v Declined.

Caicago, May L—Reporta that sev-
eral lurge flour mlllsy were soon to
cloge, hecansa of poer trads, weak-
oned wheat today. Closlng pFlces were
-8 to 3-¢4 net lower. Corm had a
net decline of 1.8 to 1-44p3-8; oats
finlahed unchanged to 1-8 @ 1-4 off,
but provislons made a net upturo of
Z 1-% f{o 15 cents.

Advices that the closing down of
several big northwesatarn flour mils
was impending, was couplod #ith more
Tfavorabia news as io the FEuropean
polifieal situation. A prompt wealien-
ing of wheat values took place. and
the market closed _pear the low paint
of the dey. ZLower cables, baged on
favorable Furopean crop news, form-
ed an additional bearish factor, as
did the relteration of enthuslastic crop
nawa from the domestlc fMeld. A lie-
tle upturn, after s Week oponing, oc-
curred on account of the fact that

‘1,895,000 .bushels of wheat delivered

on May contracls had mainly gone Into
strong hends. On thg awell there was
considerable Drofit taklhg, and o
downward tread waa already in evi-
dence when the miiling sftuation 'ag-
gravated hearish condltlohs. Primary
receipts of wheat today were\.665000
bushels; last year 484.000, Seaboard
clearances of wheat and flour equal-
led 143,000 bughels.

Poor demand for American corn at
Liverpuol helped woaken this market.
There were Titful rallies on buylng
spuris, but the genersl tone was heavy.
Gats, zfter & firm start, weakened
with nther grains. !

Smaull hog recelpts ahd a conssquant
upturn in prices at the yards helped
provisions.
