‘ Have Caught Eye of Nation

The story of how two Atlanta Sun-
ay schopls—by means af a humbly
begun atlendance contest—hazve made
the churchies and rellglous leaders of
a nation sit up aand take notice, 18 one
‘eals in an  lnteresting WAy
jthe sreret of success in any under-
jfaklng of 1ife. ‘These two schools have
actually somcihing new. They
kave accamplished sume thing worth
while that w=as belleved Impossible.
They have set themselves a goal. and
they have cleaved thelr way Lhrough
a wilderness of obhstaeles to aliain
that =oal, and they have astonlshed
everyhody, Including themselves, by
th+ir attainmaent.

Thres months ago Lhe Second Baptlst
and the 1Frst Mhristian Sunday schanls
wore rocking. alons, Sunday efter Sun-
day, at an ordinary routine rate. They
were cach having half a dozen teach-

Firgt Christtan lzgued the formal cha}-
lenge, which was accepted Torthwith
by the Secand Bantist.

New Scholars Cansel Ympetum,

And thus it started. For several
FTundays the 3200 or 400 people were
counted ia e¢ach schoonl, those that were
on time making 2 points and those that
weare there before 9:60 making 1 point.
There wers a mere bhandful of new
scholars, which counted 3 polbbts ezch.
and breause it happened that the First
Christlan ¢did a little more work and
wat w few more new schelars than their
opronaits they began to forgpe zhead.

Tt was nol nnrtil the contest hag
prca,.lc*sed 4t least tiree Wwerks
the Sweond Baptists woke up and real-
ized that they were losing out on that
new scholar proposttion. Then they
hegan to work. The competition got
keenet. Both schagls began to get
acores of new scholars every Sunday,
The attendance ¢lmbed to §00.

Discuaslon
pf ways and meana of enarlng trade is
rampant and there are as many theories
as theorists. As The Virginian-Pllot re-
marks it is tit%’.”t‘ tn “stop talking” and to
act.

There ghould be ne difficulty in artiving
at the procedure that will be effectual in
winning business in this great new field.
How do jobbers, nierchants and manufac-
turers in Atlanta, for inetance, invada new
trade rterritories in the southern states?
Theyv first investigate those fields, fiad out
exactly what they nerd, the terms upon
whish they will buy ard their ahllity to
pay. Then they adapt their arrangements
to the requirements that have been dis-
closed by close analysie.

And that is the one sire way with the
trans-Panaman basiness. The method differs
in srape. but mnot in kina with the one
employed in  getting aew  business any-
where. Firut, find out the goods prospective
custemers on the disthmus, in South
America and in the Orieal will want; ascer-
rain 1heir capacity to pay. and give them
what they want! That formula sounds rim-
ple enpugh. but it has the ohe drawback
that heretofore America has proeceded on—
the theory of servieg buying nations not
what they want. but Wwhat America thinks
they ought to want. :

Atlanta and other senthern citles have
already talen tangible cognizance of the
opportunities afforded by the canal. Bul
we should remember that the opening Is
now only a short distavce removed. The
infection of a ilttle ginger, as smuggested
by our Norfolk contemporary, would be a
good and timely thing

A JOB LOST BY TALKING.

Has any one heard n~ Tevival of Presi-
dent Wilson's eoriginal suggestion to regu-
larly invite Vice President Marshall into
conferences with the cabinet? That in-
genious idea which theoretically was
barked by iots of common senge seems to
have died a guiet deaith. Has the vice
president himseif talked it into ablivion?

‘TWe have not seen that explapation else-

where sdvanced, but it is at least in keep-
lng with current developments and the
known temperament of the president.

Those who know Ar. Marshall like him
well. He 1z an affable gentleman, very
appreachable and with a typically American
sense of humor. But there is no grinsaying
the fact that he is given to garrulity. Tle
has delivered several taliks and authorized
more than one intervlew, the subatance of
which would have haen better withheid
nntil more cempletely digested. The troo-
ble is that the vire president seemsa to
take the nuietidle of his office as an indi-
eation that he is iselated from ithe admin-
istration and may therefore express himself
more {reely thao even a cakhinet oieer. He
has until recently claimed that freedom and
laid himeeif open to criticism not anly from
the republican, but as well the democratic
press.

