reaching city improvement ever ioaugu-
rated on the southern side of Atlants.

Whiteball is the great natural chanpel for
traffic on the south side to and from the
conter of the city. Tt is the southern half
of the central route from the southern to
‘the northern boundaries of the city. and
the emormous tide of rural traffic beyond
the boundarles. Whether or not the Dro-
*jected Improvementis are made, the south
aide -#ill, of course, continue io expand.
.But its development will not even approxi-
mately apopreach the rate of grawth that
will follow if the Improvements were au.
thorized, The plans now in contemplation
have, therefore, a definite bearing orc the
entire future of the south side.

Few thoroughiares in the ecity, in the
south, [or that matter, are so uniguely
adapted as is Whitshall to the creation of
a great commercial distriet. ¥ poesesses
the first requisite in its direct access to
the heart of the city. For almost a mile
of its length, lots frontiniy on this magin
thoroughfare back on two of the most
important railroad systeﬁls entering At
lz.nta—the Southern railiway and the Cen-
trat of Georgia. Thus there are afforded
tdeal facilities for stores, factories and.
warehouses.

As the matter now stands, this phase

- of the street’s development iz arrested by

almost prohlbitive grades and contours for
much of its length. These obstacies can
be removed hy the proposed change of
grade.

The street committes hag already done
its part. It remains now to be seen if the
finance committee and ecouncil itself will
give the south side the great impetus to
which ft is obviously entitied.

Ninety-five per cent. of the properiy-
gwners have petitloned for the change. The
other b per cent. should not be allowed
te thwart or delay so fundamental an im-
provement., The city could well afford to
pay the few protesting owners such rea-
sopable damages as may be awarded.

Among the most important movements
vet made toward the developmeni of At-
lania is contained in the report of a com-
mittee of the chamber of commerce looking
toward the establishment of ap indusirial
bureau by that organization. Sor 2 time
ago President Moore appointed a ecommit-
tee to investigate the feasibility of ihe
project.; Now tbat it has been reported
favorably, he will name another comumitics
to suggest & plan and details for the or
ganizing pf the bureau.

One of the causes of lost motiom in the
progresa of the clty has heretofore been
the absence of a bureau of this nature
The city has aitracted a grest many manu-
facturing enterprises, it is true, but those
in a position to know are convinced that it
has also overiooked & gredt many opportu-
nities because it was not equipped to go
out after them im & asclentific manner.
T'hroughout the south today <ommercial
bodies realize the importance of industrial
bureaund, in securing large and small pro-
jeets ar ancually ~pend larse sums upon
their maintensance.

Atlanta shouid be the leading manufac-
turing city of the south and one of the
foremost ones in the nation. We have
here, without an exception, alf the quali-.
ties Tequired by a great manufacturing
cepter. Our location ie unsurpassed. We
command raw material of such volume and
range &8 would support almest every clags
of industries. Transporiation iacilities are
excellent and improving. Pow whether
fromn electrically or cpal-derived sources, is
almost Iimitleas. We are within easy strlk-
ing distance of deep-water facilities, w. :th-
or looking toward the Panama cana) and its
tremendous fielde or the ports of .Je old
world.

The fortunes and the cities thut will,
tomorrow, make the south inrernationally
notable will <h find their growths in the
expansion of manufacturing. Agricullura in
it scieptifie- and intensified phases will of
course be ap important f: but manu-
facturing industries will be the determin-
ing .or in greatneas, considered from the
standpoint of volume of export trade. Even
pow there are indications that other south-
ern cities appreciate this principle and are
engaged actively In campaigning for manu-
facturing enterprises. The sooner Atleonta
gets in the game with a well-equipped or-
ganizalion the better.

CONGOS—HOME AND ABROAD.

The generu] mission bhoard of the Meth
adist Episcopal church, south, in session
at Dallas, bas Just decided to eend three
migsionaries to the Congo, in Africs. Al-
ready $21,000 has heen subscribed toward
their expenses, and it is promised that
maore will be forthcoming.

The enterprise is an, excellent one.
Revelations of conditions ih the Congo, fol-
lowing exposure of the atrocities practiced
under Leopold of Belgium, indicate an ap-
pealing field for missionary labor.

