entirely by the directinne of the far-
£ign offlce at Tolkio, and he could only
~iirmise what might bha the attitude
of the officlals at home Meanwhlile
it was understcod that both the Jap-
anse protest and the state depeETimeant’'s
answer would be withheld from publi-
catlon for the present at least, on the
ground that it would be injudicious to
submilt the delicate guestions at issue

Amonpg the greatest achievemenis of the
twentieth century will be the phenomenal
auceess nf the war against the opiun babit,
The event is riven emphasis by the meet-
ing at The Hague next menth of the inter-
natiomi! opinm conference. Through the
co-operation of the governments of the
Linited States and the Nelheriands, jt is
probable that representatives of thirty-four
nations, covering practically ali eivilization,
will be present with power to aci.

The m~st signal accomplishment of this
crusade Is, of course, the abelishment of
opium from China. Suecess would have
bheen impessible had it not been for the
determined activity ef the Chinese govern-
ment. [t had te combalt not only the
national apperite, deep-implanted, but it was
also faced by the troublesome economic
feature. A host of Chinese lived and made
fortunes by growinyg oplum and dealing ln it.
Lngland counted on China, moreaver. as
the market far minely-nine hundredths of
her opium crop.

But the Chinese governmeul went rigor-
pusly to work in full knowledge of the fact
that the hubit was undermining the nation.
Its suceess is moasuved by the fucl that
teday Cainn is almost entirely free of the
curse of the poppy. 8o earnest 13 ithe gov-
ernment tha' only recently reports tell of
the execcution of both men apd women for
violating the edicts against cultivation and
digposal of the drug.

Cne of the drawbacks to completely
driving oplum from China was the British
trade. Even now gpium to the valne of
Sa0,0u04 i in warehauses at Shanghai,
barred from the empire, but representing a

very large part of the wealth of many Anglo-

Indian merchants. 1t is said that the forth-
com!ng Hague conferences hopes to com-
plete arrangements whereby England will
purchase this opium and thus remove one
of the formidable obstacles to smooth prog-

Sacrates was a crank: who lved about
2,600 years ago wher thée cliinate was ex-
ceedingly unhealthy for cranks. The coro-
ner's verdict on Socrates was-that he dled
of too many Ideas. -

SBacrates lived in Greece, which was about
the only country worth Yyvlng in tn the
fifth century B. C He recelved a2 good
Athens oducation which consisted at that
time of athletice, sculpture and music, bot
{natead of plying hlmself to bhusiness snd
producing his share of marble statues. he
fritted away his time studying geometry,
astronomy, Latin and other fady. He then
married Xantippe, and soon afterwards be-
gan to spend all his timae on the direst
corners under the pretense of dlacussing fm-
portant subjects. But thoese whoe knew
Xantippe's teraper and her skill in hurling
the flutiron laughed coarsely at thls excuse.

Sncrates was Hoplite for a while when
4 young man, but soon recovered or was
released 'or falled of election—depending
on what “Hoplite” was, Then he threw him-
salf into the tenching of phllosophy and
spent the rest of h's life searching the dark
and unfathomed chasms in the human un-
derstanding of thoas days. His method of
teaching was to loaf on the street cormer
untll he got a crowd and then get his ad-
mirers to agsk him questione. Burvivara of
the free silver campalgn of "3 will re-
member how easy It 1s to do the questtoner
and the adminlstration into a french twist
by thiz method.

Sgurates llved to the age of 70, acouir-
ing a long curly beard and & reputation for
belng ahle to stlence any one fn Greece on
any sublect In & ecateh-ag-catch-can debute.
He disagrecd with everything the Athenians
believed in and even attempted to reform
same of the old Gads. This aroused the fire
pf the republicans, who condemngd him to
death. However, he could have escaped on
a technicality If he had not been seo argu-
mentative. But he took the ground that he
was entitled to a pension instead of death
and argued about it until the authoritles

CROMWELL BURIED?

