Held, was the attorney for Georgia,
and John Weasley, founder of the Math-
odist church, was a2 witness at the trial.
He has also found unpublished docu-
ments shawing the very beginnlng ol
courts in Georgia. These anclent writ
ings glve the namcs of the court, the
attorneya and the Jury.

COn July 7, 1732, the Arst courts for
the orierly adminlstration g¢f Justice
were organlzed in Georgla, a jJury ol
citizens was lmpanellad, and a casg
wag trierd. For muny years thereafter
July 7 was celebrated as the annlver-
sary of "couTrt day,” being then the
only ¢ivil holiday in the ¢olonles, ang
setving as 2 combination of our July
4, February 22 and Thanksgiving day.

Two Alternate Plans Approved
by Union Pacific Board and
Put Up to Court.

New York., May 2Z8.—Two zlternats
plans for disposition of the $126,630,000
Bouthern Pacific stock owned by Union
Pacific were approved by the Union
Parific board today. The frst contemm-
plates selllng the stock to hlghest hld-
dery after the manner of municipal
bonds, 3 minlmum bid le be herealfter
destgnated; the secand contemplates
placing the stocik with a trustes with-
out voting power to be later distrituted
upen =ffidavit that the OWners posassh
ra Unlon Pacific stock. -
Both plaps will he submitted to the
vourt for approval. with the Tequesi
thiat the company bs permlitied to elect
whizh 1t will adopt. Failing court ap-
proval, the Unlon Paclitic company will
azk tithat the stock De pleced in the
hands of a recelver, lo be named by the
court.

After the publlecation of this alter-
native plan, Unlon Paelflc atock brake
from 150% ¢to 1477, but speedlly ral-
lled to 145%. Southern Pacifle decliped
2 pointy te 95, and rallled a polrt.

A statement isaued hy Chelirman
Tovett, of the Union Paclfic exsacutlve
committee, pfter the directors’ meet-
ing, outlined the pian as follaws:

1. We propose ta aoffer the South-
ern Poacific stock held by the TInlon
Pacifie for publle subscription In a

way slmilar to that In which New York
clty honds are offered, namely, to invite
Lids at such Pprices and for  sueh
aAamounts of stock aw the bidder may

desire, with a minimum price to be
hereafter determined under which
no stock  will be aecepted without

such restrictions as the court may pre-
seribe, respecting the amount of stock
to be aliglted to ilnlon Paeific hold-
ers. FProvision is to be made for un-
derwriting the offer in order to insure
fts success.

“2. Ag an alternati
denonit the stock In the hands of some
bank or trust company, ns trustee,
without votlng power, agalnat the Isaug
uvf Its beneficlal certifcates therefor,
such ecertificates hawving no voting
power, but entitling the holder to all
dividends and belng exchangeabla for
tha stock [tself upen the execution by’
tha holder of an affidavit that he ia not
the owner of any Union Pacifie stock.
As this would pasult in desfranchise-
mant af the stork Wwhile held by the
trustee, and as long as held hy any
Tnlon Pacific shareholders, it fs pro-
posed that In this case, the pertlficates
siwpuld le offered to the shareholders
of the Tnlon Paelfic alone, at such
price as the board ot directars may
heareafter determine, and that i at
tha tima dcemed necessary, the offer
would be underwrlttan.

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A COSTLY VICTORY.

The city’s health takes right of way over
every other concelvable consideration.
Fhat must be the first thoughe of the au-
thorities nnd the people of Atlanta, follow-
ing the smashing supreme court decision
adversing the crematorTy coatrasct. Within
less thzn a month the Arst unit of the
crematory would have heen completed and
werforming l¢s funclion in standing between
Atlanta ang death and disease. The court’s
decislon declares the countract ilegal, Every
faction, every interest [n Atlaota should at
ance subrerge differences and find a rem-
¢dy Tor the emergency of the moment. After
that. thought may be taken for the future.

Those who carried the question of the
iegality to court have won a “victery,” but
jI is likely o preve the most costly and
critical in the history of the city. The
court cannot be condemned. [t was power-
legs, under the binding techuicalities of the
law and constitution, to decide ntherwise.
But the plan under which Atlanta has, far
many years, instulled public improvements
of imperalive nature, hag been permanently
riddied. But heretofors no one has chal
fenged the plan beczuse of the unlversal
recognition that it offered, under the pres-
ent system, the ong way in which improve-
ments of a cartain nature could he made
pessible.  The effect of the decislon reiter-:
ates with sledge hammer emphasis the con-
tentlon of The Constitution that it is child-
1sh folly to expect Atlanta’s current income
to meet current maintenance and provide
algo for improvements.

