The caption over the editorial in Le Temps is: ‘‘The Bryan
Bketch,” and his part of the ynrhmmnu is treated as vaudeville.

Mr. Bryan, Secretary of State for the United States, says,
as every one knows, that his salary as Secretary is not suffi-
ciently large to meet the requirements of his position. And in
consequence he has reverted to his old oceupation of lecturer
—but a lecture for pay.

But a lecture in the United States, as here, never consists
of only one attraction but coupled with others.

So Mr. Bryan has made a contract with a manager who
has sandwiched in acrobats, yodlers and sleight of hand per-
formers to set off the Secretary of State's talk.

Talleyrand, Metternich and Gortschakoff wonld have
looked askance at Bryan's initiative. Tn our skeptical times,
when diplomats are no longer taken seriously, his venture is
still more dangerout

nother proof of the small consideration
attached to a political énreer across the Atlantic. In the
United States this career ia the last occupation a man takes up.
1t is the last in a century which offers so many opportunities
to intelligent men.

Men of affairs understand that they may have need of
public servants; but instead of serving the State themselves
they prefer to pay others. Thus are born and nourished
organizations such as Tammany Hall, which are a blot on the
Union.

Europe, however, does not properly understand that
America is being transformed more rapidly than any other
country. The enormous immigration has swamped the old-
time American ideals, which are now found only in towns like
Boston.

One can imagine what an American of the old race of
Henry Cabot Lodge, or Olney, would have felt about Bryan's
cireus spectacle, but there is an abyss between the old-fash-

ioned Americans and the popular masses.

The American man in the street takes as a matter of *
eourse what shocks ns. That is why the American Government
often appears to us a monstrous paradox.

When one has followed the tenor of Bryan's political ea-
reer one is less surprised to see him in a circus than in a minis-
The only thing we could not conceive of is why this loud-

try.

It
began In June, 1912, with a serles
of powerful and convincing bul-
letins, published as advertise-
ments In the daily papers, pre-
pared by Marion Jackson, a tal-
ented young lawyer of the city,
John J. Egan, chalrman of the
executive committee, financing
the work.

The facts were first disclosed
by an investigation In which ev-
ery woman of the underworld
was interviewed. The usual ob-

Throughout the whole fight Mr. Hancock voted in favor
of all motions to delay or to defeat the expressed decision of
the people in the election held on the subject. (Minutes of
Council No. 22, Pages 63, 66 and 427.)

The people finally won their fight, and these officials are
now elected by popular vote, but it was OVER the vote of
Mr. Hancock.

Now, Mr. Voter, if Mr. Hancock, when last in Council,
refused to carry out your will, as expressed at the ballot-box,
can you expect him to carry out your will, if he is put back
in Council, whether you hold an election on the subject or
simply express it to him in person. He has shown a contempt
for the people, even when they acted and voted together al-
most unanimously. How can he now ask the same people to
re-elect him as their REPRESENTATIVE?
