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MY PERSONS ON 
LUSITANIA BELIEVED 
SHE COULD NOT SIN 

Hundreds of Those Lost Did 

Not Realize Ship Was Doom- 

ed Until It Was Too Late to 

Reach Safety 

LONDON, May 9.—Of those who left 
New York a week ago on the Lusitania, 
less than 700 survived after that vessel 
was torpedoed and sunk by German 
submarines off. Kinsale, Ireland, Friday 
afternoon, 

A full list of the survivors, who in- 
¢lude very few .of the firat class pas- 
sengers, is not yet available, but prob- 
ably there are not many names to add 
to those which already have been made 
public. All the evidence goes to show 
that ‘the first class and many of the 
second class passengers had such confi- 
dence in the ability of the Lusitania, 
because of her watertight compartments, 
to remain afloat if she received the first 
blow that. they did not concern them- 
selves about taking to boats or even 
providing themselves: with life preserv- 
ers. 

When the passengers did realize the 
Lusitania was doomed, they found that 
most of the boats on the port side were 
so jammed because of the great list in 
the vessel that they could not be lowered 
and the last seen of them by the more 
fortunate passengers who had secured 
places in the starboard boats, or who 
had jumped overboard and had been 
picked up, they were lined on the slop- 
ing decks awaiting their fate, doubtless 
even then believing that with land so 
close they would still be, saved. 

However, the torpedoes had torn such 
gaping holes in the liner that she did 
not remain afloat for more than twenty 
minutes, and calls for help which the 
wireless sent out, although answered 
quickly could not bring the rescuing 
steamers in time to be of any service. 

There is much difference of opinion 
4s to how many torpedoes struck the 
ship and as to whether an explosion of 
her boilers followed. In fact, after the 
first torpedo hit the Lusitania forward, 
the crew were busy getting to the sta- 
tions and the passengers who escaped in 
getting to the boats and providing them- 
selves with life belts. -In shipping eir- 
cles and among many survivors the {m- 
pression prevails that more than one 
German submarine attacked the Lust- 
tania and that two or more torpedoes 
found their mark. 
" This view is held by the Cunard offi- 
cers at Liverpool, but the officers of 
the ship will make no statement until 
the inquest or an admiralty. inquiry 
brings out their evidence 

Scenes at Queenstown,.where the sur- 
vivors were landed and where there are 
many bodies of vietims were heartrend- 
ing. Many women separated from their 
husbands have been searching the ho- 
tels, hoping to find them alive, or, fail- 
ing in that, lave been looking for them 
i morgues. Others went on to Cork, 
while still others left yesterday after- 
noon for London. 

At the London and Liverpool offices 
of the Cunard company, large crowds 
again assembled yesterday, — hoping 
against hope that those whom they had 
expected to meet Saturday at the latest, 

might still appear, but there was little 
consolation for those who had not al- 
ready heard from their expected friends 
or relatives. } 

Nothing that the Germans have done 
since the outbreak of the war has 
aroused the anger and determination of 
the British people as the sinking of the 
Lusitania. 

‘This anger is shared by the Americans 
in London who had relatives or friends 
aboard. 

Members of the stock exchange insist- 
ed upon the withdrawal of all members 
of German birth, although nationalized. 
At many places throughout the country, 
these nationalized British subjects were 
made to suffer for Germany's action. In 
one large shipbuilding plant at Walls- 
end the workmen threatened to strike 
unless those employes with German 
names were discharged, and the com- 
pany, although badly in heed of work- 
men, was compelled to grant the de- 
mands. German barbers and other Ger- 
mans, whose presence in (he country 
has been tolerate@ since the war began, 
also found themselves boycotted. But 
there have been no disorders of any 
kind,

Rose as Ship's Passengers 

Strained Eyes for Periscopes

LONDON, April 20.— Everybody 

watched the sailors. They are getting 
every life boat out of its bed and swing- 
ing it outboard all ready to launch, 
This looks like business! 

Ordinarily the life boats rest on their 
beds from port to port’and year to 
year. 

Next the stewards tack black paper 
over the stateroom ports, screw down 
the dead eyes, blanket the sides in can- 
Vas and put out all the deck lights. 

That 1s the most shivery of all; you 
put your head out of the cabin door 
and seem to be stepping into a bale of 
black wool. 

And through it the steamer is ripping 
without showing a ray of light. 

At this terrifying news the careful 
male passenger takes down the life pre- 
server from the top shelf of the closet 
and drills himself and his womenkind, 
if such there be, in its use. 

Also he advises them, if they go to 
bed that night, to have the life. pre- 
server and warm clothing handy. Open 
boats at night are colder than Green- 
land's icy. 

Some of us improve on this sound 
advice by puting on the warm cloth- 
ing and the life preserver over that 
and sitting up all night. I may observe 
here that at this stage of the voyage 
nobody talks about submarines, battle- 
ships nor sunken vessels. 

By some secret psychology the whole 
subject is dropped. Also we bear our- 
selves with an ‘elaborate unconcern. But 

one thing betrays us. At dinner there 
is a sudden crash of machinery some- 
where below and half of the company 
jump up breathless. Tension—we all 
feel it. 
When we are shot fairly into the 

danger zone $00 pairs of eyes sweep in- 
cessantly that stretch of dull gray water. 
No periscope the size of a man’s hand 
could escape that scrutiny of the volun- 
teer guard. The loom of a_ peaceful 

wler in the mist brings out every 
yalr of glasses in the two cabins! 
OH, WHERE, ARE THE CONVOYS? 
And now, where are those convoys? 

We are right in the midst of the danger 
field. On this spot the Punxatawney was 
sunk last week with all hands: over 
there the city of Shoreditch was struck 
down. Where are the convoys? 

Ask the winds far away that disperse 
the streams of hot air, One loyal Eng- 
lishman hopefully suggests they may be 
so far ahead of us we can't see them, 
and he ts right, inasmuch as they are 
at lenst 500 miles ahead and some- 
where in the North sea The afternoon 
grinds away in this feverish fashion, 
the foggy evening descends. We are 

not stopped, nor interfered with, nor 
observed, and so far as we can detect, 

if we were a German pirate we could 
sail right up the nearly and shell Liver- 

self. 
poet bed with the lamps of the city 
ahead, the stewards turn on the deck 
lights and the boats are swung in again, 
you can tell what weight has been on 
the passengers’ minds by the cheer they 
raise—a cheer and more than one huge 
sigh of. relief.

pens to be found American citizens is 
by, no means to be compared with the 
act of hunting out, robbing, ravishing 
and murdering American citizens ina 
neighboring country. 

“We have lost more citizens in Mex- 
ico than we will lose on the Lusitania, 
and as our policy with reference to 
Mexico seems to be well settled and ac- 
cepted, there is no possible reason why 
we should apply a different policy to- 
ward Germany, I don’t anticiate any 
change of policy because of this unfor- 
tunate affair. 
“Iam expressing my view as to what 

our policy will likely be rather than 
what it should be. I don't hesitate to 
say that I do not agree with the ‘peace 

at any price’ policy.

For Andrew Furuseth, 50 years old, 
stands today the emancipator of the 
men before the mast. After 21 years 
of relentless fighting to drive barbarism | 
from the seas, this tall, lean, weather- 
beaten Viking of the twentieth century 
has given sailors their “Charter of 
Freedom. : 

He has done more. He has enormous- 
ly increased the safety of marine travel.

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BISHOP TURNER DIES 
NT WINDSOR, CANADA 

Body of Widely Known Negro 
Will Be Brought to 

Atlanta. 

Bishop H. M. Turner, colored, of the 
African Methodist Episcopal church, 
died at noon yesterday at Windsor, Can- 
ada, where he had gone to preside over 
the conference of the Michigan Diocese, 

Although he was 83 years of age his 
death was unexpected. Advices to 

; members of his family here simply state 
that he collapsed suddenly, and that his 
body is now lying in state in a Detroit 
church, The body will be brought to 

| Atlanta, reaching -here probably on 

| Tuesday, and the funeral will be con- 
ducted from the Big Bethel church. 

H. M. Turner was one of the best 
known negroes in the United States. He 
was born during the days of slavery in 

South Carolina, and before the war was 

brought to Georgia by his master, who 

moved here. While still a slave he be- 

came a preacher, After the outbreak 

of the civil war he went north and was 
appointed a chaplain in the federal 
army by President Abraham Lincoln, 
and as a chaplain he returned to the 
South. s 

After the war and during the recon- 
|Struction period he was elected to the 
Georgia legislature and served several 
terms as a member of both the house 
and the senate. At one time he was ap- 
pointed postmaster of Macon, Ga, and 
he held that position for four years. 

