Yanks Confess 

To Dreams of 

Copping Flag 
Team Has Now Encountered 

Every Other Entry in League 
Race and Are Still Around 
Top--Donovan Has Bunch 
Playing Fast Game on Bases 
oh Players Are Enthusias- 
ic 

ST. LOUIS, May 22—Having taken a 
look at all of their opponents in actual 
combat, and finding themselves still 
chucked in around the top of the league 
Standing, Bill Donovan's Yankees are at 
last talking openly of what they havo 
been secretly dreaming for the past 
couple of weeks—a possible pennant. 

In thetr young confidence, they really 
believe they have an even chance to 
win one this year—and it's surprising 
the number of folks who trail along 
with thém in the belief. They are 
claiming nothing, mind you; boasting 
not at all of what they are hoping; but 
here and there a careful listener may 
hear a casual sort of mention now and 
then of world’s series checks and that 
sort of thing. 

The strange, unaccountable young- 
sters of Donovan's have even been 
known lately to refer to the Boston Red 
Sox as the team they will have to beat; 
to express a slight regret that Carri- 
gan’s men were so successful in their 
series with ‘the Tigers, the inference 
being that they look upon Detroit as a 
club which has already attained top 
speed and on the Red Sox as an outfit 
which will improve steadily as it goes 
along, 

That the Yankees were on the verge 
of thinking just such thoughts as these 
was fairly clearly indicated at Cleve- 
land last week, when, looking forward 
to the series with the Tigers and the 
probability that they would run foul of 
George Dauss and: his winning streak, 
ene of the Donovanistas said: “Why 
worry over mteting Dauss? He has 
already won six straight games and, ac- 
cording to all the laws of average, ho 
is due to take a beating.” 

And this is the spirit in which the 
Yanks are contemplating a large and 
expansive summer for themselves. They 
have fought Washington with its John- 
sons and {ts Shaws to a standstill; they. 
have mauled the Athletics to a fare- 
thee-well; they have won four out of 
six games from the Athletics, and yes- 
terday they proved that the Tigers, with 
Dauss pitching, can be beaten. 

In short, they have gone against four 
of the clubs which were generally rated 
as pennant contenders, and from them 
have won thirteen out of twenty games 
None of the five teams they have met 
to date has shown even a narrow edge 
of superiority over them. And so Don- 
ovan’s young men are not awestricken 
in the presence of those who have been 
accustomed to parading before them as 
their betters. They are getting to be a 
mighty belligerent bunch. 

Whether their confidence in the 
strength and power of their cause” 1s 
justified remains to be seen- The club 
is hitting heavier blows in its own be- 

half than it did last year or the season 
before; it is fielding up to all its own 
best standards of the past; it is running 
the bases as should a club possessed of 
so much natural talent for such things. 
and it is getting and has been getting 

about the best pitching in the league. 
Except in pitching and in base run- 

ning, the team has no marked physical 
advantage over several other clubs. It 

is fifth in hitting, second in fielding, 
and whilesit has three men among the 
first ten base stealers, it has only one 
among the ten leading run getters. How 
does it win its games? In much the 

same way the old Giants used to win 

theirs —by running away with them. 
No club in the league is taking so 

many liberties on the bases, none is get~ 
ting away with so much stuff on the 

paths. Donovan, taking advantage of 
every link of speed his team possesses, 
is just naturally running the American 

league to death. Not so much by steal- 
ing bases as by making every hit yield 

its ultimate basage, and by “forcing the 
break This club scores runs on two 
hits where others use three, and therein 
lies the secret of its succe: 

As they are campaigning now, the 
Yanks need not hit .250 to win most of 
their games. A man on first, a long 
single, a wild scramble, a couple of 
hurried throws, and the Yanks have 
men on second and third, with two runs 
in sight, where other clubs, less swift 
afoot, would be satisfied to have men 
on first and second, and all puffed up if 
they had’ managed to shove the pilot 
around to third. 

Only one of the five clubs they have 
met so far has held the Yanks in any 
sort of restraint on the bases. Duffy 
Lewis, Tris Speaker and Harry Hooper 
are tough birds to move around on in 
this fashion, but there is only one such 
trio doing business in the American 
league this season,

Pardons and the Governor. It is for the Board to 

recommend and for the Governor to determine 

whether Frank shall be hanged for a crime of which 

he has not been proved guilty and of which many be- 

lieve him innocent, or be granted a commutation to 

life imprisonment. Upon their decision depends not 

only the life of a man but the good name and In- 

tegrity of a Commonwealth.

But Frank was presumed guilty at the outset 

Every doubt in his favor was rejected, 

and magnified. The chief and, indeed, the only con- 

siderable witness of the prosecution was a negro of 

criminal record, who implicated himself in the crime 

that he charged to Frank. On this negro’s unsup- 

ported testimony, Frank was convicted. 

Furthermore, the atmosphere within and without 

the courtroom was such as to make a fair trial im- 

possible. The jury was confronted with row upon 

row of onlookers who vented, sometimes in noisy 

outbreaks, their approval of the prosecution and their 

hostility toward the defendant. The streets about 

the courthouse were thronged with an ominous crowd, 

and it is a matter of common knowledge that in the 

closing hours of the trial the case was carried over 

from Saturday afternoon until the following Monday 

as a precaution against violence. It is no reflec- 

tion upon the gentlemen of the jury to say that 

these conditions influenced the verdict. They were 

influenced unconsciously, no doubt; but unconscious 

influences are the most subtle and the most potent 

of all, Only superhuman strength could have re- 

sisted the prejudice and passion that surcharged the 

Frank trial from beginning to end. 

The presiding judge himself declared afterwards 

from the bench that he was not convinced of the de- 
fendant’'s guilt; but in as much as it was solely the 
jury’s province to pass upon the evidence he refused 

to set the verdict aside. And to this hour, no court 
has reviewed the evidence on which Frank was con- 
victed. The case has been appealed twice to the 
Supreme Court of Georgia and twice to the Supreme 

Court of the United States, but in every instance the 

questions considered and decided were wholly ques- 
tions of law and of legal procedure. It ig noteworthy 
that even on these points there were strong dissent- 
ing opinions in both the State and the United States 
Supreme Court. But the all-important faet is thet 
the justice of Frank’s case as distinguished from its 
technicalities has never been judicially weighed. His 
death sentence rests wholly on an unfair trial and 
on the testimony of a depraved and drunken negro 

who in the mature opinion of his own attorney is 

the real culprit of the crime, 

Now that every recourse to obtain a new and a 

fair trial has failec, the Pardon Board and the Goy- 

ernor are the only and the final hope of justice, In 

determining whether Frank shall be hanged or his 

sentence commuted to life imprisonment, they will 

determine issues of vast consequence to the reputa- 

tion and the character of the State, The question is 

not merely whether one man shall live or die but 

whether the State of Georgia shall be true or false 

to the principles of justice and humanity, 

The Governor is empowered to mest just such 

emer; as this, The makers of our law and 

Constitution wisefy foresaw that occasions might 

arise {In which all ordinary legal processes would 

fail to establish the innocence of a person accused. 

