Some volunteer the information that the 
sttation had been built purely jor experi- 
mental purposes, but this is easily dis- 
proven by the permanence of the struct= 
ure. 
The actual work of building the station 
was done under the supervision of the 
American Telephone company using 
Westérn blectric company’s material It 
Was said by some that President Vail| 
of the telepnone company hud it put in 
for the purpose of testing the new wire- 
less telephone, and this has behind it 
some corroborative evidence by the con- 
nection that has been. made with long 
distance telephone service. 

However, it has been learned from an 
authoritative source that the station has 
been built for the, United States gov- 
ernment for emergency purposes, and 

that two others, one at Pensacola and 
another at Galveston; have likewise been 
constructed. A test was made in re- 
ceiving a few days ago when messages 
were received from the wireless sta- 
tions at Key West and Seville, N. Y. 
An idea of the magnitude of the under- 

taking can be gained from the fact that 

1,000 feet of ground was necessary for 
placing the poles, which are creosoted. 

Fach has a height of 130 feet. The sta- 
tion has been equipped with ten aerials 
and this gives it an operating radius 
of at least eighteen hundred miles.

Having wavered long months between neutrality 

and war, Italy has lost not a day in striking when 

once her course was determined. The invasion of 

Austrian territory along a sixty-mile line northward 

from the Gulf of Triest and the capture of four of 

the enemy’s towns just across the frontier are of no 

great importance; nor is the raid of an Italian 

destroyer on the Austrian port of Buso. These move- 

ments’ may prove to be as short-lived as was the 

French dash into Alsace last August. They indicate, 

however, the vigor of the Italian purpose and presage 

a new and stirring act in the vast drama of the war. 

“It is expected that the Teutons will attempt a 
sharp, decisive blow against the Italian center. Ger- 

man forces are reported to be passing through the 

valley of the river Adige in the direction of Verona, 

the pprpose being, as dispatches explain, “to hold 

off an Italian advance from the province of Venice, 

“where the flat nature of the country would give the 

Italians a greater chance of success.” It seems in- 

evitable, however, that a formidable attack of this 

kind will require a weakening of the Teutonic lines 

on the western or the eastern front, perhaps on both. 

A writer in the New York Sun interestingly di- 

rects attention to Venice as the most vulnerable of 

all Italian coast towns. “When Venice was miatress 

of the seas,” he says, “and her merchantmen sailed 

the waters of the known world, while her colonies 

spread over the Levant and her warships humbled 

the Turks, the lagoons and the long sand bars were 

effective protection. But today these waters are too 

shallow for the Italian fleet, and her protectors must 

come from the nearest naval base to save her from 

the modern long range guns of the Austrian ships 

that could attack from Pola, less than one hundred 

and fifty miles across the Adriatic.” All lovers of 

poetry and tradition will pray that, whatever befalls, 

Venice may be spared the fate of Rheims.

Widening the Corn Belt. 
A writer in Farm Life observes that the Corn 

Belt was once a limited area extending from Penn- 

sylvania to Kansas and comprising Ohio, Indiana, 

Illinois, Missouri and southern lowa. But the last 

five or ten years have witnessed ¢ wonderful expan- 

sion. Today the Corn Belt stretches farther east, 

farther west, and especially does it stretch farther 

north and south. “Michigen, Wisconsin, Minnesota 

and even the Dakotas and Montana are now in- 

cluded, while the Southern States, notably Georgia, 

Alabama and the Carolinas “are showing that a 

hundred bushels to the acre is easily attainable by 

them.” 

Between 1911 and 1914 Georgia’s corn crop in- 

creased from 39,374,569 bushels to 63,023,000 bushels,’ 

and the value of the crop from $37,079,981 to $57,- 

531,000. During the same period the average yield 

per acre was almost doubled. Many members of the 

Boys’ Corn clubs in Georgia have raised from sixty 
to a hundred bushels an acre, and records in excess 

of two hundred bushels an acre have been made. 

Evidently, Georgia is getting into the Corn Belt.” 

In the last few yeays the corn yield of seven 

Southern States, including the Carolinas, Georgia, 

Florida, Alabama, Mississippi and Tennessee, has in- 

ereased from 228,000,000 bushels to 353,000,000 

bushels, a gain that is equivalent 8 $107,000,000. This. 

record, remarkable as it is, will be exceeded by the 

results of the present season; for, there was never 

atime when the South was so imtent upon increasing 

its production of grain and other food supplies. 

States that have been marked heretofore as the Cot- 

ton Belt will be distinguished also for their place in 

the Corn Belt.

The more this question has been pondered the 

stronger the belief has grown that his superior ability 

in this respect is due entirely to greater energy on 
his part in the way of conacious effort than is shown 
by the average man. : 

Obviously, access to the subconscious would be of 
Nttle use to anybody unless the subconscious con- 
tained an abundance of good working matertal, 

Now, theoretically and actually, the subconscious 
consists of the mass of a man's life impressions, as 
gained by experience, éducation and conscious reflec- 
tion. The more a man meditates on any subject or 
problem the richer will be his gradual xcquisition of 
subconscious data concerning it. 