These eventd and their significance can
not have heen lost upon President Wilson.
Whatever latitude of language the latter
may have alicwed himself az candidate or
president-elect has been ecarefully curbed
gince he took the oath. and his average
official expression has been 2 model for
congervatism and careful thought It is
poasible that he believes Mr, Marshail kas
not yet felt sufficiently the soberlng dis-
cipline of responsibility and that before
he is taken into the bosom of the offielal
family he shall be given an opportunity to
develop that extreme care in utterapce
whieh should pertain to high officialdom.

Whatever the expianation the fact ye-
mains that Mr. Marzhall bax not yet been
invited to cabinet meetings. Since remon-
strance, good-natured and otherwise, by the
press is gradually developing in Jitm
healtby cautiéom. we may hope that in time
the vice president wilf approximaie in
reticence even the talkative Roosevelt when
the latter heid the same position of which
Marshall is tow incumbent.

One very bard-headed, unemotional and
experienced busipess man of Atishta thinks
80, and he thinkes, teeo. the tlme hes come
for business men and bankers in the south
to Intervene and break the spell ‘This gen-
tlemnan, for perzeonal reasons, deea not want
his name used.

“WWorld's Work” accounts for this con-
ditign wlith ibe fact thaf, while there exlst
knuewn markets and e{ficlent organization
for the disposal of cotten, there s none for
corn, hay. bhutter, meat and sther vVarletleg
of  diversifled prodocts. The market for
these products, 1t is sauld. are “organized
againat the farmer’” by the jobbers and
commisgion mep who have for 80 long im-
ported western products and who control
the machinery for distributlon.

AMr A wan asked as to the extent of
absentess landlordism, and ta what degraee
farmers were compriied agarnst thelr will
unel Judgment to ¢nncentrate on cotton.

“There ix a good deal of that sort of
thing.” he sall, “in parts nf the state. Many
big planters Hve in Augusta, Savannah. Ma-
ron &l Atlanta and rent out great plunta.
tlors at o distance. These large estates,
many ©f thewm, have bren intact, kept In
“eold storage.” wo to speak, for many years.
Ignorant overeesrs and still more Igrorant
whlte and negrn tenants are in charga. Be-
tween tliem they are satripplng the land or
fertility, Tertillty it will take many years
to rertore. Toa a grrat many casag, these
abaentee landlords vequlre thelr share of
the crap to be mades in cotton. Andg it is
true that a large pumber of country bank-
erg nond merchants are dolng the same thing.
That conditien. comblned with the lack of

markets for diversified products, iz gradm-

ally precipiiating s very serious conditton.™
“Are farmers receptive to the lessons of

sclentiflo agricolture?™ he was asked
“Not all of them,” he repliod. “The ten-

Jdency i3 toward selontifio agrleniture and

diveraification. But I have seen shiftlessm
and mismanaged farms side by side the
aores that had drawn prizes in boye' corn
club contests.”

How FPeril Pilen Up.

“*Yon <an Terdily see” he continued,
“how out of this situstlion danger to the
rrogpexity of the farmer, and that meana
the prosperity of every othar element in
the south, can graedualy accumulate Year
by vear 'the large farmer, the big planta-
tlon owner, ag well as the Uttle fellow, iy
forced by the all-cottop syatem to do busi-
neas on credlt Year by year thay go right
on mortgaging the cotton crop In advance,
gEamblng with sun and tain and frost fore
the meney to ralse the erop and to live on
while the ecrop 1s being raised and after-
ward. Thls means that they ars slowly
piling up debt and thar <ach year thse
process 18 pyramiding iteelf.

"Whay, when 1 bought my farm on the
edge nf Atlenta I had to haul cut there
fead for ths mulsy I banght along with the
farm, though the acres could produce the
best sort af hay and corn and ocats. And
anly & shoct tlime ago & merchant friend of
mine sent a salesman ocut through the coun-
try districts with a team, and that man bkad
te ¢came hack Inp two days literally becauss
ke couldn‘t buy forage Yor his teatn. That
condition 13 typlcal throughout Georgila. I
know of only a few exceptions. Ona is
George Trultt, of Troup county., He requires
21l hla tenants to rulse enough food creps
to support the farma thew tend. That policy
made vniverssl would greatly relleve condl-
ticna."”