But—what mbout the Congos of the
southern statesa? We make the statement
advisedly—there are conditions more ap-
palling, meed wore clamorous ino the
(ongos of the south than in Africas derk-
eat Congo. It is needless to tear one’s self
from home and people or to go into volun-
tary exile in a distgnt Jand to reach our
own Congos. Many of them are almest
within earshot of the hall in Dallas whera
sat the mission hoard. They abound in
every southern state. They ara almost
within the shadow of the Bteeplos of aur
many Methodist churches.

Here are hundreds of thousands of ne-
groes immoral, igeanitary, lawless, ip-
norant—barbarlacns, jostling eur white pop-
ulation e :ry day. They neeqd the grace of
Ged at lesst as much as their crude
brethren ion the Congo jungle. Here is a
black man's civilization eoverlapping our
own civilization, threatening it with dis-
ease, paralyzing it becanse of inefficiency,
preFing upon it with crime, steadily going

‘downward as experts with candor will

testify.

Are missionaries being equipped to deal
with this chaotlc mass? Are consecrated
men and women sacrificing cumtort and
daring ridicyle and misunderstandi to
uplift these Congos that are Imbedded [ike
thorns in our cwn flesh and that are siow-
Iy festering there?

Probebly this latter feature iz
of more §mpartance than fthe firat,
although market writers are giving
ft lese promipence. If temperatures do
noi warm up thig week apd if ralas
dp not Iall In the Atlantice the bulls
Wil be given a deelded advuniage.
Already much replanting has been
necessary, some sectlans reporting
even the third replanting, and con-
tinued unfavorable conditiona will
have a tendency to lnereage the ne-
reasity of it. This may lead to some
abapdenment of acreags and would
mean a late gtart for a part of the
ergp which, In some measure, would
Ufiset the large area originally bro-
ken for totton this year. Yrincipally
it will be a weather market thls year.

The increased exports of late have
bgenr surprising to mearly every ane,
but thersa have baen few sigms of a
good forward business In the spot de-
partment.

Washington, May Il-—The fight for
“pyre” four has been ecarried to the
auprems court by the department E
juptice. Attorney Genaral McRey-
nolda and Assistant Attorney General
Adking have filed with ths court an
application for a review of the de-
clslon of the United Btates cliroult
eourt ©of appeals which denled the
rlght of the government to condemn
flour bleached by electrieity by the
Alsop process. The econtroversy turns
upon the interPretatlon of sthat aec-
tion of the pure food and druga act
which declares that an artlcle shall
be deemsd adulterated Iif It contain
any added polscncus Ingredieni whioh
may render such article Inhirious to
Lealth. The government clelms that
the law foeblds tha addition of any
polsonons (ngredlent bo an artigle
even though the guantity be minuia
ond tha tesulting injury to health
from the partioular articie incapabla
of measuremsnt The clrcult courtaf
eppeals held that tha potsonous in-
gredients must be added In such guan-
tity that there la a possibliliy of In-
Jury to health.

Waten'ng-' ‘Plants and Garden
Crops.

Moxt aftor the sall itself water I by
all odds the most indispensable factor
in the growth of piants and the mak-
ing of crops. Indeed. most of the work
of preparstion and cultivation. and the
addition of stable mapure and of other
forme of decayed veogetable wmatter
(humus) are for the purpese of con-
perving molsture. On somparatively
poor jand fairly good crops may be
secured, provided only that thers be
sufficient molatare for the needs of
the plapls at sl times during the
growing period. With tha mora or less
iiberal application of solible and rend-
Hy avallable plant feud Lo the form of
fartillzers, god growth and good
¥iel may he secured even on the
poorest solls, prorvided only that =
plentiful supply of water be alwaya
within easy reach of the plant roota.
This iz well snough undersiopd by
the average farmer and gardener, but
1t i3 npt 30 well understood why a
poor soll should requira move frequent
and liberal rainfalls than does rich
sotl Jt 1a pot becavss the srops Erow-
Ing on the poor soil neqd aay more
mojstire than do those planted on
rich sofl, bt because the poor soil doek
not retain sc much of ihe wWaist that
falla on it as does the other. The poor
a0il “runs together,” or packs, under
the influenee of o downpour of raio.
and will not take up and hold the
water, a large portion runplng off, and
oftenp carrying the soil with it; whilse
thae zoll that gpontalns a goeod gquantity
of humus and has bheen well plowed
and harrowed and fregusntly stirred