Macaulay, in hls "History of England,”
kayEe, regarding Ollver Cromwsell: ‘it has
often besn affirmed, but with little resson,
that Oliver dled at a tlme fortunate for
higz renown, and that, if his Iife had been
prolonged 1t weuld probably have closed
amid disgraces and disasters. Tt Iz certaln
that he was, to the last, hopored by his sol-
diers, obeyed by the whole population, ahd
dreaded by all forelgn powers; that he was
laid pmong the anclent soverelgns of Eng-
lard with funeral pomp sueh as Londoen had
never before Seen” Latsr on In the same
volume the historian says: “The rfapld de-
comnpositlon of Cromwell’'s corpse was as-
cribed by many to a deadly potion adminis-
tered in his mediclne.”

Macaulay doubts the polson theory. 1In

‘spite of this there deem= to have been some

mystery In the suddenness of the death of
the protector and still more 20 In the burial
Writers with 2 considerable amaunt af au.
thority have affirmed that the Cromwell tu-
neral in Wastminster Abbey was a mock one
zod that Oliver was buried near his daugh-
ter, Mre. Claypole, in Nerthomptonahire. .

Shortly after Cromwell's death, it will he
remembered, came the restoration, and 'n a
mean revenge the body of Cromwell was
torn frem . its sanctuery, together with
that of Ireton and Brdadshaw, twoe of his
gpnerals,' and exposed upon the gallows at
Typurn, An Rlstorinn speaks of the bodiea
as the ‘“cdlous carcasses.”” Was the publie
able to reecognlze the countenance of o man
who had been dead so many years? YWas the

Cromwell? Even Macuulay speaks of the
“rapid decoimposition of the corpse.”

One writer contended Cromwell was bur-
led in the Thames, and Oldmlxon Says "tha
deopesnt; part of the Thames wae selected.”
Ancther wrlter says 1t was In Red Lion
Square. He notes that when Cromwell died
his body was partly embalmed by Bates, and
immedlately aflerward burled--the question
if—where? And that “the waxen effigy rep-
resenting the body, durlng ‘the subsequent
lyinz in state and publle funeral: which
oflgy was, In June 1860, hung out of the
windows of Whitehill."

“The Complete History of HKngland” Is
wad a great confidant of Cromwell, and
presenta sotne facie that seem reasonable.
From 1ihls source it Is " learned that the
Tfriends of Cromwell, appreclating thet there
wus llkely to be a change In the ruling pow-
ers, desired that hls body should be deposite
ed in a greater place of safety than West-
mingter, and therefore selerted the battlefield
of Naseby.

Barkstead, the lieutenant of the tower,
was 8 great congdant of Cromwell, and
among other of his confidants at the tie
arf hia 1llpess deslred to know where he
would be buried. To tnis inqulry the pro-
tector anawered: “Where I obtalned the
greatest victory and glory, and as nigh
the spot as could be Fuessed Whare the heat
of the mctlon was.”

‘Barkstead is thus quoted: *“At midrizght,
goon after his death, the body. heing em-
in a hearse conveyed In a leaden coffin, was
In & hearse conveyed to the said fleld. That
being come to the fleld thoey found about the
midet of it & grave duy about nine feet deen,
with the green sod carefully laid on ane zide
and the mold on the other, In which the
eoffin belng put, the ‘grave was instanily
flled up, and the green sod lald exacrly flat
upon it, care being taken that the surplus
mpld should be clean removed. That seon
efter the Iike carce was faken the ground
was ploughed up, and [t was gowed Buccess-
fully wlth ecorn.”

Henry Locklnges, a curate of Naseby, in
a paper entltled “Historleal Gleanings on the
Memorabla Fleld of Naseby." published in
1830, says: "I have been able to adduce evi-
depce, apparently satlsfactory, which leaves
the protector's remeueins slambering wencom-
memarated, beneath the turf of Nasehy
Field.,”

Thus it would eeem that historians such
as Macauley and others have been misin-
formed regording Cromwell's bedy having
been deposited in Westmlinster Abbey, and
that a waxen effigy was used; but where the
body af the great protectdr rests oo erce can
say Wwith certainty.

Reatlng Jobn Sherman In Hatter of »
Powtinanier.

Renjamin Le Fevre, who for many years
represented, as a democrat one of the Ohio
districts in congress, gained the reputation
of being the hest-liked democrat, st least
upon tha republican side of the house. He
was a very intimate personal friend of James
A. Garfield. When Garfield desired to secure
dermoctatic support in a marked measure
all that was necessary for him to do was
to eommit the matter to Benjamin Le Fevre.
On the other hand, when Le Fevre was anxe
1ous to secure some favor which the repub-
jicans eould grant he had only to Intimate
to ¢eneral Garfield what he wanted.