If merely money were involved in the
decision, the situation would pot be so erit-
jeal; the upsetting of rhe city’s moral obli-
zatton wauld be bad, hut even that not in-
surtnogniahle. The tragady of the thing ls
that Atlanta’s chie? delenae against dizease
and death bas been struck down on the
threshold of suminer.

The ultimaie significance of the decision
i3 that the supremea court has pur squarely
up to Atlanta the burden of finding some
legr] way for insuring the public improve:
nients that are presging even now, and that
will crowd even more demandingly v ith the
city’'s growth, The court bas decided that
the method whereby the city <consiructed
the Auditoritm: whereby the inman pump,
in @ preat emergency, was secured: whereby
the city hall was booght from the govern-
ment; whereby the great city bridges wers
built; whereby Pledmant park was secured
—and many other improvements of like
portent—is itlegal. It is fortunate thay they
are all paid for and the titles clear. ©Only
the crematory is involved in the present
crisis.

The prinejple laid down by the supreme
court mffects not only Atlanta, but as well
every clty in Georgia. [t is. perhaps, espe-
cially applicable to this muaicipality. since
Atlanta has not in the past hesitated to
pledge its good faith when the alternative
was municipal paralysis or municipal Tost
opportunity. The moral obligation that de-
seended from council to council was not
legally binding; it couold have been repudi-
ated at will. Bot successive councils knew
never hesitated
gach one tp appropriate its particular pro-
rata share toward the llguidation of such
ohligation which, as the sele recourse in the
premises, atood for lepal indebtedness.

1t iz not strange that Atlanty was driven
to an extra-legai meikod to keep its head
ahove water, municipaliy-speaking. With

class in America, we have bser pursuing
the childish policy of trying to pay for wp-
“cep and for the needs of grovith out of

focome, 'The moral obiigation phase has
saved Atlapta and kept jt veasonably up o
date. That destroyed, we are absnlutely
forced to other measures, and, #s Tha (on-
stitution gaes it, the first and insvitable re
courae is a bond Issue sufflcient to catch up

with present daetinquencies, followed' by a

revised aystem to prevent the recurrence of
these dellnguencies.
Until Atlants finds 2 way otber than the
now prohibited moral obligation way, the
clty's program of imperative jmprovements
is wholly at the mercy of the whims or
caprices of any one of her 175,008 popula-
tion. The court, powerless in the premises,
has placed in the hands of any one oh-
structor a sure weapon against ihe moral
cbligation method. .
The city faces a crisis. Its welfare in
every department ig meoaced untl) a solu-
tion is found.

The
physlelana of Georgla, Ln thelir annual meet-
ing at Savannah last month, unRARiMOously
indorsed this law.

Washington, May 9.—(Special)—Fifty

vears have elapsed since the battle of Get-
tyapurg. ' Hed that mighty eentlict rasulted
differently and the armies of Les triumphed,
the history of this country -would have had
to be rewritten.
+ But the confederncy there reached Its
high tide and then recedad. In the fifty
¥years that have elapeed changes have taken
Dlacﬂ?. readjustmants been made, onmities
forgbtten and friendships cemepted. Hence
there will gather on this fleld in July tha
survivors of the two armies that met hera
in ths mightiest sheck of the clvil war.

On that fleld 171,000 men faced each other
in July, 1863, A month from now tho grent-
est reunion of these old veterans that haa
ever taken piage will Be held. under the
auspices of the state of Pennsyivania and
the federal gFovernment.

They will view agaln *“Little Round Top,”
the key of the battlefield, and speculate on
what would bave happened L this strategic
polfit had heen taken by the confederates in
tho first’ day's battle, They will gaze with
awe upcn the peaceful fieid of waving corn
where Plckett's Virginians swept forward
across seven-eighths of a mile of level
ground under the thunders of elghty guns.
They will aporoach as a sacrificial altar the
huge bdoulders in Devil's Den, whera brave
sharpshooters gave up their lives to broth-
ars-in-arms.

The state of Paonsylvania will bring to-
gother again these men of the north and of

[ the south on one of the greatest battleflelds

ot the weorld, not to mneet in deadly confliet,
shbut to Join hands in peace and marvel at the
changes that Afty years have urought.

One Army Instend of Two.