He was elected bishop of the A. M. E. 
church about forty years ago, and since 
that time he has made his residence in 
Atlanta. Bishop Turner retired from 
active work because of his advanced age 
a few years ago and was succeeded by | 
Joseph S. Flipper. A few months ago 
Bishop Cartrell of the Michigan Diocese, 
which embraces séveral states on the 
Canadian border and part of Canada, 
died and Bishop Turner was asked to 
fill his position until the conference. 
when a new bishop could be elected. 

Besides his church work Bishop 
Turner founded the Morris Brown col- 
lege, which is one of the few institutions 
for negroes which is supported princi- 
pally by them. He served as dean of 
the institution until a few years before 
his death. 

He leaves a wife, Laura Turner, two 
sons, several daughters, one of whom is 
the wife of Cornelius King, steward of 
the University club, and numerous grand 
children and great-grandchildren.

TERRITORIALS PRAISED 
BY olf JOWN FRENCH 

British Militia System Not Af- 
fected by Politics, as in 

America 

LONDON, April 27.—(Correspondence 
of the Associated Press.)—The more he 

has seen of thé territorials, says Sir 
John French in his Neuve Chapelle dis- 
patch, the more he has been impressed 

with their value. Sir John's words, 

“they acquitted themselves with the ut- 

most credit,” have taken all of the wind 
out of the campaign to fix conscription 
on Great Britain. 

‘The British territorial system is prac- 
tically the same as the national guard 
of the United States, without the poli- 

tical weaknesses of the American. So 
far as organization, service and equip- 
ment go, the systems of the two coun- 
tries are identical. The men enlist- for 
the same period and in peace times 
drill for about the same number of 
hours weekly and spend the same 
length of time in annual manoeuvers. 
They wear almost the same uniform. 
But instead of suffering from state poli- 
tics, as in America, the British ser- 
vice is directly under the war depart- 
ment, which appoints the colonel in 
command. The colonel, in turn, passes 

on the qualifications of the officers, who 
receive commissions from the war of- 
fice. This method of officering the ter- 
ritorials is much more effective both 
as to discipline and efficiency than the 
American method of letting the men 
elect their own officers on the basis of 
Personal popularity instead of profes- 
sional fitness. 

Territorials in time of peace enlist for 
home service only. But by the simple 
process of volunteering for foreign ser~ 
vice, they become volunteers without 
the elaborate process of transferring ac- 
counts from state to federal government 
as in vogue in the United States, which

‘DUTGH TROOPS READY 
TO PROTECT COUNTRY 
FROM ANY INVASION 

Foreign Soldiers of Either Side 

Will Not Be Allowed to Gross 
Border Without Desperate 

Fight 

RERGEN-OP-Z0OOM, Netherlands, 
April 27.—(Correspondence of The Asso- 
cfated Press.)—Dutch soldiers under 
arms stand at intervals along the 
Dutch-Belgian frontier near here, keen 
observers of the movements of the Ger- 
mans in devastated Belgium, for Hol 
land is determined she will not permit 
without fighting the entry of foreign 
troops from whatever side they may come, 

‘The Dutchmen, themselves not at war, 
live through at least some of the ex- 
citement of actual fighting, for in the 
stillness reigning over the peaceful agri- 
cultural districts about here they. can 
hear from time to time the roar of can- 
non from the direction of Zeebrugge. 
Also they are often witnesses of the 
chase by German troops of young Bel- 
glans making a dash for the frontier 
in an effort to get to Holland | and 
thence across the channel to England 
to join ‘the Belgian army in Flanders. 

The German sentries just over 
‘iver separating the two countries never 
cease their vigilant lookout for 
young fellows and the precautions the 
have taken to prevent them crossing tne 
line are very stern, Bushes have been 
cut down and obstacles in the way of 
a clear view of the landscape have 
been removed. On the bare ground 
barbed wire entanglements have been 
erected to a depth of many yaras. 

Yet the young Belgians dare every- 
thing. They crawl beneath the wire in 
the night and with luck manage in many 
cases to get through at the expense of 
torn clothing and flesh. Then, however, 
there is the open space before the 

| frontier to negotiate. This is closely 

guarded by German landsturm troops, 
but the Belgians often t ¥ to cover it in 
@ desperate dash under the fire of the 

sentries. Numbers of them succeed, for 
the Germans take good care not to fire 
in the direction of the frontier, an they 
would thus run the risk of shooting the 
Dutch sentinels on the other side of the 
line and in this way committing a 
breach of neutrality. 

Once within Dutch territory the Bel- 
sian youths are free. As they are not 
yet soldiers, they cannot be interned 
and most of them make their way to a 
part. for shipment across, the channel. 

The Dutch troops on other portions of 
the frontier have also to keep a sharp 
lookout. for smugglers of contraband 
from their own territory into Germany. 
These smugglers, owing to the’ rich 
profits in case of success, are very dar- 
ing and tricky, and they do not hesi- 
tate to use violence against their own 
countrymen, 

Gasoline and horses are the most 
profitable to the smugglers. The former 
brings at least treble its price in times 
of peace. 

Sound horses of any age fetch extra- 
ordinary high prices from the Germans, 
anything up to $500 being paid for draft 
horse: 

All roads leading to the frontiers are 
closed to traffic. Directly on the border 
line at wide intervals stand single sen- 
tries with their loaded rifles resting be- 
neath their.arms.

ALASKA'S QUAINTEST SPOT

by United States

NOME, Alaska, May 8.—The quaint- 

est spot in Alaska ia Kodiak—a Rus- 

sian town that is owned by the United 
States, 

It is situated on Kodiak Island, an 

jislané in the Gulf of Alaska approxi- 
mately in the latitude of Scotland and 
the longitude of Honolulu. 

The town of Kodiak is the oldest 
| Russian settlement in the new world, 
and few spots under our flag can com-

| habits, mixed with American ones. 
As the little steamer that makes in- 

frequent trips to Kodiak from Sewara 
is carefully piloted through the rocks 
into St. Paul’s harbor the little village 

jclustered about the green roof of the 
round dome@ Greek church and the old 
Alaska Commercial company's trading 

ittle store comes into view it is 
changed in appearance or spirit from 

the time when the company’s house 
on the hill was a Russian barracks. 

And the population of Kodiak is as 
cosmopolitan as one could wish. Rus- 
Sian and Aleutian were the original 
stocks. In the present day a strain 
from almost every race can be detected 
in the few huhdred inhabitants. Japan- 
ese, Malays, Mexicans, Portuguese and 
what not formed the crews of the 
whalers and seal shunting ships that 
visited the little port 

Conversation {s carried on in Russian 
| mixed with Aleut or vice versa, but as 
a rule they are a silent people and con- 
versation is discouraged. 

There is one thing, however, that the 
town does enthuse over—and that is 

jdancing. The one institution the town 
| boasts of is tts dance hall. Strangers 
are received according to their ability 

|to dance. 
| The dance hall's hardwood floor, im- 
ported from the states, is the first 

thing that the visitor is shown. Every 
night there is a dance, and all Kodiak, 
even the younger preist, gather for the 
affair. 

All colors and conditions are there 
| Rusdian blood from an early governor 
of the colony mingles with pure Aleu- 

tian. On one side the women and girls 
sit alone facing the men and boys 
There is no conversation between the 
sexes. 

The musicians sudenly begin playing 
at a furious rate and 2 youth crosses 

|the floor, inclines his head slightly be- 
fore the partner of his choice, all follow 
suit and the dance is on. 

Although some of the Russian fam- 
| lies are fairly well off and live in com- 
|fortable homes the conditions mang the 
half-breeds and natives is deplorable. 

Because of their lack of knowledge 

}eoncerning personal hygiene and sani- 
| tation the poor of the colony are de 

teriorating rapidly. Tuberculosis finds 
them easy victims, for during the cold 
weather they live indoors as much as 
Possible in hot, crowded, ill-ventilated 
houses. 

| They live on seal oll, cod fish and 
Sweet. So. fond are the Kodiakers o:! 

'sweet things that 400 tons of sugar is 
imported annually for use in Kodiak and 
the other Bmail settlements on the is- 
land and about seven tong of cheap 
candy. 

The church dominates the little colony 
and the venerable priest is the leader 

|of the people. Every year the natives 
}look forward to Holy Week—the 
“Bright Week” in the Russian calendar 
and at its approach all work stops. Na- 
tives trapping in remote parts of the 
island hasten back to be present at the 
celebration for at Easter all must be 
confessed. Enemies exchange the k’ 
jo of peace in public and old scores are 
forgotten. 