They realized that times might come when a case, S 

although settled so far as the courts were concerned, 

would involve questions of grave doubt. Therefore, 

they authorized the Pardon Board to recommend and 

the Governor to grant a commutation of sentence in 

such circumstances. 

Never was there a plainer demand for the right- 

eous exercise of this power than in the pending case 

of Leo M. Frank. If he be guilty, he has not fairly 

been proved so. If he be innocent, his execution 

will amount morally to murder. It is not asked of 

the Board and the Governor that they declare him 

innocent, but only that they recognize, as did the 

trial judge, the serious doubt of his guilt and by 

commuting the death sentence to life imprisonment 

leave a chance for the future establishment of justice 

and truth. 

This ought to be done, because it is reasonable 

and because it is right. It is well, moreover, In such 

an issue as this to take note of the country’s sober 

opinion. Not only in Georgia but throughout the 

South and throughout the Union, thoughtful men 

are appealing individually and collectively for a 

commutation of Frank’s sentence. No criminal case 

ever stirred the nation’s conscience so deeply. Local- 

ities and groups are often moved by gusts of senti- 

ment to intercede in a condemned prisoner’s behalf, 

but that is not the source or character of this ap- 

peal. A few hundred or a few thousand impression- 

able persons here and there could be swayed by 

mere pity, but when hundreds of thousands of peo- 

ple in every part of the United States reach the same 

conclusion and urge the same request, we may be 

sure that they act upon a solemn conviction that ter- 

rible injustice is about to be done. 

The press of the nation’ is virtually a unit in 

urging that Frank’s sentence be communted. Various 

Legislatures, among them being those of Tennessee, 

West Virginia and Pennsylvania, have adopted reso- 

lutions to the same effect. Governors and other 

public officials have added their voice to nation-wide 

appeal. We know that the rank and file of the At- 

lanta bar are convinced that Frank’s trial was un- 

fair, and we believe that the rank and file of the en- 

tire Georgia bar are of the same opinion. With the 

utmost conservatism, we can go further and say that 

a great majority of the people of Georgia feel that 

Frank’s guilt has not been proved beyond a reason- 

able doubt and that a great many of them consider 

him innocent. 

These convictions and expressions are eminently 

worthy of consideration by the Pardon Board and 

the Governor. But above all, the inner merits of 

the case itself demand a commutation of the sen- 

tence. It has often been said that it were better for 

ninety-nine guilty men to escape than for one inno- 

cent man to be executed. But that is not precisely 

the issue here involved. It is not a question of 

Frank’s acquittal and freedom, but simply a ques- 

tion of commuting his sentence to life imprisonment 

in order that truth and fairness may yet be brought 

forth.

HOULD the United States go to war tomorrow it 

would find that it had available for immediate 

use an army of about 30,000 men. 
ee 

The whole army of the United States at present 
amounts to about 80,000 men, The largest unit of 
these is that of 30,000 which represents the mobile 
forces in continental United States. There are, in 
addition, 16,000 men stationed in the coast defenses of 
the nation, who may not be taken from those points. 
This brings the total men under arms in continental 
United States up to 46,000. Then there are 10,000 

regular troops inethe Philippines and the 5,000 Philip- 

Pine scouts. In Hawaii there are stationed 7,000 
troops, and on the canal zone an additional 6,000. 
There are incidental troops in Porto Rico and Alaska, 
Such 1s the disposition of the regular army of the 
United States. 

cee 
This army, although extremely small for a first- 

class power, is a model in many respects. Each of 
Uncle Sam's soldiers costs him about $1,000 a year, 
which is a.great deal more than any other government 
pays its fighting men, The American soldier is well 
drilled, well armed and well cared for. He is thor- 
oughly versed in his calling. His officers are among 
the best educated in the world. 

eee 
Back of this regular army stands the organized 

militia, It numbers about 125,000 men, This force 
may lawfully be called upon to repel invasion, but its 

members must volunteer before they are available for 
all-round military setvice. The militia are weéll 
equipped except in the matter of field artillery. In 
this important branch they are very deficient. Some 
of them are not thoroughly trained, but all of them 
know something of military science. Thus the militia 

is not a perfectly drilled and equipped force, like the 

regular army, but it would be a valuable adjunct to 
the latter in case of invasion, 

see 
Besides the regular army and the militia, the United 

States has no trained soldiers. This is the matter in 
which we differ from practically every other power. 
Almost every Buropean nation has a reserve of men 

who have served a certain term in the army, and are 
bound by law to respond to a call to arms. They can 
be put into the fleld almost immediately. The United 
States government, when more troops are needed than 
the regular army and the militia can furnish, must 
call for volunteers, and then train them for service. 

eee 
In case of war between the United States and a 

foreign power, the primary clash would be between 
the American navy and that of the enemy. If the 
United States should be successful, it would have 
available this 30,000 men with which to take advantage 
of its victory, Obviously it would not be in a position 
to follow up its victory by any offensive move, 

eee 
If, on the other hand, a fofeign navy should defeat 

that of the United States, thereby opening the way to 
the landing of a trained, hardened army of 500,000 
men, there would, be available to resist it again only 
this mobile force of 30,000 men, until the militia could 
be called into action. “ 

eee 
The nation’s army of 80,000 men has, within the 

last two years, been reorganized. The new basis of its 
operation is that the forces which are stationed away 
from continental United States should be maintainea 
on a war basis. Those that are kept at home may re- 

main, to a considerable extent, incomplete organiza- 
tions. An infantry company in the Philippines, for 

instance, is kept recruited up to its war strength of 
150 men. An infantry company at any of the posts in 
the United States is likely to have but sixty-five men 
in it. A company of cavalry stationed in the Hawailan 
Islands numbers a hundred men, while such a company 

at home contains but sixty-five men.