It was thus in Mozart's case. 
The idea of the quintet, as already said, sprang 

spontaneously into his mind. But for weeks he had 
been at intervals consciously at work on the “Magic 
Flute;” for months and years he had been meditating 
on problema and effect in musical composition. He 
had literally lived and thought in terms of music. 

This is the case with all men of genius. Newton, 
we are told, was “inspired” by the sight of a falling 
apple to formulate the law of gravitation. But New- 
ton himself, when asked how he had arrived at this 
and other of his notable sdlutions of nature's myate- 
ries, replied: 

“By always thinking about, them.” 
Assuredly the secret of subconscious accomplish- 

ment is conscious effort. This is a truth which should 
be firmly held in mina by all who would lead ev!fi- 
cient, successful lives.

The question of censorship for the photo-play is 
being fought out in the courts of several states.

When these new dreadnoughts—there are three of 

them, two to be completed in 1916 and the third in 
1917—nose out from the protecting fortresses of 

Heligoland a shadow will fall upon the pride and glory 
of the American navy. . 

Our great fourteen-inch gun, that sixty-three-ton 

steel] monster which stands ready at all times to flash 
1,400 pounds of death at a speed of 2,600 feet a second, 
‘our most stanch and depended weapon of national 
defense, will have been eclipsed. Those dull steel 
tubes, fifty-three feet long, which we so love to photo- 
graph with a score or more of jackies astride, must 
yield their world position. ‘ 

Even the monster ninety-six-ton fifteen-inch guns 
of the British Royal Sovereign, Queen Blizabeth, and 
others of their class must look sharp. 

While there is a slight difference in the destroying 

“efficienoy” of the biggest guns of the three leading 
world naval powers, the United States has a decided 
advantage over Germany in numbers. Two of our 
dreadnoughts now in commission carry ten each of the 
fourteen-inch guns, and of the four new steel 
lJeviathans soon to take their place with the fleet two 
will carry ten and two twelve of the monsters. The 
three German dreadnoughts carry only eight fifteen-

England has six superdreadnoughts in commission, 

or near completion, of the type of the Queen Elizabeth, 
which bombarded the Dardanelles, each of which car- 
ries eight fourteen-inch guns, There are six more 
authorized, ‘which will carry like armament. 

So, with an advantage of forty-four of our big 
destructors on the high seas to twenty-four possessed 
by Germany, we can look with less concern upon what 
{s apparently a slight supremacy in calibre of the indi- 
vidual German guns.

At the Krupp works there has been constructed a 
sixteen-inch naval gun} Thé calibre of the 42-centi- 
metre siége guna reduced to inches is 16.536. This 
sixteen-inch naval gun, however, has not been accepted 
by the German naval engineers. It is doubtful if it 
evér will be, There is a limit of advantage in the 
size of a naval gun, and American engineers believe 
that limit has been reached in our fourteen-inch gun. 

It is pointed out that our superdfeadnoughts carry 
twelve of these guns to eight of the bigger guns car- 
ried by German and British ships. 

Americans have constructed the largest of all naval 
guns, at least the biggest in calibre, but it has not 
been found to be practicable or efficient. It is the 
eighteen-inch Bethlehem gun. It is lighter than 
of the other very large guns, weighing only sixty t 
It fires a projectile weighing 2,075 pounds at an in 
velocity of 2,150 feet a second. 

The great advantage of the American fourteen 
gun over its larger rivals is that it fires with almost 
twice the rapidity. And, while its penetrating power 
at the muzzle is much less than either of the other 
guns, it is almost equal at a range of 10,000 yards 

GUN GOOD FOR EIGHT MILES 
The American fourteen-inch gun will shoot ‘ts

however, it would have no destructive force worthy of 
the name.

Germany ranks second among the naval powers of 
the world. The United States is third. This suprem- 
acy is not gained through superiority eithér in guns oF 
big fighting ships. (The rank has beén won by @ pre- 
ponderance in numbers of smaller fighting ¢ratt. 

Beforé Germany went to war with the allies sh? 
had twenty-eight battleships of the first line armed 
with eleven-inéh guns and larger, while the United 
States had twenty-seven, These figures include [he 
ships then being built, and, of course, make no allow- 
ance for German losses in the present war 

With the exception of the three German ships with 
their fifteen-inch guns and six American dreadnoushts 
with batteries of ten and twelve fourteen-inch suns 
the ships of both countries belonging to the first line 
have an armament of eleven and twelve-inch guns 

While American guns on these battleships have 
shown superiority in tests, the Germans have a more 
complete armament. The German ships, too, clearly 
outrank the Americans in torpedo equipment. Most of 

their bigger ships have six torpedo tubes, while our 
biggest dreadnoughts have only four and «Ome of (he 
smaller battleships only two. And the torpedo battle