Wil Covporationn FarmT

Don P. Shockney, writing In “The Counh-
try Gentleman,'” expresses views very simi-
iar to Mr. A's, though ghey are petrhaps a
trifle exaggerated. He clarms. for fnstance,
thut the ownaers of great plantationa in the
sauth afe extremely anxious to sell, having
systematlcally Ioat money ™ the productien
of cottonn Ha glves two zxplanations. The
flrst 1z that, while tha planter haa 20 per
cent of his money tied up in farms, he glves
onty 26 per cent of his attontlon to 1t de-
voting the chief part of his encrgies to mer-
chandising. He believes the ratio should he
reversed. He cltes, as a second explana-
tlon, the old overseer and negroa cropper
evil, adding—and the southern farmer I
just beglnning to appreclate the slgnlficance
of thits faci—that no attempt 15 made to
Keep books. and that If southern planting
were run with the asclence that is applied
ta the most ordinary eommerclzl enterprise
it would be a huge money-rnaker.

Mr. Shackney belleves the. eventual sa-
lutipen of this condition I{s corporation farm-
ing. He shows that even when Ffarmers are
induced to attempt diversificatlion they do
not »lapt thelr methods and therefore rte-
turn discouraged ta the slavery aof colton.

A Commisnion of Tnagiry.

To sum up: The southern fTarm is a
aStuperdeus source of potential wealth, Ik
ia mow anly partially wiflized zand 1t e 5
menace hecaude poor methads and unskilled
tabor pile up expense. becaude lack of mar-
kats and the exactions of landlords pravent
the productlon of food crops. We are gradua-
ally Impoverighing the land and piling up
debt by sending to other sectlions for prod-
ucts that shoukd be rafsed nere. The whale
system Iz 8% great a menace ta btsiness man
ns to farmer, for thelr proesperity is e¢sBen-
tinlly interdependent.

Mr. A reviewed all the eanditions here
roughly summarized, and sard:

“What 1T would like to mee in Georgia
ts a commlesion to probe ta the vary hagt-
tom of the sitwation and find and so far as
possible enforce the remedy. The commis-
elon should be absolutely non-poltical, znd
it should lose noe tlme getiing about its
work. I assure ¥ou that the gravity aof
conditions cannot be exaggerated If Gepr-
gla 18 to steer clear Of the menace ahead of
us and to reap the reward of her amaczing
resouroes, action muet be taken agulckly.”

HOUSTON COUNTY HEN
IS VERY INDUSTRIOUS

{Frem The Perry Hame Journal.)

The value of the egg erop of Houston
ceunty would surprise anyone taking the
trouble to estimate it

Within the last nine weeks the number
of eggr 40ld In Perry each week has aver—
aged from 250 to 460 dozen. and the aversga
price hos been about 20 cents per dozen.

Taking Into consideration the fact that
the hens do not lay freely durlng abont four
monthe, it would not be unreasonable tn
put the average far the year at 200 dozen
per week. This would make the smsales for
one wvear kn Perry 10,400 dozen, At an
averange price of tweniy cents this wonld
be $1.660.

It im not unreasonwble to assyme that at
leaet one-third more eggs are sgld in Fort
Valley than are sold in FPerry-—say 15000
dozen.

Then, 1t 18 not unreasonanle to aay that
fully as much as Perry buss aore bought (n
Wellston. Bonaire, Kathleen, Gravanfa and
Eiko; Mzeon as much as Port Valley, Haw-
kinsville, ¥nadilla. Moentezuma and Mar.
shallville all having considerable Houszten
coumty cigtom—as much as Perry.

Thus., we reasonably esfimste the sgle
Hauston couity eggs durlng one vear
followe:

At Perry, 10,006 dozen.

Fort Valley. 15,0040 dozen.

Other coeunty towns, 10,000 dozaepn,
Maecon, 1.0 dozrn.