After General Garfield becama presldent
the old Intimacy between himself and Le
Fevre was maintained.
For thia reason Le
Favre appealed with
confidenca one day to
Fresident Garfleld for
the reappeintment of a
postmaster in one of the
targer towna in Le
Fevre'a Qistrict.

Lea Fevre said to Gar-
field: “John Sherman
intends to appoiot one
of his followers post-
master In one of the
towns of my dlstrict,
and I dont want If
dene, The present pust-
master lost 2 Ieg in the
war. Ha i3 & repub-
lican, but he 15 &
mighty good fellow and
ne shouldn't be disturbed.”

Garfield mused a moment and then sgald,
“T don't e how I can appoint a postmaster
with Sherman protesting.”

“Well,” sald TL.e Fevre, “if vou will re-
appolnt this posimaster today I think I can
get George I Pendleton, demoeratic senas
tor though he t4, to agres to recammend
that the senate approve the nhomination.™

“well, what would John Sherman do
ahout 17" Garfeld asked.

“(3h, Sherman isn't in the senate today.
He lg in Ohic and wor't be back until day
after tomorrow.”

“well,” said Garfleld, “If you can get,
Geaorge Pendleton te say that he wlill recom-
mend the immediszte eonfirmation of the re-
appointment of this postmayter I will send
the name to the Senate today.”

Le Fevre, shortly after General Garfleld's
doath, told A company of friends lo my pres-
eree just what happened after he Jift Preei-
dent Garfield. "I suppost.’” seald Genaral Le
Fevre, “that thers have been cames when s
democratle or a republican senator has
warmly recémmended the app_ointment to
some office of & man ©of the opposite party,
but I don't belleve there is a cade on record
that parallels what George Pendlston dld
In a few weeks at the special sesgion of the
senate in 1861, General Garfield told me
that if T could get Celonel Pendleton to
agree to recommend the reappolntment of
a reptbiican pestmadter in one of the tawne
of my dlstrict he would send the appoint-
ment to the senate, but it would have to
be done while John Sherman was awany in
Ohio, because Bherman had another man for
that place. )

“I went atraight from the White Housa
to the capitol and 1 saw Senator Pendleton.
T told him zl! about the postmaster. I said
he was & republicanp and bad lost a leg in
the war. I suid that John Bherman wanted
to turn hint out and get one of his own men
appolnted. but that Garflield had sald that if
Sepatar Pendleton .would agree to recom-
mend the tonfirmation of the appolntment
then the nominatlon would he sent to the
gepate, but the senate would have to act
upon it before Sherman got back

"Well, George Pendieton acted Uke a
man—he always did. for that matter. He
told me that he would recommend to the
senate imimediately to confirm the appoint-
ment, 1f it went into the senate that day. I
communicated at oncs with Garfleld and he
gent the appolntment to the denate.  That

Tobip, the Burns ageni, gave an in-
terview to reporters Monday morning
in the office of Tplene]l Felder. He
predicts a vomplete and early rclear-
ing up of the mratery. Already. hc
spys, he has uncarthed new and valu-
able evidence.
Hig reports are being suhmitted daily
1o Colonel Felder and Sollcitor Gener-
al IDxrsey, Both are highly pleased
and evince optimism over his work. To-
bie comes direcst fram Chicago, whare
he is In charge «f the entire criminal
department of the Burne agency. Hie
orders, cabled from hia echief in Eu-
ropa, are to drop everything else and
work exclusively on the Allanta mys-
tory.
Baslng hls lnvestigation on the theo-
ry that the murderer was o sexuxl per-
vort, he lLhas formed a deflnlte theory
of the crime. Excluding the idea that
the Elrl laft the pencll plant afier en-
tering at noon, he balleves she was
murdered tnside the building.

Theory of Toble.
Also, he relleves that, although the
primary Intentien of the murderer wua
not ‘Lo slar his vietim, the crime was
a deliberate one.

““I'he  murderer, thinking ahe soen
would rogain consciensness, walted and
meditated. He was an attempted rapist.

“While still uncopacious, the garrote
was formed ln ithe wrapping cord. It
was leped around her throat as she
Ly, insenBibje, in  the closet.