No higher evidence can be offered that
the war i over, and that we are now a re.
tglted country than this cementing and
crowning c¢elebration at Gettyaburg, Thera
will be 40,008 veteranhs—ane army insteszd of
two—one flag instead of two—one govern-

ment instead of two. There will be no
rivalry. except the splendid rivalry of
patriotism.

A southernar will deliver the
principal oration, and that at ths raquest
of the veterans of the blue, and in this
aplendid opporfunity which Is offered him
Representative Heflin, of Alabama, wWhose
loyallty to the traditions ol ths =mouth la
¢nly surpaseed by his fidelity to his country,
will draw cloger and bind stronger the ties
of patriotism and mutual edmiration and
interest existlng now between the veterans
of both these great armies.

‘Thase are the great things which will
come {0 pass when the old soldiers mest at
Gettyaburg in one of the greatest celebra-
tions that will ever be staged for a slmilar
event. No other such celebratlon will be
poaeible, for when the century mark has
rolled around all the men who fought In
thie great battle will have been laid Lo rest.
Thelr children may, and wlll, gether at the
shrine made gacred .by the blood and herolc
deed of thelr fathers, but the coming cele-
bratien wlll be the only one where the real
actors in that stirring drama can be brought
an qt‘lj;e Auta!ge for thelr final bow.

Free Transportaiion for Veterans.

Each state wlil be glven the optlon ‘ot
determining to what veterans of the civil
war it will issus free transportation. Penn-
sylvania's Invitation belng that to snch
“honorably discharged wveterans of tha civil
war’ as ocome to Gettysburg 20r the abave
celebretion, sithar wpon free tranaportation
or at thelr own expense, onnd present proper
credentiais proving them to be mnch veter-
any, she will providse food, shelter and enter-
tainment duriag that period, bat she fur-
nishes free Lransportatlon te no ons mave

ker own veterans. The nsatlonel govern-
ment furnishes no free transportation
whatever. .

in the final complctlon ¢f ail plans look-
ing te this, the greatoest reunion of tha vet-
erans ¢f both armies sinece the war, it was
docided that Feonnayvlvania, as the hose,
ghouid provide all entertainmbnt during the
stay ot the 40,000 veterans, and that aho ang
the mailonal government together a&s pro-
vided in the act of congress Auguat 26, 1912,
by each paylng $160,000 to the war depart-
ment with the $300,00¢ total, shonld create
and maintaln & great camp apnd garrison
equipment, with all quartermastel, commis-
sary. hoepital and other necessary supplies
ample for the 40,000 veterans.

‘Tha camp, which has already boen seleci-
ed, comprises seme 280 ncres, starilng about
240 yarda from ihe high-water mark monu-
ment in the battlsfield, and lyiog te the
eouthwest ¢f the town and partly upon Lhe
scene of the fArst day's fight.

Care of the Veterana.

Five thousand tents will be stratched
oyer this vast area Each tent ordloarily
shelters twelve men, but on this occaslon
only alght vetergns will be Qquartered in a
tent. Each will be supplled with a cot, blapg-
ket and meae kit, the latter to become his
property. Each tent will contaln, also, two
haod basins, water buckels and lanterns.
Toilet articles other than thesa musat be
furnished by the vetgrans themselves,

Every proviaion has been mode to take
care of the weterans. Thelr matl and tele-
grame will be looked after by o spesial
postoffice; they will be Berved thelr meals
at the end of the company street, and every-
thing has been arranged except the dispogi-
tion of begEgage, which the veteran must
take care of nlmself. Veterans heve been
warned against bringing trunks, only hand-
bees belng allowed, and, alss, a notica has
been glivenr that no women or children will
be allowed to stay at tha camp Or to gat
tnelr meals thers,

It iz announced that the ¢zmp will be
opened in complets readiness for the recep-
tlon of veterana on Sunday, June 29, 1913,
the fArst meal served - being supper thal
nlght The camp will be kept apen unti] the
rollowing Sungay, July 6, the last meal be-
ing breakfast that moroing, No one uader
any clreumstapces, will he allowed in the
camp before or zfter these dates,

Each veteran musat have an authentle
credentlal showing him to be such. This
credential must be his honotable discharge,
or bis pensiaon certificate, or a certificate of
serviee from the governor of the siate in
which he enllsted. - This is to prevent the
posainility of any but real veterans snjoving’
tne reunlon plaoned for them at no small
expense by ths sgtate of Penpsylvania and
the linlited States goveroment.