There are a few outsiders living in 
the little town and each one is almost 
as queer as his setting. There is Uncle 
| Harry Cope, an Englishman, who ts 
[happily married to a native woman and 
has served as postmaster since Amert- 
can occupancy. He is the younger son 
of an old English family and a few 
years ago was in line for the title but 
wisely dgclined 

There is a New England sailorman. 
old Capt. Finney, who now has no de- 
sire to return to his native place. He 
has made and lost and again made 
money in the fur business and alto- 
gether he still retains his Yankee speech 
he has adépted the manners and cus- 
toms of the people he has so long lived 

}amtd and with whom he will die 
Dr. Silverman is one of the most 

important men in the town. He formeriy 
was United States commissioner but 
now he is doctor, practicing lawyer. 
photographer, teacher, engineer and as- 
sistant to the postmaster. 

About once a month a little steamer 
braves the rough seas of the gulf to

NEW YORK, May 8, 1915. 
NE of the most visible effects of the European war has been the 
financing of Canadian projects by American capital. Despite the 

fact that in 1913 and 1914 efforts were made to transfer a num- 
ber of Canadian security issues to 
the investment markets of the 
United States, London has always 
held its position as Canada's pre- 

mie. banker, and by far the 
great majority of her loans have 
been negotiated in the mother 
country. Since the outbreak of 
the European war, however, and 
the consequent restriction of the 
British loan market, Canada has 
been seeking new fields for her 
necessary borrowing, and quite 
naturally has turned to her im- 
mediate and rich neighbor. The 
United States has been very wil- 
ling to assume the role as Can- 
ada’s new banker; and, from cur- 
rent comment across the border, 
it is evident phat the Canadians 
are quite pleased with the new 
arrangement. 

The beginning of last December really saw the commencement in 
this new trend of the Canadian bond market; and the Monetary Times, 
of Toronto, a thoroughly rellable authority, offers a tabulation in which 
it shows that from December 1, 1914, to May 1, 1915, the sales of high- 

ade Canadian bond issues in the United States have aggregated $73,- 
79,974. Of this amount $26,590,000 represents the year-end financing

Also establishment c? evening 
social and recreation centers for negroes 
in the Younge etreet and Pittsburg ne- 
gro schools, with supervisors for all 
playgreunds and social centers to be 
paid by the city. 

Mrs. W. B, Price-Smith, chairman of 
scholarships, reports twelve scholar- 
ships for the federation, all filled by 
active, energetic students. Through the 
efforts of the federation, Arbor day was 
observed by many colleges, schools, 
clubs and individuals, the Borroughs’ 
club doing much towards inspiring love 
and interest In nature and = growtl 
things. Clean-up week and day was very 
thoroughly observed all over the city. 
The chamber of commerce, at the re- 
quest of the federation, gave $80 as 
prize money to the schools securing 
the greatest number of clean-up pledges. 

The Junior Civic leagues were most 
active in making Atlanta “The City 
Beautiful.”

NEW YORK, May 8.—Manager Mc-

league pennant. But McGraw would no 
doubt: like very much to have some of 
the ball players he has turned loose 
within the last three seasons. There is 
no question about McGraw's ability as a 
manager, and yet he has permitted more 
star players to get away from him than 
any other major league leader. 

Several reasons may be advanred for 
this apparent lack of ability to size up 
a ball player, but McGraw’s probable 
explanation would be that he is a great 
believer in combinations. He has al- 
ways contended, and reiterated his 
statement just two days ago, that all the 
star players in the country are of no 
use to a club unless they fit into a cer- 
tain style of play and are willing to 
hustle. 

A man may be a star of the great- 
est magnitude and yet be of no use toa 
man whose system works like that of 
the Giants. His championship teams 
have had men in the line up who did 
not compare, in the eyes of the critics 
and fans, with another player that Mc- 
Graw has released, but they fit in right 
with his style of play, and while not as 
brilliant as their predecessor in in- 
dividual ability, they are of far greater 
value to McGraw.

Pitching as {s throwing the ball. sane 3 There are two things'a manager strives to impress upon young pitchers: First, watch the bases; second, “have 
a look around.” 

The pitcher who is a Success studies 
first his catcher's signs, glances around 
to see that all players are in position 
and know what is coming and then pitches. With men on bases he must 
do both these things, and always keep 
his eye on the rumer. If the Tiger 
Pitchers were as skilled in this respect 
as they are in zipping the ball past the 
batter, they would form a remarkable 
staff. , 

A pitcher who cannot hold runners 
close, to the bases is a failure no mat- 
ter how well he can pitch. To do this 
ee use trickery, 

he balk rule, governing pitching, 
was designed to assist base as # 
the theory that the fans want to see 
action and ‘like to see atempts to steal 
bases. Permit a pitcher to use false 
motions ‘toward the plate and he could 
eatch four out of every five runners off 
first base, or else force them to stick 
80 close to the base as to make steai- 
ing impossible.

To Europe the sinking of the Lusitania is merely 

another incident of the war.

The Sinking of the Lusitania. 

Nothing in ancient or modern warfare has 60 

profoundly shocked the civilized world as the de- 

struction of the Lusitania. The fact that her de- 

struction was deliberately and carefully planned 

with knowledge that she carried more than two 

thousand people, non-combatants, and innocent of 

giving aid or comfort in any way to Germany's ene- 

mies, aggravates the crime and adds horror to the 

tragedy. Even though the. Lusitania was a British 

ship, she was entitled to the treatment accorded 

enemy ships under the rules of civilized and inter- 

national warfare. Her passengers assumed the risk 

of the ship being captured, but nobody supposed even 

though Germany had given warning, that the lives 

of innocent people in no way responsible for the war, 

composed in large part of citizens of neutral and 

friendly countries, would be ruthlessly sacrificed 

without warning and without opportunity to escape 

instant and horrible death. 

Never before have noncombatant passenger vessels 

been placed upon the same footing as hostile war- 

ships and sunk with all on board without a moment's 

notice. The merchantmen of warring nations have 

always been considered legitimate prizes for capture, 

but it has remained for Germany to slaughter non- 

combatants and neutrals intentionally and ruthless- 

ly. Under no flag heretofore have such things been 

done other than under the black flag of the skull 

and crossed bones. 

Even though the tragedy happened in a war zone 

prescribed by Germany and even though the passen- 

gers had warning not to embark, Germany can se- 

cure no justification from this. Warning that a 

crime is to be committed cannot make it any less a 

crime. And even though there were British re- 

servists on board as claimed, going home to join 

the colors, and even though the vessel carried war 

materials, these were subject to capture under the 

war rules heretofore prevailing, but can under no 

sane consideration be made the occasion for the sac- 

rifice of the lives of neutrals, noncombatants, women 

and children. 

The loss of American life with the Lusitania 

comes as a climax to a series of happenings for 

which Germany must account to this government. 

First was the death of Leon C. Thrasher, an Amer- 

ican citizen who perished when the British ship 

Falaba was sunk, next was the wreck of the American 

grain ship Frye with it, cargo, then the dropping of 

bombs on the American steamer Cushing and the 

recent sinking of the American vessel Gulflight with 

the loss of three American lives. 

It is too early to forecast the sober ultimate con- 

clusion of the people of the United States or this 

government. The horror of the tragedy is too fresh 

and we cannot at this hour think soberly and wisely 

on the right and duty of the United States. Suf- 

fice it to say that the situation is graver than at any 

time since the war began. What will be the outcome 

nobody can foretell. But whatever else may happen, 

the good name, honor and dignity of the United 

States will be protected. We have abiding faith in 

the wisdom of the president. We believe that he 

and his cabinet, will meet the difficulties that now 

confront us with wisdom, justice and moderation. 

The fact cahnot be blinked that the series of in- 

cidents ending with the slaughter of American cit- 

izens on the Lusitania have brought the honor and 

dignity of this nation into a grave situation. A 

halt must be called to this mad German disregard 

of our rights upon the seas. 

Whatever else this war may develop, two things 

seem to stand out conspicuously at this moment. 

One is that the Germans have for the time being 

abandoned ai] rules of civilized warfare, at least so 

far as noncombatants are concerned. Another is that 

the methods of sea-fighting will in the future be 

largely if not completely revolutionized.

The Tremendous Stakes. 
Shakespeare wrote of the war of Henry the Fifth 

as having “a kingdom for a stage, princes to act 

and monarchs to behold the swelling scene.” The 

war that now grips the Powers of Europe has 

the world for a stage, races and empires to act, and 

the very life of nations hangs upon its consequence. 

It is doubtful, indeed, that in all modern history, 

with the possible exception of the Napoleonic wars, 

there was ever a struggle of such vast import and 

certainly there has been none, either in modern or 

ancient times, so gigantic in its reach or so terrible 

in its course. Each of the nations involved is fight- 

ing for existence. To each of them, defeat would 

mean not merely the loss of treasure or land but 

the death of national hopes and aspirations. 