The theory is that war may come suddenly and 
make it impossible to bring troops stationed abroad 
up to a given standard. They may be isolated. They 
must be on such a basis as to serve their purpose at 
a moment's notice. They must be abundantly supplied 
with food and munitions of war. They must be always 
ready. Troops stationed at home, however, have the 
resources of the nation to draw upon. They cannot

N THE TRENCHES, April 25,—Let me tell you @ 

story about myself and a German soldier to show 

what we think of religion and God and such things. 
When this war is over, say the preachers whose ser- 
mons we read in the newspapers that come to us, the 
world will turn toward God. It is a common opinion 
even that this war means the end of the world. Others 

declare that after the war the world will go mad with 

joy because of its end; that the world will be more 
wicked than before. 

Well, we fellows in the trenches, we men whom an 
overturned civiliation has thrown out to fight as men 
never fought before, have already turned to God. We 
know there ought to be a God at least, and often is the 
time we call on Him to protect us, to bring us back 
alive to our homes, with or without legs or arms. All 

we ask is life, and when we know we can't have it we 
pray just the same. 

We fight ferociously because we are caught in a 
great fighting machine, and we are not cowards. We 
do not pray to God because we are afraid either of 

death or of hell-fire; surely hell can be no worse than

Four Hundred and Fourteen 
Autos Shipped in One Day 
From Overland Factory, Set- 
ting New Record--But Num- 
bers Will Continue to Grow 
Larger 

Four hundred and fourteen cars were 
shipped from the Overland factory on 
May 10. This is 25 per cent greater 
than the largest number of cars ever 
shipped from the big Toledo plant on any 
single day previous to that time. 

Although it is a remarkable record, 
this gerat shipment !s merely a step in 
the tremendous manufacturing end sell- 
ing campatgn which the Overland compa- 
ny finds necessary in order to meet the 
demand for cars. A few weeks ago 
John N. Willys, president of the compa- 
ny, announced that upon the completion 
of buildings now in the course of con- 
struction, the daily output of the factory 
would be 600 cars per day. 

Overland officials declare their inten- 
tion of occupying portions of the new 
pulidings by June 1. One of these struc- 
tures is probably the largest single fac- 

tory building in the world, being 1,000 
feet long, 200 feet wide and four storeis 
high. 

In the meantime the enormous Toledo 
factory is steadily increasing its fa- 
cilities for buflding and shipping 600 

cars a day. Today 9,200 men are regu- 
larly employed in the Overland shops, 
many departments of which are working 
both day and night. 

More than 2,000 cars left the factory 

during the week ending May 15. To 
carry these shipments 617 freight cars 
were requitfed—or a single train more 
than five miles in length. 

In spite of the increasing number of

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Historic Sign in Savannah 
AVANNAH, Ga.—Contrasting 

strangely with its surroundings 
which have, in the course of the city’s 

progress, outdistanced it; by more than 

thirty years, there hangs at the north- 
west corner of the Southern Express 
company building, Whitaker and 
Bryan.streets, an ancient tavern sign, 

consisting of a wooden beer-keg sup- 
ported by an iron fixture, which has 
become an object of real curiosity to 

visitors in Savannah. 
The keg, according to one of the 

city’s oldest residents, was hung from 
the corner of the building about the 
year 1881, by George Gemunden, one- 

time proprietor of the old Planters 
Hotel, at Bryan and Barnard streets. 

Gemunden opened a beer saloon at 
Whitaker and Bryan streets. about 
that time, it is said, and for a number 
of years hundreds of Savannahians im- 
bibed their daily “suds’’ at the “sign 

of the keg.” 
Gemunden died and. his place was 

closed, but the old keg rernained bhahg- 
ing thet Another saloon was open- 
ed at the place shortly afterward and 
the sign of the keg again took up its 

as landmark to the thirsty. 
the years that followed the 

store was used for a number of dif- 
ferent purposes, It was remodeled 
and rearranged several times to suit 
the various uses to which it was put, 
but no one ever thought to remove the 
old sign hanging out over the sidewalk 
and there it remained exactly as-it had 
been placed by Gemunden, the sa- 
loon keeper. 

The rooms above the old saloon 
were used at various times as offices 
and as meeting rooms, but somehow 
the old ‘‘sign of the keg” never seemed 
to offend and it was allowed to hang 

unmolested. It is even rumored 
s religious or temperance 

meetings were held above the “sign ax!” 
3 pee bake a time when the kez was 
a most appropriate sign for the par- 

ticular corner. Modern inprovements

in the immediate neighborhood, how- 
ever, have made it appear strangely 
out of place. Yet there it hangs, in- 
teresting many who are curiously in- 
clined and disappointing a few who 
Still mistake it for an outward sign of 
inward hospitality and good-cheer, 

The keg is now gray and rotting and 
weatherbeaten and itsiron supports are 
rusted from the many rains that have 
beaten down upon it. Despite its 
thirty-four years, however, it is prob- 
able that the “sign of the keg” will 
hang on for years more anless it is 
taken down by human hands.

HILDREN trained at kindergarten 
( ean complete in six years public 

school work that children lacking 
this training need seven or eight years 
to finish. 

This is the opinion of Miss Laura 
Smith, superintendent of primary grades 
in Atlanta public schools. It is an opin- 
ion growing so in force here that kinder- 
gartens in connection with the public 
schools are being urged. 

“Such kindergartens,” says Miss Smith, 
“would be the greatest addition we could 
make to our public school system. Noth- 
ing would be more effective in preparing 
children for study, or in teaching them 
good habits.” 

A bill will be introduced this year in 
the Georgia legislature for “permissive 
kindergartens.” School laws in this state 
prohibit children under six years attend- 
ing public schools. The bill, without pro- 
viding appropriations, will give author- 
ity for kindergartens at any schools in 
the state educational system which 
have means of furnishing them. 

Mrs. Nellie Peters Black, of the At- 
lanta Free Kindegarten association, is 
supporting this bill. It is believed its 
passage will be a step toward kindergar- 
tens in connection with Atlanta public 
schools. 

“Kindergartens,” said Mrs. Black last 
week, “are of inestimable benefit. Chil- 
dren with such training far surpass in 
public school children without this 
preparation. 

“Kindergarten trains the eye, the hand, 
and the mind of children It teaches 
them each is dependent on the other, and 
that no one must think just of himself. 
It helps a child find himself. 

“The ages of 4 or 5, at which children 
attend kindergarten, are the impression- 
istic ages. It is theh children begin to 
form habits, good or bad. It isn’t right 
to waste those years. The training of 
children should then begin, and why 
not have kindergartens in connec- 
tion with the public schools that 
would reach all children? 