QOther gut-ef-county towns, 10,000 dozen.
Making the tetal at least 60,000 dozen.
At the average price of twenty cents
per dozen—ibe prices range from flfteen to
thirty cents—the aggregato amount realized
would be $12.000 a wvear,

This sounds rather large, as 1t equals
the valoe of 240 bales of cotion. Rut we
4o not betieve the estimate rg too large. .

Whether or not the estimate I3 large or
small, the erop could be easily dounbled,

We dare say tha amount annually pald
for Hopuston county chickens and turkeys
fully aquals that pald far eg@s. This would
amount to $24,000 worth of poultry angd
eggs sold annually by Houston county
fATMErS,

Certainiy such a crop i5 worth cultivat-
tng earnestly.

MYSTERIES

WERE HEIR-APPARENTS
~ZVER PRINCESSES
OF WALES?

Blackstena in his “Commentaries” saya
the helr-apparent te ithe English ocrown is
usually mzdée Priocea of Wealea and Earl of
Chester. This statement has always been
accepied. Vet Hume, in his “Hiatory of Eng-
land,” affirms that this creatloo of Prince
of Wales haz not been confined to the halr-
apparent. for both Queen Mary ond Qucen
Ellzabaeth waze created by thelr father,
Henry YVIII, Princessan of Wales, each of
them al the time being halr presumptive to
the throne.

Does Hume have any authority for such
a staterneni? Do any such creatlons appear
upon the patent rolle? Tma statement of
Hume is not spuppor¢ed by any writer of
authority upon such subjectas and. there-
fare seems withont foundatien.

Many commentators on the esubject ex-
press thelr purprige that Bume should have
made an assertlon on auch slender grounds,
wlich earries on tha facs of it a maonifest
absurdity., It appears that it was after-
wards retracted by the very author from
whom he borrowed the Information.

Flume's amthority Is evidently Burnet's
“History of the Reformatlen” tn which tha
latkter says, ‘““The king, belng out of hapes
of more children, declared hle daughter.
Mary, PFrincess of Wales, ahd sent her to
Ludlow to hold her court thers, aund pro-
Jected divers matches for her”™

Then luter on in the same hiatory Bur-
net ‘says, “Ellzabeth was soon after dae-
clared Princess of 'Wales, that authorities
thought It amgalnst lhe law, for she was
anly heir presumptive, but =not apperent,

10 the erown., sluce s son coming after maust
be preferred.” .

It would seem that Burnmet was A care-
less higtorian, for ft is apparent that what«
aver he found written In ahy previcus bis-
tory, he appropriated ae trme, without cone-
sidering whether the writer waa entitled to
cradit and had good tneans of gaining Infor-
matlon.

Welther of his contemporary historians
say anything about Mary or Ellzabeth as
being Princesses of Walsy The only wrilter
previcus to Burnet whe mentlopa the fact,
and upon Whosa authority rt weuld appear
he relled upon, was Poliini, an obsoure
Itallan dominican, whoe wrote and published
an odd historical work at Rome in 1634. Has
mnokes the following statement In spsaking
of the Princesa Mary:

“Ag the rlghtrful heir of ihe throne sha
was deciared by Henry, her Tather. Princess
of Wales, which i the ordinary Litie horne
by the flrstborn of the king: eince the ad-
ministratfon and government of this prov-
inea is allowed te no other osxcapt 1o that
pon or daughter of the king, to whot, by
heredltary right, on the death of the king
the government of the roaim falls.™

This le not the only Instanca in whian
Pollinl's history is of very little hlstorical
value, and it seema p surprise that on &
point Hke this Burnet =hoold have allowed
himself te be misled by him, If mlaled he
was.