At the center of the stage stands Germany, strug- 

gling to maintain the ambitious plans which her 

statesmen have been weaving since the days of the 

Iron Chancellor. Her fortunes as a worlds Power 

are in the balance. If she loses, her colonial inter- 

ests are doomed, her long-purposed “March to the 

Bast” must be abandoned, her dream of supremacy 

on the sea will be shattered, and she will be bound 

more tightly than ever within her crowded Huro- 

pean confines. 

“Expansion” has been the watchword of German 

diplomacy and arms ever since the empire was 

molded. That was the aim of Bismarck’s “blood 

and iron.” That was the motive behind the war 

against Denmark in 1863 and behind the war against 

France in 1870, Denmark paying with the provinces 

of Schleswig and Holstein, and France with Alsace 

and Lorraine. That, too, was a determining factor 

in Germany's entry into the present war. She 

espoused Austria’s cause for the reason, partly at 

least, that her own and Austria’s interests in the 

Balkans were closely identified. “The Kaiser’s gov- 

ernment,” says @ contemporary and impartial his- 

torian, “believes in the Pan-Germanism that means 

German influence extending through the Balkans to 

the Aegean Sea, and Germany in control of Dutch and 

Belgian harbors.” With a clear path from North Sea 

ports to the Aegean, and thence into Asia Minor, 

Germany would possess incomparable power both in 

the politics and commerce of the world; indeed, she 

would be well on the way toward becoming a world 

colossus. 

The very vastness of her design, however, would 

make Germany's defeat the more disastrous to her, 

Her conquerors would see to it that the whole fabric 

of her ambition was crushed. Regardless of what 

she might lose or keep in colonial possessions, her 

great military machine would be destroyed, her navy 

would be reduced, the entire system into which for 

years she has poured her ambition would be blotted 

out. The Germany thus left would be an utterly 

different Germany from the one that entered the 
war. 

Austria-Hungary has long been considered on the 

verge of collapse as a dual monarchy. Its internal | 

affairs are disordered and threatening. In parts of 

the Empire a'spirit of revolution is astir, checked for 

the moment by the war, but nevertheless deep-seated 

and alert. It is expected, therefore, that if the war 

goes against Austria and Germany,: the present 

monarchy will be overthrown. 

Great Britain also is fighting for national exist- 

ence in the broader sense of the term. She realizes 

keenly enough that the defeat of the Allies would 

place Germany inepossession of Belgium ports 

(which Napoleon described as “a pistol aimed at 

the heart of England”) and, perhaps, in possession of 

Dutch ports as well. She knows that defeat in this

Belgium 

has paid tragically enough already for her stead- 

fastness to honor; but if the Allies are defeated she 

will pay the last vestige of her life as a nation, she 

will become a vassal province to the German Empire. 

So, too, with Serbia. For, years past, Austria has 

been encroaching upon the rights and territory of 

the little Balkan States. It is commonly sbelleved, 

outside the Teutonic empires, that Austria’s real pur- 

pose in precipitating the war was to gain new power 

and land, rather than to avenge the death of her 

crown prince. The assassination of the Archduke 

Franz Ferdinand was only an occasion or pretext.

spiracy contrived, or at least countenanced, by the 

Serbian authorities. But Serbia offered the humblest 

possible apologies and full requital. All these, 

Austria cast aside and without pausing for negotia- 

tions toward peace began the war. Undoubtedly, 

then, if the Allies lose their fight Serbia will become 

a mere satrapy.

To Turkey, the failure of the German cause would 

mean nothing less‘than obliteration from Europe. In 

former crises, England’s influence has saved Turkey 

from disaster. In 1878 the Russian army marched 

to the gates of Constantinople and doubtless would 

have entered, had not great Britain under Disraeli 

intervened. Also in the late Balkan wars British 

and French influence was exerted to modify the terms 

which the victors over Turkey presented. But today 

Turkey is at war with her old protectors, and unless 

the Teutons are triumphant her extinction as a Euro- 

pean State is predestined. 

Russia’s stake is not so vital as that of the other 

nations, for Russia is marvelously rich in territory 

,and natural resources, but her interest in the out- 

come is none the less important and far-reaching. 

Her commercial fortunes require a southern port as 

an outlet ‘to the world’s trade, and to acquire such a 

port has been her dream for centuries. To that end, 

her shrewdest diplomacy has been directed, and for 

that purpose she has sought and nurtured the friend- 

ship of her Slav neighbors in the Balkans. Without 

access to the Mediterranean, Russia's development 

cannot go duly forward; her ideals as a nation can- 

not be realized. 

Final victory for the Allies will place Russia in 

control, if not in possession of Constantinople and 

thus will bring to pass the hope she has cherished 

so long. Victory for the Teutons, on the contrary, 

will be the death blow of that plan. And, so, the 

destiny of Russia is now in the balance. 

Whatever the outcome of the present war, the 

geography, the politics and the fundamental life of 

Europe will be changed. There will be a death of 

systems and of ideals as well as a death of States. 

And a new era of history will begin. 

Welcome, newcomers. It will be only a question 

of time before you become old-time Atlantians. 

Last Fall and Now. 
The wisdom of the “buy-a-bale” movement has 

been justified by the fact that cotton has approached 

the ten-cent mark. The movement at the start rep- 

resented a fight against big odds and gigantic diffi- 

culties. It had its Gack hours and its Jeremiahs. It 

was denounced as putting the south in the attitude 

of beggar, and representing its conditfoa as poverty 

stricken, all to its great injury. 

The Manufacturers’ Record, which was one of the 

severe critics of the movement and which is still of 

the opinion that “extravagance in the movement 

wrought an injury upon the south” nevertheless says: 

The buy-a-bale movement where {it was prop- 

erly followed did have the effect of bringing 
about a holding of cotton by which thousands 
of growers avoided sacrificing their cotton at 

the prices that prevailed until the first of the 

year f 

No one in other sections of the country who had: 

been doing business here thought that the low price 

at which cotton was selling last fall would entirely 

bankrupt the south, but the business men of other 

sections did know full well that cotton was the 

money crop of the South and that if it should con- 

tinue to sell at half its expected value there would 

be little or no trade for them here. 

The injury of the buy-a-bale movement was sup- 

posed to be in informing other sections just how 

hard we were hit and in their consequent withdrawal 

of business activities here. This information was 

supposed to have leaked out only when the co-opera- 

tion of other sections were asked for the buy-a-bale 

Plan. But as a matter of fact it never leaked out at 

all. Everybody knew it all the time, could tell it 
at a mere glance at the price at which cotton was 
then selling. 

The buy-a-bale movement prevented a complete 
demoralization of the cottor market and later fully 
justified itself in the return of almost normal prices,

NEW FASHIONS IN RURAL VERSE 

T Is natural that of all the forms of American 
I poetry, romanticism should haye clung most closely 

to rural verse. The spirit of Whittier, our greatest 
poet of the fields, has always animated poetic treatment 
of the life of farm and village. Whittier was superior 
to Longfellow or Lowell in his portraiture of the coun- 
try, because his farm training made him intimately 
pathetic, while his temperament was full of a wholesome 
sentiment for nature. Lowell's rural Yankee was inter- 
esting and faithful, but was drawn from above, with 

the critical eye of a man of urban sophistication, Long- 
fellow’s country scenes usually betray somewhere the 

air of the study, the perspective of the scholar. But 
into the very nature of the author of “Snowbound” and 
“The Huskers,” the country was bred, and he remained 

a countryman at heart all his days. The tradition of 
sentimental delight in rural scenes has persisted and 
grown in the writings of Carleton and Riley, of Piatt, 

Cawein, and Cheney. The country of our poetry has 

never been an affair of pastoral classicism, of Dresden- 
china shepherdness; but it has become the country where 

over the hills to the poorhouse was tragedy, and telling 
the bees, pathos, where the reunion of Betsey and the 
husband who was out with her was drama, where to be 
knee-deep in June was pure happiness. 