“Those who are trained at kinder- 
garten are capable of far better work 

than those without this training. 
Kingdergarten isn’t a place of study 
where we attempt to force the minds 
of little children. On the other hand, 
it is all play at kindergarten, but it 
is such play that the eye, the mind, 
the hand of a child are trained. It is 
such that a child is taught his proper 
relation to other children; is checked 
in any tendency toward bad disposi- 
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tion and is made happy. We need 
public school kindergartens.” 

The United States bureau of educa- 
tion recently collected: opinions concern- 
ing kindergartens from teachers in all 
states. The principal of a school in 
Louisville, Ky., wrote: 

“Children coming from kindergarten 
to first grade, when they have really

had any cohsecutive kindergarten work, 
have many advantages over the child 
coming from home. The kindergarten 
child has learned to take to himself di- 
rections or instruction given to a group 

or class of children, where the home 
child will not respond unless appealed to 
individually. He has learned to folow 
directions with reasonabe accuracy; to 
handle himself and his working mate- 
rials intelligently, where the home child 
is frequently helpless. He has learned 
considerable self-control, and has been 
taught to work in harmony with his 
companions.” 

Another teacher in Buffalo, N. Y., 
wrote: 

“Because of public kindergartens, the 
first grade teacher now receives forty 
little workers who have learned to con- 
trol their desires, thelr tempers, their 
muscles, their voices, their attention; 
who can take and carry out a direction; 
who have had all their special senses 
trained; who have been taught to ob- 
serve, compare, think, and to express 
their thought in fair Hnglish. No time is 

getting ready. 
Work begins at once. Many children are 
ready for the second grade at the end of 
six or seyen months. Only those who 
have lost time through illness or have 
a mental defect are left behind.” 

A teacher in Cincinnati, Ohio, wrote: 
“The kindergarten children show the 

results of systematic sense training. 
Their power of observation is greater. 
They are freer and easier in their move- 
ments, because of the games and exer- 
cises in rhythm which have trained and 
developed their limbs. They use their 
hands better in all forms of construction 
work. The sense training given the 
Kindergarten child helps him to form a 
clearer mental: vision of the idea he 
wishes to express. Hence, his work is 
better in all the various modes of ex-

Street, Was Born in India, the Daughter of an 

English Army Officer, and Has Been Receiv- 

ed at the Court of Indian Princes.

Rains have washed such holes in the 
roadbed that vehicles cannot pass;

It is a broken highway forgotten by 
the city. 

Dusty vines shaded a side of the porch, 

but sun a-plenty shone where we sat. It 
was such a blazing, wilting sun as her 
childhood had known—a link to turn 
back the topic and point a contrast. 

My story,” she sighed, “is a beginning 
and an ending.

It was true. 
Here, on this drowsy street that never 

lifts itself above a monotone, or be- 
yond a doze, lives a woman who has 

S* sat on the porch of the drowsy,

who has lived India, in the British 
Isles, in Canada; who, as the daught- 
er of an English colonel, was re- 
ceived at the court of. the Nabob 
of Jowr who has visited the holy 
city of Aga; who speaks Hindustani as 
though it were her own tongue; and 
who was born on the battlefield of Kir- 

An English avenue car rattled us 
out Marietta street, twisted and turned, 
and we reached Ashby. 

A July morning had been misplaced 
and pretended to be a part of the 
month of May. 

Two grocery stores faced each other, 
looking like twins. Everything was hot 

dusty and drowsy—like a small town 
square 

There were no street signs, and we 
made inquiries, Two blocks to the left 
and we turned into the ill-mended little 
highway that lifts itself wearily up the 
hill. Just beyond the first fence was a 
hole over 10 feet deep in the road; two 
other fences were passed, (why doesn’t 
the city mend the street instead of build- 
in g barriers) and we were mounting the

From the household of an English of- 

ficer in India to the little cottage on the 
neglected street—are they not the two

To be raised the daughter of a refugee 
in the Sepoy rebellion, to be given a 
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glimpse of Indian court life, and to be 
left now to tell of it as we sat on the 
porch of the very quiet: house—that, as 
she said, “was to furnish a living con- 
trast.” 

“It is like having two lives,” she added. 
“But I’m concerned with this one; not 
the other. It’s finished. Yet, I can’t 
forget I’m Anglo-English. My mother 
was an English woman and was a ref- 

ugee at the fortress of Cawnpore in the 
time of the, Sepoy rebellion. It was 
there my father met ‘her. He had been 
sent over under Gen. Havelock to aid in 
suppressing the uprising. 

“Life in India had more comforts, more 
luxuries than I can well deseribe to you. 
There were four children of us, and 
each had his own nurse. In the house- 
hold were dozens of servants; in India 
this is true of every high-ranking English 
officer's home. 

“On hot days there were servants to 
throw water against the curtains at ‘the 
door—curtains on which were poppy 
blooms. Others to keep going the pun- 
kah, a big fan, that stirs the heavy air. 
The scent of the poppy, the purr of the 
fan, the heavy air—all would make one 
drowsy and dreamy. 

“I can’t hope to draw the whole pic- 
ture. But life was languid, lazy and 
pleasant. It was rich and luxurious. 

She shrugged her shoulders as though 
shrugging away regret. 

“It was a life of endless variety. My 
father was a great traveler, and we went 
into every nook and corner of India. 
There is no manner of vehicle in India 
I haven't used. Palanquins, I know well, 
couches carried by the black servants 
who trot over the dusty roads, keeping 
time to a series of guttural, throaty 
sounds, they call music. 

“Often we used sedan chairs, borne, 
, +as you know, on the shoulders of na- 

tives. I have ridden in howdahs, on the 
backs of elephants; and once I went a 
journey of 900 miles by camel. 

“On these travels we penetrated into 
wild places, and I have slept at night 
with fire burning in a ring round the 
camp to keep off animals. 

“Tt remember to have seen an instance 
of the suttee, where the ten wives of 
one dead native official were burned with 
his body. You know it then was the 
custom for widows in India to be burned. 

“I have a vague picture of the holy 

city of Aga, 
“I remember my mother’s grave in 

Bombay, and the story of how my sister 
—my younger sigter—died in a voyage on 

the Red Sea, an®was buried there, under 
the water. 

“I can recall, by bits, receptions of na- 
tive princes—a time when we were guests 
of the Nabob of Jowra, in his palace at 
Jowra—the luxury of these people of the 
nobility and their queer customs, their 
manner of eating with the fingers and 
sitting cross-legged. 

“I can recall the dreaminess and the

I can 
see it and feel it.” 

In a broken cane-bottom chair on the 
porch of the small house she leaned for- 
ward and started at the ill-kept street. 