Bui Burnet was not the only ons to take
Pollinl's statement e an authority, for Miss
Agnes Strickland, who wrots the moat
famous “"Lives of the Queens of England,™
saya: “Thes Tiallgn then carefully explains
that the Frinces of Walea were in the sama
positlor In regurd to the Eoglsh crewn es
the Deuphina were to that of Fronce. Pol-
linf muet have had good Qocumentary evi-
dence, ginoca he describea Mary's ctuncll and
court, which he ¢ills & senate, exactly as
if the prlvy council books had been open to
him. ¥ea soys four bishops were atiached
to this court”™ '

Migs Strickland, it would appear, #ipeaks
somewhsat at randem, for It appeara
strange that a Florentine rrrar would have
besh able to secure “good documentary evi-
dence” If he had never been in Fngland, and
would have no way of gainlng lnside infor-
mation that gould pot have Leen secured by
some historians,

Whether Mary and Elizabeth were cre-
ated Princesged of Walea by Henry VIIT will
ever temain a mystery. It does hot @eeam
poeslble that both of them ecouwld have beesn
given this honor, for before Elizabeth wns
created Prihcees of Wales Tt would have
'Besn hecessary to deprive Mary of tha
bonor. This coruld only be done by a spe-
cial net of parliament. Wo one has been
able to find that an act ef that neture
Da#fed in the reign of Henry VIIL

Then
he filla in casual {nformatlon with a foun-
taln pen on the front breadths of the ticket,
slgns Il here and there, tears off an ocutlying
section for future referencs, punches it nine-
ieen times and stampa it onee for every foot.
In punching it he describes the sax, helght,
welght, uge, complexion. polltical and re-
Hgtous preferences and temper of the buyer.
‘When all this i done, tha buyer elgne tha
ticket, thersby agresing to cheriah and Hup-
port it until death does them part, to unfurl
It whenever any conductor shall approaah, to
pratect It againat scalpers, Indians and per-
sanal friends rnd to ride on it anly in the
manner herelnbefors described. and at such
times eonly as will be conven'ent to the
company, and to aurrender it instant!y when-
ever he has abused It ar hap even thought
hardly of it. After the tourlst has aslgnead
this agreement the agent rolis the tleket up
on a hose reel and yives [t to him for keeps.,
When the touria has bought his ticket he
lugs it onta the traln and the conductors be-
zin to peck at It. Each conductor leoks It
over and tells him {t is np Zood becouse the
wrong color was used on the second saction,
punches assoriod holes In It and tears off o
sample. By the time the tourlst has reached
Calitornla be has only a few feet of ticket
left. and it tooksa llke Battenberg lace.
Tourist tickets have to be valldated betore
they will retrleve the tourlst and take hirm
back te hla heme. This ks a patnful process,
lilte dentirtry, and iz conduncted hy an officlal

Two “Big D" banks gonin
eantrel of rival steel corporaticons. The
steel works compete sgaingt one an-
other, and cut prices until they are
selling at s Joss. By this the banke
hehind tham are throateoned with loss
of tha interest on thelr capital. They,
therefors, cOme to =n agreemont be-
hind tha banka of the Atasl corpora-
tlops, and 1orce these ito restore the
old high prices.

Dr. Toepel has submitted hils report
te tha board of educatlion, glving an
account of the vigit to Newark and
furnisbhing the Informeailon which he
there secured.

Dr. ToeDel Says In hils report:

"The dominating thoeught of tha dis-
susslona was that schools must adapt
themeslves to changing soclal condi-
tlong. That In recent vears there have
been two great forward movements In
the fleld of educatiop. one belng the
great fnterest In Industrial educatfor.
and the other the equally great Inter-
est In physicat education., Tt 'was
shown that ph¥sical education belng
conceraned with the conservation of ths
henlth of the <hlld, has made even
Ereater progrees than Industrial edu-
ocatien, that through phyesiral aduca-
tien, thers Is created grealer lnterest
on the part of the children in  thw
schooie, teaching boys and girls how
ta properly use thelr lelsure hours
after school days are over, creaiing
good conditlons for pupll, teacher and
prinecipal in that It promotes good
health in every depertment 1n school
Mr, Hendall, state school commissioner
of New Jersey pald = tribute to the
physleal educator, describing him as
& ‘valuable afd’ to the regular teach-
ers of the mchool

“Nawirk has & papulation of 347,469,
the schoel enrollment 63,024, thers are
1,642 tearkers engapged, and It spent
on 1ts schools durlng 1912 $3.424,178,
Thie city has a speclgl school tax,

"The board of education hes its own
play grounds for which $23,130.60 ware
spent.