There are, however, signs that a different view of 

the country is making its poetical way—a view the more 

notable because its stark realism seems to contrast with 

a sudden attempt in the city to perceive beauty beneath 

surface ugliness. It had its beginnings, perhaps, in the 
occasional admission by Hovey and Vachel Lindsay that 
the country 1s ugly enough in many ways. We may take 
two books from different sections—Robert Frost's 
“North of Boston” and Edgar Lee Masters’ “Spoon River 
Anthology,” representing, respectively, New England and 
the middle west—as evidence of what a younger genera- 

tion finds where Whittier and Riley walked. They are 
alike in cutting awfy sentiment, in looking with blunt 
candor at emotions and motives, and in attempting that 
subtle‘irony which consists in showing the unseen links 
between the est contrasts. We get a picture of 
country life almost naturalistic in spots. Mr. Frost’s 
volume is eloquent of the influence of Masefield. “The 
Death of the Hired Man” is the dialogue of a harsh 
farmer with his wife, the one pleading the cause of the 
broken old employe who has come back to die, the other 
bent on driving him from the door; “Home Burial” re- 
counts the grief of'a wife over the interment, without 

ceremony, of her child in a grave dug by its father; 
“A Servant of Servants” presents a vignette of the farm 
house imprisonment of an insane man, chosen in prefer- 
ence to the poor house asylum; “The Self-Seeker” is the 
interview of @ smart shyster with a man maimed in a 
sawmill, ending In. the latter's acceptance of $500 for 
compensation. It is true that a feeling for the pungent 
sturdiness of New England rural character softens this, 
that the background is made attractive by bits of 
description of hayfielé, brook, and thicket. But the 
subjects are of the school of Crabbe, not of Goldsmith's 
“Deserted Village.” 

In Mr. Master's book, each of its two hundred poems 
dealing with the life of a member of a single rural com- 
munity, we come to themes that would have something 

of the mocking but for their earnestness and actuality. 
We say nothing of the poetic merits or demerits of the 

treatment. But in choice of subjects the writer takes 
an Olympian and ironic view of the passions and aspi- 
rations, the sordid and pathetic and splendid scenes, of 
which he treats. On one page is the epitaph of Jonas 

Keene, who wondered why Albert Schirding, blessed 
with wonderful children, committed suicide, while he 

was driven to his grave because his sons were worth-

HE insane asylum at Milledgeille, Ga., is being used as. 
at a frequent means of keeping sane and guilty people 

out of jail. 

This is a statement made last week to a Journal reporter 
M. Jones who, for years, has been superintendent at by Dr. L 
m. 

The trustees, in a report made public last Wednesday, 

say that 78 of the patients received at the asylum last’ year 
were absolutely sane. They call the 

attention of the governor to this fact, 
and urge that a means be‘found to 
prevent the use of the asylum as a 
refuge for people under indictment for 
crime. 

“There's no doubt at all,” said Dr. 

Jones, superintendent, in his talk with 

a Journal reporter, ‘“‘that sane people 

very often are sent here to keep them 
from going to prison. All we can do 

is take them in, put them under ob- 

servation, and, when we become con- 
yinced beyond a doubt that they are 

e, we return them to the county of- 

ficials or set them free, according to 

the way they, were committed. 
‘If a man who pleads crazy is under 

indictment for a serious offense, we are 
directed to return him to the court offi-

It isn't an institution, any- 
way, but on the other hand is simply 
an effort to substitute comforts and 
companionship for loneliness and cheap 
living. 

“When we first began to study the 
problem of the girl working in Atlanta, 
away from home,’ continued Mrs 
Crusoe, “we know that she had many 
privations and that her lot wasn’t the 
happiest. But we didn’t know how 
many lonely women there are here. 
People generally don't realize that 
Atianta’s getting to the size where it 
passes people by, over-looks them, for- 
gets to give them sympathy and a kind 
word. 

You read of the working girl in 
New York Who barely earns enough 
to buy herself food and clothes and 
who eats her heart out with loneliness 
in some cheap boarding house where 

there’s hardly anything that isn’t mean 

and unworthy. But u don’t think 
of such conditions as existing in At- 
lanta. But they do exist here 

“There are hundreds and hundreds 
of girls working here whose home isn’t 
here, who earn very little, barely 
enough for their necessities, who suf- 
fer utter loneliness, and who haven't 
anything bright or happy in their sur- 

roundings. : 
“I am talking now of a type of the 

‘working girl,” and I make a distinc- 
tion between the ‘working girl’ and 
the ‘business woman.’ I know of no 
city that offers better opportunities of 
employment for wonien than Atlanta, 
and I know of no city where these op- 
portunities are taken better advantage 
of. Among the business women here are 
secretarics, sales managers, etc.,. and 
they earn good salaries, some of them 
from $125 to $150 a month. 

“But I think the average salary 
here for women is less then $10 a 
week. Yet that doesn’t mean they are 
unperpaid. It means they are un 
der-trained. Of course, there are some 

women as well as some men who are 
paid less than they earn. But, as a 
rule, the girl getting a very small sal- 
ary is inefficient. | 

“That was not so much a part of our 
consideration, however, when we began 

to study the problem of the ‘homeless 
girl.’ From 70 to 100 young women 
every year ‘pass through’ the Woman’s 
Bible Class of the Central Presbyterian 
church. That is, we see them for a 
little while, then they drop out. 

“From these girls we first got the 
hint of what a lonely place Atlanta is 

for many women, what a homel 
place. Without an endowment, with 
only a few hundred dollars in money 
we set out to establish a ‘club’—I 
mean by that a place to live, which 
would have as much of the goodne: 
of a home as we could secure, and 
would accomodate, at first, about 30 
girls. xi 

“This we did by renting a house at 
148 Capitol avenue and furnishing it 
We wanted to maké the board as small 

as possible, so that we would be taking 
a minimum out of the earnings of the 
girl whose salary is*$5 or $6 a week. 

“After a year’s existence we have 
arranged it so that we can furnish 
Doard and lodging for $3.50 a week 
and yet make expenses, As soon as 

possible we wish to move closer in 
town so that we will be nearer to the 
working places of the girls to whom 
We offer a home, 

“Our club, as you understand, was 
organized by the Woman's Bible Class 
of the Central Presbyterian church, 
a class which has a membership of 
nearly 200. 

“It isn’t in any wise a charity; it is 
a real and a safe home;:it is not a 
place where we do proselyting; we 
don't even force attendance at vesper 
services in the evenin we've made it 
purely undenominational. 

“In fact, we’ve provided a real home, 

for wholesome, sweet girls who are 
working here away from home, and 

otherwise would have to put up with 
the cheapness of a lodging house. 

“At this time we have 28 members 
of our ‘club,’ but we need provision 
for more. Some way there ought to 
be means of offering real homes to al! 
the hundreds and hundreds of lonely 
women working here.” ?

vermin. They said that one chap. went

A letter dated a short while later tells

“T must tell you about ‘Tet,’ a Pari- 
slan Apache, one of my patients who 
had tetanus. Last night I was on the 
ward about 12:30 to see a Very sick pa- 
tient Some one had called for the 
orderly and no orderly came ‘Tet’ 
woke up and immediately took hold of 

the situation—jumped out of bed, look- 
ed around, not finding an orderly he 
charged up the steps, two a_clip, eussin’ 
every step, and you'd better believe 
that orderly came down quick. «It was 
too funny! 

“February 22. This has been some 
day—as regards weather—one that the 
people of Pau will date things by. At 
least four persons (that I didn't know 
at all) stopped me on the street and 
told me they had never seen the like— 
never. It was a regular cyclone; ripped 
off roofs, shingles, signs, uprooted tre: 
rained in torrents. As these peor 
rarely see a wind they*didn’t know how 
to act, and they Were scared, téo. One 
of our wounded was hurt by the storm 
While taking a bath a flying timber 
crashed through the s roof, and he 
was badly cut by the broken-glass. He 
Tore out of the bath room, very scantily 
attired (a necktie and a pair of socks), 
bleeding all over his’ back, arms and 
legs, literally scared green. He didn't 
stop till he got under his bed. Said he'd 
rather take his chances in the trenches 
than in a Paw bath tub! 

“Last night there was-a concert at 
the Municipal theater. The mayor's 
box was given to the doctors of the 
American Red Cross and the Irish Vol- 
unteers. As pubne- entertainments of 
any kind are so rare I availed myself 
of this opportunity to hear some good 
music,

To give you an idea, I worked in the 
operating ‘and dressing rooms till after 
7p. m. on several compound fractures 
of humerus—nasty cases, but opened 
them ‘up thoroughly and hope to save 
them: Another case with a piece of 
shell in his arm, right on humerus; gave 
him a whiff of chloroform and took it 
out, together with a lot of wood, I asked 
him if he was behind a tree when 
wounded; he said no, it was the parapet 

of the trenches. Did skin-graft on a 
sergeant’s arm—had a wound of 8x4 
C. M. on lateral surface. He is an elec- 
trical engineer and quite an intelligent 
fellow—well up on all topics. He was 
asking me about Carrel’s work. He had 
read a lot about it. 

“One poor chap had no luck at all, 

He was wounded in his own trench by 
the accidental discharge of a comrade’s 
gun, What that bullet did for his thigh 
at close range was pitiful. After frac- 
turing his thigh, ,the ball ricochetted 

and tore up another man’s hand, 

“March 1. One very intelligent man 
with badly fractured femur tells how he 
woke up on the battlefield lying across 
the bodies of two dead Germans, and he 
lay there thirty-six hours before he 
was rescued, and it»was raining all the 
time. 