She seemed to see the wonderfui child- 
hood that had been hers, 

With a resolute smile, she straight- 
ened. 

“These are only random glimpses— 
littletnings that come back to me. I am 
50 years old, and all this happened a long 
time ago.” 

For a moment she broke off her story, 
and, then, re-began and ended it. 

“When I was 13 my father retired on 
full pay, and we left India for Great 
Britain. Before this I had crossed to 
England more times than I have fingers, 
but I was by nature and thought, a child 
of India. 

“It took me a long time to learn to 
think in English. Hindustani was the 
tongue in which my nurses talked to 
me, and I had learned’ to speak as 
they do in India, with hands and eye- 
brows and shoulders. I loved Eng- 
land, but I looked back with regret te 
India—it called to me. 
“We visited in Liverpool and in Lon- 

don; we went to Scotland, first to Edin- 
burg, where my father had attended col- 
lege; then to parts of Ireland. 

“Finally, my father decided he wanted 
a glimpse of Canada. We stayed there 
long enough for him to make unwise in- 
vestments in farm land—he was essen- 
tially a soldier, not a man of business— 
then, we prepared to return. But my 
brother was in bad health, and we had 
heard of the wonderful climate of Flor- 
ida.

Cheaper and More Healthful. 
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and McNamaras Have 

They Find It 

But These 

Irish People Are Not Gypsies 
©. 

NYTHING you want to know you 
A san be told, providing one thing, 

sir, you’re not to say we're gypsies.” 
Mrs. John Sherlock folded her arms, 

and Icokea with a welcoming but firm 

smile at her visitors. She was like Di- 
nah Shad, the capable and lovable, whom 

Kipling has made as real as Private Mul- 

vaney himself. 
The camp of the Irish who are living in 

tents occupies a vacant lot on Ashby 
street at Bellwood avenue. Eleven fam- 
ilies live there under canvas, and the 

“childer,” always in the open-air, play 
about, healthy and dirty-faced. 

It was almost by accident that these 
Irish people began to dwell in tents, and 

they continue this way of living for its 
comfort, health and cheapness. They live 
here during summer, and spend the win- 
ter months in south Georgia. But in the 
meantime they seldom change the place 
of their residence. In no sense are they 
roving gypsy people, who take to the 
open road and pitch their tents as they 
please. 

Three families of the Irish, the Sher- 
locks, the Carrolls and the McNamaras, 
lived in Georgia, and all are tent dwell- 
ers. The eleven families now in Atlanta 
are but a small part of the total num- 
ber of these liberty-loving people, who 
have adopted a new life. 

It was the father of Mrs. John Sher- 
lock who started the habit among the 
Georgia Irish of having canvas instead 
of shingle roofs. He was a man with 
an inventive and an original way, and 
he believed that tents would lessen the 
cost of living and increase health. He 
tried the experiment and his success 

made the others follow his example. 
Among the Sherlocks, the Carrolls and 

the McNamaras was the strong brotherly 
feeling of people of the same customs 

and habits set down among people of 
different ways. 

They were clannish, and it was 
their wish to live in communities. Tent- 

dwelling was a means of living together, 
enjoying oyen air and freedom, and re- 
ducing expenses. 

That is how the Georgia Irish came 
to give up houses and adopt tents. Since 
then, the Sherlocks, the Carrolls and the 
McNamaras have acquired property in 
Atlanta and in Ashburn, Ga., where they 

spend the winters; and have made ar- 
rangements by which their boys are 

taught at the Catholic school at Sharon, 
Ga., and their girls in a convent at Au- 
gusta, Ga.

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These Irish are firm American citizens, 
but they are unmixed Irish. They have 
retained the pronunciation and customs 
of the old country, and they look Irish. 
They have a different manner from us 
with no touch of Donegal in our blood. 
They are a pure strain. But in the camp 
on Ashby ‘street is only one who was 
born in Ireland. Others are southerners, 
many Georgians, but in their talk is the 
flavor of the mother country. 

It is a delight to hear them. As Mrs. 
Sohn Sherlock, with her arms folded, 
smiled a welcome to her visitors, but cau- 
tioned them against the word “gypsies,” 
the children of the camp began to crowd 
around. 

“You childer get aiong with you,” she 
said, her voice deep and kindly. | “Get 
along with you, now.” 

Sure enough she said “childer’—she 
said it with all the richness that the 
Irish mother puts into that word. Some- 
how, it seems to mean something dif- 
ferent from “children,” it fitted in more 
with the little fellows playing in the 
dirt and getting their faces grimy and 
their bodies strong. 

She invited the way into the tent, so 
that her visitors might see how the 
tent-dwelling Irish live.« Not one house 
in a hundred could be so spotless, and 
it was opened on all four sides to the 
fresh air, and the dust. But not a dingy 
trace was there on chair covers or bed- 
covering. 

“The house work is just as much, sir,” 
said Mrs. Sherlock. “But we like the 
way of living better, and we find it keeps 
us healthier. The last of the summer, 
now, we'll leave Atlanta and spend the 
fall and the winter at Ashburn. 

“No, sir, we don’t travel around much. 
Six months here and six months there 
is about our schedule. All of our men 
are stock-dealer’; and they trade here 
and in South Georgia. 

“As to the living, it costs us $8 to $10 
a week. We don’t do things all together 
—I mean each family buys its own sup- 
plies, and each one has its separate 
kitchen.” 

Here, Mrs. Sherlock broke of to raise 
one grimy little fellow who was crying 
because he'd stumped his toe She 
soothed him with soft Irish words, patted 
his head aud set him down to paddle 
off, smiling again, 

“But sometimes they will get sick,” she 
said, with a troubled frown. “See over 
there, we have a little one a-bed now.” 

“The tent was open like the others, 
and in the middle was a white cot on

THE CHILD AT THE TABLE 
ERHAPS bad table manners are 

P not so noticeable nowadays as 
some years back, probably be- 

cause there has been so much talk 
about them and probably because of 
the growing restaurant habit, the re- 
sult of apartment house living, There 
are, however, quite enough examples 
of bad training to be seen in the aver- 
age restaurant by one who is either 
ignorant or cares nothing for the nicer 
points of table etiquette, and the sight 

of such a person who !s slovenly in 
his manner of eating brings up the 

natural question, “Where was his 
mother when he was young?" 