“We are very busy these days in the 
operating room—not amputating, but 
trying to save; quite a bit of bone plant- 
ing and, skin-grafting. 

“Yesterday, in addition to the stir. of 
new arrivals, we were in the operating 
room plating a femur in a badly in- 
fected fracture. The patient nearly 
died on the table, but after much hard 
work we managed to bring him around 
For twelve hours it looked as though 
he would peg out. Last night a priest 
appeared, but it happened that a very 
sensible Catholic nurse was in charge. 
She said she didn't want to get her pa- 

tient excited, so she sent for me to 
handle the prie I'm glad for these 
poor chaps to have all the comfort they 
ean get from their religion, but when 
there is a battle for life, why it’s the 
doctor's time to hold the fort. This pa- 
tient is much better now, and I surely 
am glad, for several French doctors 
witnessed the operation 

“Took a great big piece of shell out 
of the floor of the mouth at base of the 
tongue; the patient was wonderful, and 
the proudest thing you ever saw. The 
piece was all tied up in nerves and 
blood vessels 

“In yesterday's buncly one poor fellow 
had scarlet fever following typhoid, I 
hustled him out to the hospital for in- 
fectious diseases at once. 

“Some of these patients were badly 
torn up. They were all wounded in the 
trenches about Rheims, mostly by shrap- 
nel 

“A num¥er of builet wounds in the 
upper thigh have yielded some interest 
ing observations. In all, the sciatic 
nerve was touched In one there was 
complete paralysis of the foot, below the 
ankle, with loss of sensation, but could 
move the knee and hip perfectly In 

another the thigh alone was affected, 
moving the knee and foot perfectly well. 

Another had the knee alone affected; 
another had) contro! of all muscles ex- 
cept extensors of foot, but an intense 
neuritis along the anterior tibia. 

“Recently there arrived at Pau 100 
wounded for one hospital which had just 
been emptied of wounded Germans. 
Ninety-nine of the number had reeeived 
anti-tetanus serum—the one hundredth 
man flatly refused to have it. In thir- 
ty-six.hours after arriving he died of 
tetanus All our patients receive from 
one to three doses when they get here;

He Operates in the Daytime When the Housewife 

Doors and Windows Are 

Alike Easy to Him. Police Records Show _ 
Less Burgiary Now Than Last Year.

long, flattened at one end to the 
thinness of a blade—concealed in 

the pocket as easily”as a fountain pen! 
That's the key which has opened ‘many 

Atlanta homes in the past few months. 
Burglars and policemen call it a “jimmy.” 

It is 10 o'clock in the morning, per- 
haps, when a decently dressed stranger 
rings the doorbell on the front veranda 
or presses the button in the corridor of 
‘the apartment house. If the bell is an- 
swered, it is a “mistake in the number,” 
or an offer to sell some household 
novelty. yeite 

if the bell is ngt answered the jimmy 
comes into play. Inserted between the 
door and the jamb, it takes but a little 
pressure to force the ordinary lock 
through the flimsy socket which holds 
it, or to press back the door so the bolt 
may be shot back. The thief enters and 
closes the door behind him. 

A neighbor, watching idly from next 
door, could not have told whether the door 
had been opened to a caller, There has 
been no violence; no noise. 

In’a few moments the thief. emerges 
as he entered, but with pockets far 
heavier. He has gathered up bits of 

jewelry, silverware, perhaps stray bits of 

coin. hidden in dresser drawers. The 
“jimmy” thief. knows just where women 
love best to hide their valuables, and 
goes straight to the spot. 

An hour later the woman of the house 
returns from a shopping expedition and 

discovers her loss. She calls the police. 

A BIT of steel or iron, eight inches 

When the housewife goes 
shopping the “Jimmy” thief 
takes his chance to steal. 

They comme and look over the ground. 
But there's absolutely no clew worth 
while. It’s only in detective stories that 
thumb prints and visiting cards are left 
behind by thieves. 

“Three-fourths of the burglary reports 
are received in the mornings. Most resi- 
dence and apartment burglaries occur be- 
tween 9 and 10 o'clock in the forenoon, 
when everybody is away,” says Newport 
Lanford, chief of the Atlanta detective 
force. 

“The jimmy thief hangs about until 
he sees thé woman of the house leave 
for the shopping district. Then he rings 

the bell and waits to see if a maid or 
cook is on guard. If there isn't, his work 
is easy.” 

There appear to have beeman unusual 
number of burglaries in the past few 
months, but the records ofthe depart- 
ment show this isn’t true. Fifty fewer 
cases were reported to the police in the 

first three months this year than for the 
same period in 1914. The records show 
fifty-seven burglars bound over, with 
ninety-seven cases charged against them. 
Fifteen of them were white boys between 

sixteen and twenty years old, They had 
thirty-five different cases registered 
against them. 

Apartment houses have been visited 
more frequently by “jimmy thieves” than 
residences. Perhaps it’s because so many 
persons are moving about apartment cor- 
riders that a stranger is less likely to be 
noticed; or because flat-dwellers are less 
likely to keep a servant, having less 
housework to be done. 

“The apartment house thief is usually 
a dope-fiend,” says Chief Lanford. But 
he didn’t explain why. 

: “Some thieves will take only money— 
which isn’t easily identified,” he contin- 
ued. “They will leave jewelry and sil- 
verware absolutely alone. That's why 
Many persons’ descovér signs of. a 
thief’s visit, but nothing missing.” 

What's a detective to do when he finds 
valuables gone, burglar gone, no clew? 

Sherlock Holmes would have wat down, 
smoked a pound of tobacco, put a bit of 
dust under a microscope, and said: 

“Lestrade, take two men and be at the 
third pillar on the Washington street 
viaduct at 11:29 tonight. A man will 
approach. He wears a brown hat, a 
cast in the left eye, a bruised knuckle 
on the fourth finger of the other hand, 
and he cannot pronounce the word ‘bis- 
cults.’ He is the thief.” 

And it would have worked out perfect- 
ly, for a detective can make facts fit 
clews—in a book. 

But a real detective! What can he 
do? 

Well, what would you do? He has no 
more superhuman powers than you. 
Merely a little more training and ex- 
perience. 

Not having second sight, he goes 
through the pawnshops and makes the 
proprietors show him all the jewelry 
“hocked” since the robbery. Perhaps he 
finds some of the stolen articles—per- 
haps the fruits of several such robberies. 
These go back to their owners. The 
pawnbroker is seldom able to remember 
the appearance of the man who pawned 
them. 

That doesn't catch the thief. 
stoolpigeon is called in. 

Tne “stoolpigeon” is the police spy, a 

poor devil of a negro—infrequently a 
white ~man—who “turns up” criminals 
among his acquaintances. Why? Be- 
cause he is afraid. The detectives “have 
something on him.” They have caught 
him in some crime for which they could 
send him to the chaingang, but have pre- 

ferred to put him to better use. He 
hates them, they hold him in. contempt. 
But he serves his purpose. The negro 
whose mouth is closed in a white man’s 
presence will talk freely among his own 
kind. The negro with money delights to 

exhibit it.. With a drink or two, ora bit 
of cocaine, he will boast of his burglaries. 
The stoolpigéon, drawing from him the 
story, hastens furtively to his protector 
on the force. The arrest follows. 

There have been comparatively few 
night burglaries recently. They are dan- 
gerous, and difficult. It means twenty 
years to be caught in an occupied home 
at night. It may mean death if the 
householder happens to awake. And At- 
lanta folk are locking up their homes 
more securely since the “burglar scare.” 
“The worst time is just before daylight,” 

said a policeman on a suburban beat. 
“Ill tell you why. If we see a strange 
man prowling about after midnight and 
before dawn -we naturally want an ex- 
planation, and he’d better /have a good 
one. 

“Bust just before daylight there are 
hundreds of servants going to their work. 
They are on an honest mission, and there 
are so many of them that we can’t ques- 
tion them all. So it is easy for them to 
enter a yard, slip around to the back, 
find or pick up what may happen to be 
lying loose in plain sight. Most people 
sleep pretty soundly just before sun-up, 
teo.”

Raiding the houses of suspects is one of the few practicable 

methods of gatching thieves. 
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By Angus Perkerson 
LOTHES this year are ‘paint- 
able.’ A year ago they were 

atrocious—tight, awkward, gaudy, 
every woman so bound-up she stump- 

ed along as though about to fall on 
her nose. 