While the mother may not be di- 
rectly responsible for bad table man- 
ners in her grown-up children, espe- 
cially in the case of boys who like to 
discard good manners as a sign of 
coming manhood, there {s much to be 
gained by a rigorous apprenticeship 
In table decorum from baby days up. 
As soon as a child can hold a spoon 
he should be shown how to hold it 
correctly. As soon as he is old enough 
to eat soup, he should know how to 
eat it properly. A child is awkward 

at first at the table from lack of prac- 
tice, but a musician would not allow 
wrong fingering because a young pu- 
pil could not at first grasp the correct 

fingering promptly. Neither should a 
mother countenance bad manners be- 
cause they are easier for the children. 
On the other hand, a mother should 
remember that children are naturally 
awkward and she should not expect 

tao much. If her teachings are re- 
memperea and put into practice, no 
matter how ungracefully, she should 
be satisfied and console herself that 
perfection comes with practice only. 
Boys are é¢specially hard to train in 

the niceties of table etiquette that 
their s.sters pick up almost instinct~ 
ively. A child who, through stubborn- 
new, refuses to use a fork instead of 
& spoon, or will persist {n spilling his 
milk from his glass, deserves to be 
made to eat alone. One meal or two 
eaten alone and in disgrace will usu- 
ally effect a reformation that will 

hold good. Such drastic measures as 
this are not always necessary, how- 
ever. One sensible mother insists on 
peatness at the table by allowing but 
three accidental spots on the tablecloth 
at each place per week. All mishaps 
over and above this allotment are 
charged for at the rate of a penny each 
from the weekly allowance; large 
‘spills’ resulting from  carelessnes 
such as leaving the spoon in the cup, 
deduct three cents. The children try 
bravely to keep thelr places as clean 
as possible, and it is seldom that deduc- 
“ions from the allowances are necessary.

They 
should have recourse to an, etiquette 
guide and to watching on every occa- 
sion the manners of those who are bet- 
ter informed than they on table et!- 

quette, so that they may give to their 
children the training which was lacking 
in ‘their own youth.

Makes Vinegar at Home. 
“ Here is a recipe for home made vine- 

gar which I use all the time and keep 
many of my neighbors supplied with: In 
emptying sirup pitchers, fruit jars, Jelly 
glasses, and in fact anything containing 
sweetmeats, I rinse the jar or vessel out 
with a little water and put the rinsings in 
an earthen jar, which I cover with a 
clean cloth to keep out the dust but not to 
exclude the eir. I add to it any time I 
have fruit juices of any kind. I cook 
apple and tomato parings, strain when 
cool, and ad@ to the jar. In a short time 
the ‘mother’ will begin to form and the 
vinegar germ is at work soon.

in habits, and contemptibly 

weak in all their efforts. It is most 
unfortunate that the men and women 
of this kind inevitably form a class 
to themselves, and give rise to social 
ustoms and usages which belittle, if 

they do not absolutely degrade, hu- 
man nature. With cruelty to one an- 
other and hard-heartedness towards 
all other classes, they enforce, by the 
power of modishness, their injurious 
uga, Servants and all other per- 

sons over whom they have any sort of 
authority are the yictims of their 
petty heartlessness., 

As all readers of history know, the 
bloody and inhuman spectacles of the 
gladiatorial sports of ancient Rome 

e the entertainments which were 
demanded and indulged by the fash- 
ionable classes of the imperial city. 
Women gorgeously arrayed called for 
combats to be continued until one of 
the combatants was s! . In like man- 
ner the bull-fights of Spain are patron- 
ized today by the fashionable classes; 
and women who account themselves 
refined look upon those brutal exhi- 
bitions with enthusiastic interest. 

The patrons of the play-house in our 
own country are scarcely less godless. 
They demand and enjoy .exhibitions 
which destroy in the players both 
womanly virtue and manly purity. 
This patronage draws on the stage a 
nur f tnen and women who are 
thus led to waste their lives on efforts 
unworthy of all moral beings and to 
destroy their souls by engagements 
which can not fail to extinguish every 
element of spirtual life. When a mis- 
sionary, in the wilds of Africa, is 
eaten by savages, we call it cannibal- 
ism, although nothing more than his 
body is consumed. But when fashion- 
able people, in the indulgence of trivial 
pleasures, consume the undying souls 

and spiritual life of actors and ac- 
tresses, many people see nothing 
reprehensible in the matter. Is there 
not here a certain sort of cannibalism 
which devours for ersion the ‘moral 
ife of men and women? 
But these things are not the only 

methods by which pleasure-seeking is 
destroying morality and religion in 

y. On all hands we see the de- 
fing effect of lives givenup to 
seeking. Men and women 
themselves insensible to the 

appeals which higher things should 
make to them, and incapacitate them- 
selves for any serious career of useful- 
ness by Itves of pleasure, A case in 
point has been recently reported in the 
press dispatches from Hngland. The 
British nation is engaged in a conflict 
which is regarded by its leaders es 
nothing less than a life and death 
struggle to the United Kingdom, Men 
being required for fighting at ° the 
front, appeals were especially directed 
to the athletes of the country who 
have boasted so much of the strength 
acquired by football and baseball. 

But the dispatches the football 
associations were heedless of such ap- 
peals, and the great crowds that went 
to the games howled down distinguish- 

et 

ed public men while making recruit 
ing speeches. Patriotism has little 
place in the hearts of these players 
and the mobs which attend the games. 
Their hearts are not very different 
from the ignoble spirit of Nero, who 
who is said to have fiddled while Rome 
was burning. Another instance of self- 
indulgence stolidly withstanding the 
appeals for national defense is that of 
the ship-building classes of Great 
Britain, who have refused to abandon 
their dissatisfaction in order to speed 
the work upon which the British navy 
and army depend. Likewise, the brew- 
ers and distillers of Great Britain have 
resisted all the proposals of Mr..Liloyd- 
George, the Chancellor of the Bx- 
chequer, having for their object the 
financial support of the war. These 
men can not forego the profits upon 
which their pleasures depend in order 
to support the national government. 

If our own country should become 
involved in the war, we would find our 
pleasure-seekers manifesting very 
much the same sort of spirit. They 

would be incapable of any heroic self, 
sacrifice, since ail the currents of their’ 
life have run unceasingly in channels 
of self-indulgence. 

The Hedonic sect placed the highest 
good in the gratification of the senses; 
and thus the disciples of that school 
of thought reduced themselves to the 
level of brutes. It must be said, how- 
ever, that these followers of Aristippus 
took time to deliberately frame their 
system of thought. But our Hedonists 
adopt the system spithout the slightest 
thought and undef impulses of mere 
selfishness. They follow lives of self- 
gratification and account a life not 
thus filled with pleasures as a vain and 
empty thing. 