“I believe the too-gay colors in- 
creased our powdering and painting, 
and that the more modest dress this 
year has left us with ‘natural’ faces 

and not ‘Indian’ visages. 
“At opera I noticed fewer ‘fired-up’ 

features—in every way, we had bet- 
ter dressed, and prettier audiences.” 

N fact, an interview last week with 
I Miss. Virginia Woolley, of 89 East 

Park Lane, on the artist’s view of At- 
lanta styles, was approval—entire, com- 
plete—of this year’s fashions, and a shud- 
der—long drawn out—at last year’s fads. 

Miss Woolley, by paintings of unusual 
technical excellence and sympathy that’ 
gives her work a warm, likeable quality, 
is most prominent among the artists here.

It is because of this’ com- 
fort and this grace that people like the 
styles and not because they repeat the 
fashions of our grandmothers. Any- 

way, that’s my opinion. 
“You hear people say: ‘Why, we're go- 

ing back to’the old fashions, I think 
the truth is we’re going back to grace and 
good sense. 

“T think, too, we're gettting away from 

paint and powder. Last year it seemed 
that women here painted themselves up 
more like Indians than white human 
beings. But I believe this partly was 
due to the fashion of dress. 

“Colors were so harsh, lines were so 
unpleasant, the whole effect was so ‘fast,’ 
that to paint and powder was in keeping 

with the clothes. 
“But now you don’t find it that way. 

Modesty, quietness, good taste are char- 
acteristics of appearance. As I said at 
first, never were styles and the wearers 
more ‘paintable.” 
“Pm delighted with the manner "of 

dress in Atlanta this season, with the 
grace and the comfort of it, and I intend 
this summer to paint costumes—such as 
you see here on the streets. 

“T believe it is true that the harsh col- 
ors last year caused atrocious combina- 

tions of dress and hair. With such vivid- 
ness of coloring, discords were very 
probable unless much care was given to 
harmonize gown, hair and complexion. 

“This season women can dress better 
with less effort because the softer colors 
are less likely to contrast harshly with 
features or coiffure. 
“Anyway, I think colors in the spring 

should be subdued and that red and 
orange should be left for autumn and 
winter. 

“What we need really to understand 
color is an art museum. Atlanta is more 
in need of nothing else. Take my pupils, 
for instance. I can tell them about a pic- 
ture and they can read of it, but they 
don’t really understand what I've said 
or they've read until they see the picture 
or a copy. 

“Savannah has an art museum, and a 
sum is put side there every year, as in 
European cities, for the purchase of new 
pictures. It’s not very much, but every 
year the Savannah art gallery is increas- 
ing. 
“We have a lot, given us at Piedmont 

Park by the city to be used as the site 
for an art gallery. But the gift, as I 
understand, will be withdrawn unless the 
gallery is begun this year. Why can't 
we at least make a beginning, build a 
part of it, get afew pictures, and add to 
the museum as the opportunity offers. 
From here the talk changed to Europe 

and the effects the war there on art. 
“They'll be just as eager for art works 

after the war as they were before,” said 
Miss Woolley, “because they need art. 

You have no notion how eager they are 
in France for the purchase every year of

“While I was in Paris we would take 
week-end trips to the small towns, and 

each one had its art gallery, towns that 
in America would never think of such a 
thing.

“The center of art in America is of 
course New York, though the best ‘founda- 

tion’ schools—schools for the first three 
years’ study—are in Chicago. 

“Here in Atlanta there’s much to paint,

“Among my last patients was a ser- 
geant who has.made the whole campaign 
since August 1, and was wounded at B. 
Said they counted at least 1,000 German 
corpses right in front of their lines. 
‘Now that the hot weather approaches 
it is going to be a tremendous problem 
to care for the dead, because, unless 
methods are changed, epidemics are 
bound to break out and play havoc. 
The flies are already 
noticeably.” 

In letters to his grandmother, Dr. 
Slack writes 

“The mufflers and little socks you 
made for my wounded came yesterday, 
and I am glad they arrived at this par- 
ticular time, for some of my patients 
were just going back to the front and 
I could give them a parting present; 
and so pleased to tell them my grand 
mother made them. And the baby socks 

increasing very 

made the biggest hit of all! Had two 
patients in my ward with youngsters 
recently arrived, and those two men 
were just too pleased for words to have 
something to send home to the kids 
they had not seen. They sent them 
right away to their babies, with the 
message they ‘hoped they would be see- 
ing them soon.’ 

“Today on the ward a nurse showed 
me a picture of a baby, and right 
straight I named his ‘daddy’—for he 
was his ‘spittin’ image’ as Mammy 
Jane used to say. If I can get hold of 
one of those pictures, will send it to 
you. It is a dear little baby. Isn't it 
sad to think that many g one will be 
born without ever having a chance to 
see its father—~in France, England, Rus- 
sia and Germany? 

“Tt is difficult to say how the French 
people observe Lent, for this is not a 
fair year to judge them. -There are so 
many, many homes visited by the angel 
of death, there is, of course, an element 
of sadness in all public gatherings. They 
are very religious now; people who nev- 
er went near a church, I am told, now 
attend mass regularly, and there is a 
general return to religion 

“One afternoon recently, while off 
duty I went out to pay some dinner 
calls. At one place I met Lady N—, just 

returned from England. Among other 
things she was discussing the different 
attitude that prevailed in England, con 
trasting it to the general gloom preval- 

ent in France. I think I have written 
home how this had impressed me, and 
sent some interesting clippings on the 
subject. 

“We sent out a bunch of patients yes- 
terday morning, and we surely did hate 
to see, them go, but not as much as they 
hated to leave. Two poor chaps wept 
freely, One to leave was my favorite 
sergeant, only twenty-two. The poor 
boy feel8 so entirely alone in the world 
—his family in the hands of the Ger- 
mans, and he has not heard a word from 
them since last September. It almost 
broke Sister G's heart to see him leave 
(he was in her ward). He said when we 
stopped hearing from him we would 
know he was dead or captured. 

“It surely is hard to send these boys 
back to that terrible carnage, especially 
when they have been wounded two or 
three times. But we have instructions to 
evacuate as fast as possible, and they 
are sending them in just as fast as we 
get them out. They are trying to have 
the fighting forces replenished as rap- 
idly as possible. 

“I saw about as pathetic a death yes 
terday as one could fmagine. Chap 
badly shot up, developed pneumonia 

He was actin and had two children, 
but none of his family could get here 
He put up one of the bravest, gamest 

fights I have ever seen, but to no avail. 
Gave him oxygen all night About 2 
a. m. he called for his box, took out a 
eard, scribbled a farewell to his wife, 
asked what time it was, and said he 
would be dead at 3 o'clock. But we 
managed to keep him alive until 6:20 
From the time he came to us he was 
very sick, and he realized it fully, but 
he never uttered one word of complaint 

“Was talking to a man today about 
the different points of view that prevail 

in the United States and in Europe. 
Over here a man strives and saves (but 
never in the incessant, feveris Ht manner 
that characterizes our people) until he 
has a certain sum that will yield him 
an income—not always large—then he 
lives. We have many things that we 
can learn from these people, and there 

are other things we can teach them. In 
looking over the death list for Pau each 
week, I have noticed that practically all 
deaths are under fifteen months, or 
over seventy-five or eighty years 

“March 11 There has been consid- 
erable excitement in our unit over pros- 
pects of going to Serbia. They had a 
bad epidemic of typhus fever and small- 
pox—one of our A. R. C. doctors, Don- 
nally, died of typhus—and the condi- 
tions are so terrible Serbia called for 
help from the allies. The French are 
taking steps to send out 100 volunteers 
and the British likewise. Dr. Kirby 
Smith received a cable from Washing- 
ton Red Cross asking if one surgeon and 
three nurses would volunteer for service 
in Serbia—suppose that they selected 

our unit because we are nearer in point 
of time. Of course, everybody wanted 
to go, but Dr. Kirby Smith, our director, 
is going himself and he has picked out 
his nurses. They cabled him to proceed 
at once and take charge of one of the 
posts, so they will get away day after 
tomorrow It is a wonderful opportu- 
nity and I am hoping that I may yet 
have a chance to get into it. 

“In addition to the Serbia excitement 
there have been daily arrivals of wound- 
ed. We have every bed full and the ma- 
jority of cases are bad. All the patients 
we have received lately are from Perthes 
—they are making some progress there, 
but it is costing dear. 

“Many of the last convoy have been 
wounded the second time. They can 
tell some terrible tales. 