The worst feature of a pleasure-seek- 
ing life is that {it constantly tends 
downward until {t reaches the lowest 
indulgences. It is sometimes seen in

But it must be confessed 
this type of pleagure-seeking has about 
it some elements of genuine refinement 
and real nobility. We can respect a 
man who gives himself wholly to the 
indulgence of the pleasures of the in- 
tellect, although, we could wish that 
he had less selfishness. But once the 
principle of self-indulgence is allowed 
any considerable place in life, hu- 
man nature runs rapidly. to grosser 
things. Presently the gratifications of 
the intellect are neglected for the grat- 
ification of the appetites; and then, 
follow habits of voluptuousness and 
lust. This explains why the periods 
in which art has been most fiourish- 

ing have also been the eras\in which 
immortality most abounded, Rome was 
never more vile than when Italian art 
was at its best. While Raphael painted 

his cartoons the populace broke all the 
commandments. 

Some will account the expression of 
these views as an utterance of Puri- 
tanism; but such is not the case. Let 
it be said, however, that Puritanism is 
not the peril of our times; and Puri- 
tanism in its worst form is better than 
licentiousness in its best estate. The 
Puritan type of character never cor- 
rupted a church or destroyed a nation. 
A reformation of the abounding spirit 

of pleasure-seeking and the adoption of 
a mind more Puritanical would dis- 
tinctly improve society atéthis time in 
the United States and throughout all 
christendom.

Austro - Hungarian Minister 
Hands Sharp Note to 

Italian Ambassador 

‘NA, May —(Via London.)— 
Baron Stephen Burian von Rajecz, Aus- 

tro-Hungarian minister for foreign af-

If the cro; Pp amounted 
to 10,000,000 beles, afd this curtailment 
affected it only 1 1-2 cent a pound, it 
would cause a loss to the cotton grow- 
ers of $75,000,000. As about two-thirds 
of the cotton is exported, it would cause 
ad to the United States of $60,000,-

WILL OPEN-ON MONDAY 
—— 

Delegates From North, South 
and Central America 

Meet in Washington 

(By Associated Prens,) : 
WASHINGTON, May 22.—Represen- 

tatives of all the countries of North, 
South and Central America, except Can- 
ada and Mexico, will meet here Monday 
in tHe , first Pan-American financial 
conference, designed to aid the commer- 
cial and banking interests of each to 
solve the many problems thht confront 
them as a consequence of the European 
war. 

Highteen countries accepted the invi- 
tation of the United States to send rep- 
resentatives to the conference. The del- 
egates appointed from each come from 
chief industrial, commercial and finan- 
cial interests. More than 200 promi- 
nent bankers and business men of the 
United States have been invited to par- 
ticipate. 

The purposes of the conference have 
not been strictly defined but, broadly 
speaking, it is expected to take up prob- 
lems of transportation, commerce and 
finances. Secretary McAdoo, who was ac- 
tive in arranging the meeting, hopes 
that from it will come a knowledge of 
conditions and inspiration which may 
lead to’ those closer relations between 
the United States and her southern 
neighbors which long have been the 
aim of American diplompcy. 

The conference itself will continue six 
days, but after its conclusion the dele- 
gates wtll be taken on @ tour of some 
of the more important American man- 
ufacturing and commercial centers. Ad- 
ministration officials have spared no 
effort to Insure success for the con- 
ference. Congress has appropriated 
$50,000 to make the visitors guests of 
the nation, President Wilson, Secreta- 
ries Bryan, McAdoo and Redfield, other 
members of the cabinet, members of the 
federal reserve board, and members of 
the diplomatic corps will attend ses- 
sions of the conference which will begin 
Monday morning with an address of 
welcome by ‘the president on behalf of 
the United States and another by Mr. 
Bryan on behalf of the state depart- 
ment. One representative of each in- 
vited country is expected to respond 
briefly, At noon, the same day, the 
president will receive all delegates in 
the east room at the White House, ana 
the same night a larger reception will 
be given in their honor by Secretaries 
Bryan and McAdoo, + 

WORK DIVIDED. 
At the outset the conference will be 

divided “into committees and there will 
be only a few general sessions. There 
will be one committee for each country; 
and five United States delegates will 
serve on each. The committees are 
counted upon to learn the real needs 
of the visitors and, when they desire, 

to all the others. 
Although no attempt has been made 

in advance to lay down a definite pro- 
grain for the committee meetings, thage 
are among the topics suggested: 

The present financial needs in nation- 
al; state and locai governments; nature 
and character of public loans; how se- 
cured; rates of interest thereon, where 
such loans have heretofore been placed, 
and the prices at which they have been 
sold; possibility of placing such loans 
in the United States; effect of the Eu- 
ropean war on public revenues and ex- 
penditures; relation of decline of public 
revenues to guarantees of payment of 
interest and principal. 

The normal and financial needs of 
public service companies; present needs 
of such companies} character and na- 
ture of the bonds or obligations they 
have to offer; how secured, etc.; possi- 
ble conditions of finanting in the United 
States; effect! of the European -war on 
such companies; their financial ¢ondi- 
tion and needs. 
Normal financial news of cémmerce, 

such, for instance, as credit facilities; 
direct or dollar exchange; possibility of 
adapting commercial credits in the 
United States to the needs of the coun- 
tries of Central’ and South America; ef- 
fect of European war on’ the financing 
of foreign commerce. 

Transportation between the * Ufited 
States and the country or countries 
concerned; improved postal service in- 
volved in money orders, parcel post, etc. 

Sessions of the conference will be 
held in the Pan-American Union bulld- 
ing. While the conference is in session 
the executive committee of the cham- 
ber of commerce of the United States 
will 5e in Washington to meet the vis- 
itors and give advice or assistance. 
The ‘get together spirit” which officials 
hope to foster will have an opportunity 
to show itself in full swing at the ban- 
quet in the honor of the visitors the 
night of May 29, at- which most of the 
prominent men in diplomatic and official 
life in Washington will be present.

Surely a more trémendous burden of 
responsibility has never been heaved 
upon one individual. For the time, the 

|future course of history is hanging in 
the balance of his hand. 

How does President 
such a fearful strain? 

Millions of citizens of the United 
States, who have come to love their 
president better in the presént period 
of trial than ‘they ever have before, 

lare asking the question with most sin- 
cere solicitude. Have they exacted 
|more from their president than his 
| health would bear? 

“No; President Wilson today is in 
better physical shape than he has been 
at any time since he was inaugurated.”

“health master” himself, Dr. Carey T. 
Grayson, U. S. N., and squirm as he 
will to escape the praise, Dr. Grayson 
himself must take credit for the fact, 
or shall we say, to please Dr. Grayson, 
that the credit must be divided between 
himself and President Wilson's in- 
domitable will. 