April 11. Yesterday we had a visit 
from the mayor and prefect. They came 
at 3 o'clock and stayed until 6 o'clock 
They spoke to every patient in the hos- 
pital, inquired about their wounds, their 
occupations and homes, encouraged 
them in every way possible. They were 

the quintessence of politeness and cour. 
tesy. When the prefect left he assured 
us that his position had called for many 
visits in hospitals all around, but he had 
seen none better than the American Red 
Cross. That the wounded who came 
under our care were indeed fortunate 
and that he was proud to have us at 
Pau. Also said that they had received 
notice from the minister of war to pro- 
vide 500 additional beds at Pau, and 
that they would put in as many as pos- 
sible at the American Red Cross. You 
remember that I wrote you that in Oc- 
tober we put in 300 beds, and if it be- 
came necessary, and we made good in 
our work, we had room to double that 
number. Since the first of March we 
have had the greatest rush, full all the 
time, with orders from headquarters to 
send out convalescents as fast_as posst- 

ble to make room for others, and at pres 
ent there is not a single vacant bed.”

with our ‘a4 HAT'S wrong 
daughters?" mothers have 
been asking for at least two 

generatio: but only a few radical 
daughters have dared to put the coun- 
ter question, “What's wrong with our 
mothers?’ Both are right in asking the 
question, and both are wrong in the an- 
swering. It seems almost like begging 
the question, or reasoning in an absurd 
circle, to state that if our mothers would 
wake up, we daughters would show 
more filial deference, and if we showed 

greater consideration and sympathy at 
home our mothers would realize their 
shortcomings. But the fact remains 
that mothers and daughters are grow- 
ing apart and that only mutual efforta 
will bridge the situation. 

Every generation, your grandmother 
will tell you with a quiet smile, grows 
apart in time; it is only the ‘natural 
sign of progression. But daughters have 
been progressing at such a hair-raising 
clip for the last few years that it is a 
breathless proposition for the most “‘ad- 
vanced’ mothers to keep pace. Pro- 
gression is a fine thing—if it takes tol- 
erance along; and conservative old age 
is beautiful if tolerance is with it at 
the end of the journey.

(Lamar Stanley had been high in the coun- 
cils of the cabinet of President Jefferson 
Davis. In the field his cousin, Arthur 
Stanley, followed the fortunes of the con- 
federate arms as a member of the staff of 
Gen. Lee. 

Then in their youth, as now in their ma- 
turity, these men held a'heritage of family 
hate. Crossing each other in love, cross- 
ing each other in martial, civic, and social 
ambitions, their mutual hatred grew with 
their growing years.

Revolutign” points out in the most 
striking manner that during the rev- 
vutionary period the spread of knowl- 
edge in France was followed by the 
increase of immorality and disorder. 
He Says, “It is knowledge detached 
from religion, that produces this fatal 
repult. * * *. The reason of thig cor- 
rupting tendency in morals is evident, 

vhen knowledge is’ so detached from 
religion it multiplies the desires and 
passions of the heart without an in- 
crease to its regulating principles; it 
augments the attacking forces without 
strengthening the recruiting powers, 
and thence the disorder®and license it 
spreads through society. The invaria- 

ble characteristic of.a declining and 
corrupt state of Society is a progres- 

the force of passion and a pre- 
e decline im the influence of 

The present state of Europe exempli- 
fies and enforces these profound ob- 
servations of the great British histo- 
rian. Europe was never so enlighten- 

ed and never so inflamed with passion. 

Every consideration of right and duty 
is set aside in order to allow political 
aspirations and commercial ambitions 
to assert themselves in the most awful 
war recorded in history. Secularized 
learning has set the world afire. 

The people of our country should 

not fail to learn the lesson which is 
thus written in lines.of blood and 
flame. In our country education was 
never so common and restlessness and 
crime were never so prevalent. Men 
were never so tenacious of their rights 
and so indifferent to their duties; the 
idea of liberty was never so warmly 
and widely asserted, and the idea of 
self-sacrificing love was never so 
tepidly accepted. The cries of ambi- 
tion and the shrieks of discontent are 
heard on every side, while the voices 
of conscience are utterly hushed, or 
else uttered in whispers. If retolution 
is to be averted, we must bring the 
power of religion to bear on the 

country in something like the same 
proportion that the people are being 
educated. We have already enough 
—yea, too much,—anti-Christian and 
unchristian education. We need more 
education of a nobler kind. Nothing 
less than this will suffice to remedy 
the dangerous conditions which now 
disquiet and imperil the social sys- 
tem. 

Even Huxley, with all his sceptical 
views perceived the peril of education 
detached from religion. He said: 
‘There must be a moral saturation 
to a child’s education to make it val- 

uable, and there is no other source 
from which this can be obtained at 
all comparable with the Bible.” And 

yet we have men like the President 
of the University of Utah who would 
not have the word “religion” so much 
as mentioned by teachers in our 
schools and colleges. Such theories 
are charged with the most inflammable 
elements of social disquietude and 
political revolution 

Mpreover, there is an international 
phase of this subject which ought not 
to escape attention. The great Orien- 
tal nations—such as Japan and China 
—are acquiring very rapidly what 
thef call “the Western learning.” 
Which is in the main mere secular 
sclence. Japan is already far ad- 
vanced on this road~of secularized 

ediication, and China is ~ following 
rapidly along the same way, There 
was a time when Christian teachers 
in Christian schools were the only in- 

structors of the Japanese in “Western 
learning;” but the churches did not 
move fast enough in the matter, and 
Japan imported from Wurope and 
America education tainted with mod-

place. Whatever evils are now brew- 
ing in Japan which threaten interna- 
tional conflicts, may be traced to a 
religionless enlightenment which has 
invigorated the moral powers which 
are required to restrain such passion- 
ate aspirations. 

The case of China contains* even 
greater possibflities of peril. The pop- 
ulation of China is about eight times 
as great as that of Japan. Thousands 
of Chinese students are now in the 
Unitéd States for their education, their 
expenses being met by the Chinese 
Government from the money of “the 
Boxer Indemnity” which the United 
States returned China a few years 
ago. Many others are attending at 
their own expense American institu- 
tions of learning because they can- 
not at this time attend German Uni- 
versities. But most of these Chinese 
students in the United States are at- 
tending institutions in which .whole- 
some religious influences operate most 
feebly; they are in the secularized, 
unchristian institutions. This means 
no good for the world. When they 
return to their own lands they will 
propagate a secularized and godless 
type of education. The old faiths of 
China are falling into decay and neg- 
lect. It is important to the Chinese 
and to™the. world that Christianity 
advance in the “Celestial Empire” 

rapidly as the “Western Learning. 
If China is educated before it is evan- 
gelized, the inevitable outcome will 
be disorder there and dangerous dis- 
quietude throughout all the Orient. 

It is of supreme importance that 
more Chinese students be drawn 
speedily into the evangelical institu- 

tions of our own country, but this 
cannot be done unless the colleges 
and universities of the evangelical 
churches of the United States be made 
without delay as strong as the strong- 
est of the secular institutions ofthe 
land. This matter involves the well- 
being of mankind; for as a most 
thoughtful man has recently said; 
“The battleground for Christianity in 
the world during the next fifty years 

is in American colleges and universi- 
ties.” 

It is impossible to have institutions 
that will serve the ends of evangel- 

ical Christianity unless the Churches 
erect, endow, own, and control such 
institutions. States cannot make such 

institutions, and irresponsible boards 
(miscalled independent) will not. 
Only the Churches can and will, 

In this matter Southern Churches 
have peculiar obligations. The South 
is pre-eminently the home of evan- 
gelical Christianity. The nerveless 
forms of rationalistic religion have 
never been able to take root and flour- 
ish in our section. Southern Churches, 
therefore, can make evangelical insti- 
tutions of learning more easily than 
can the Churches of other sections. 
The Southern atmosphere fs friendly 
to the growth of such establishments. 
Herein is a great responsibility of 
our section, which our people cannot 
proceed to discharge too soon or too 
earnestly. We must assert the pri-+ 
mary of religion in education.

were ‘Russell J. Coles, of Danville, Va.; 
Charles Willis, of Morehead City, N. C., 
and J. J. McCann and Luther Dixon, of . 
this city. Their trip was a scientific ex- 

pedition fitted out at Mr. Coles’ expense. 

The devilfish in these Waters are-fifteen: 
to twenty feet wide and several fe 
thick, On &he head are a pair'of mova- 
ble lobes, sometimes called cephalic fins, 
and only in the lower jaw are there 
teeth. Mr. Coles, with Mr. Willfs and 
Captain MeCann, last June caught’ two 
specinfens of the male. But this year 
they wanted principally females. 

They made their first catch April, 6—a 
male, 13 feet 2 inches wide, which they 
landed in eight minutes; and on the 
same day a second male, 14 feet 1-2 inch 
wide. 

On April 11 they got a female that was 
18 feet 2 inches wide, and was nearly 
six feet between the eyes, There was 
More excitement in taking the big female