“For the first few months after his 
inauguration, Mr. Wilson worked far 
too hard!" said Dr. Grayson. “He ob- 
jected strenuously to the regime upon 
which I insisted.

For two years Dr. Grayson has been 
President Wilson's Mseparable compan- 
ion, Yet with astonishing success he 
has kept himself completely out of the 
public eye. 

Dr. Grayson is the only man from 
whom the president of the United States 
takes orders and he is just thirty-six!

FOREIGN SITUATION WAS 
DOMINATING INFLUENCE 

Prices Held Steady but War 
Specialties Absorbed Bulk 
of Speculative Attention 

NEW YORK, May 22.—The foreign 
situation continued to dominate finan- 
cial affairs this week, increased cau- 
tion being manifested in all quarters. 
Trading in stocgs fell to an average 
daily output of 200,000 to 350,000 shares 
instead of the million share sessions 
of previous weeks. In tne main, prices 
held’ steady, but war specialties ab- 
sores. the bluk of speculative atten- 

ion. 
There was occasional evidence of fur- 

ther foreign liquidation, and the very 
delicate state of Europe's finances was 
reflected in new low rates for exchange 
to all leading European centers. De- 
mand sterling on London. declined to 
the lowest rate since 1873, and francs 
and lires also made low records. This 
condition was not ameliorated in any 
especial degree by additional gold im- 
ports from Canada, France and Japan. 
Bankers were plainly concerned over 
this latest phase of the situation. 

Domestic developments were mostly 
favorable, although reports of damage 
of winter wheat affected prices of 
grains. All trustworthy accounts agree 
that many mercantile lines of trade 
show steady improvement, but disap- 
pointment ts expressed at the continued 
lack of demand for rafiroad equipment. 

Leading railroads are reporting 
marked gains over recent montas, but 
the financial difficulties of such prop- 
erties as Missourt Pacific, Rock Island, 
Chesapeake and Ohfo and other roads 
renewed apprehension.

Trading in the first part of the week was, however, inclined to 
be somewhat sluggish and entirely without the support of the general 
investing public, which showed a dispostion to await developments 
in the matter of our note to Berlin. Thus on Tuesday the total 
market for stocks was but slightly in excess of 200,000 shares, and 
on Wednesday the same condition prevailed. When compared with 
the million-share ‘sessions which have grown to become the rule and 
not the exception, this is a decided falling off, but Wall Street is 
convinced that this is but a temporary situation 

There has been a very decided reduction of foreign selling of 
American securities, notwithstanding that investors in the European 
belligerant countries are still holding a large quantity of American 
stocks and bonds for which there is a ready market here at this time. 
Germany alone is said to be holding one thousand million dollars’ 
worth, and should war break out between the two nations the rules 
of warfare would prohibit further trading, so that these securities 
would be, for the length of the war period, entirely removed from the 

investment markets. Reports were current in the early part of the 
week that large German interests in America had received very un- 

settling reports from Berlin, but this was denied in authoritative 
quarters. . 

CROP PROSPECTS ARE EXCELLENT. 

Though there has been some disposition to accept private modi- 
fied reports of the crop prospects, instead of the glowing presentation 
made by the Government a few weeks ago, we are again face to 
face with the promise of bumper harvests—and at a time when | 
prices are unusually high. One important estimator this week makes 
the claim that 100,000,000 should be deducted from the Govern- 
ment’s estimate of 693,000,000 bushels for winter: wheat. 

It is well to remember, however, that the Government is usually 
highly conservative in the estimates that appear early in the sea- 
son, and that final production almost always exceeds the first pre- 
dictions. Last year’s harvest, it will be remembered, was over 50,- 
000,000 bushels in excess of the May first estimate. Before the 
end of the month the winter wheat harvesting will have begun and 

the weather conditions throughout the grain belt have been ideal for 
this process. Many reports of insect damage and other handicays to 
ihe growing wheat have been received in the East, but this is the 
season of the year when the crop reporters invent their fake stories 

about the killing of the wheat crop, and we must look for just 
such reports at this particular time. The chances are, however, that 
the wheat crop*of 1915 will exceag last year’s record-breaker. Spring 
wheat has been sown under more favorable conditions and all other 
spring-sown crops are now in the ground with everything to favor 
their growth. The next government report on the condition of 
cotton will be issued at noon on June 1, and will show the condi- 
tin of the crop on May 25. Besides the report on cotton due June 
1, from the department of agriculture, there will appear at 2:15 
p. m. on June 8 the grain report of conditions as of June 1. 
The scope of insect damage since the report of May 1 condition 
will be recorded in this report on winter wheat. In addition to 
that the acreage of spring wheat, oats and barley will be given. The 
condition of all the large grain crops, excepting corn, will for the 
first time this season be available for comparison at one time. This 
will be the last report on winter wheat before harvest begins in 
the Southwest. 

Reports from the cotton districts in the south are highly encourag- 
ing. Cotton is being shipped abroad in double the quantity of one 
year ago, and a larger amount is being used by our home manufac- 
turers than one year ago. Gains in the eastern part of the cotton 
belt have put cotton and other crops in splendid shape, and the 
Southern farmers have diversified their operations more than ever 
before. ‘The acreage planted in cotton has not been reduced as 
much as was expected, due to the high prices realized in April 
which encouraged the farmers to increase the amount of their late 
planting. 

According to reliable reports from the steel trade, consumption 
of steel is daily growing; the United States Steel corporation is 
working at the rate of per cent of its capacity, and prices of 
steel products have had important increases in recent weeks. Our 
copper production is being consumed not only abroad, but by our 
home manufacturers at prices much higher than have prevailed for 
many years. Our national products continue to be shipped abroad in 
volume never equalled before. We no longer are apprehensive con- 
cerning the return of American securities. We can pay for them 
with the utmost ease from our balance of trade and payment of 
this kind is sure and valuable and adds as surely to our national 
wealth as though we received pay in gold. The fear is ngw be- 
ing expressed in some quarters that as our securities are rapidly 
coming to be regarded as the best in the world, they will be hoarded 
by foreign holders to such an extent that the amount available by 
this country will be far below the amount desired. Money is so 
plentiful that hundreds of millions cannot today be used. This 
amount is lying idle in the vaults of our great institutions. We 
must regard the position of American securities as wonderfully strong. 
When has that position ever been stronger? There has never been 
a time when we were drawing so largely upon the resources of the 
world and in that way adding to our national wealth.
