French aviators on August 25 flew 
over a German atms factory to the 
north, of Saarlouis, throwing down 
a total of more than 160 shells, 
Thirty were of large caliber.

HE modern scientific study of Juvenile delinquency 
+has brought to light many important facts re- 
garding the boy who goes wrong. Also, It has 

worked out sqme excellent methods for preventing boys 
from going wrong, and for saving those who fave 
already made a bad start. One of the simplest and most 
helpful of these methods consists in the establishment 

of public playgrounds, © 
‘The playground movement has made much headway 

in otr cities during recent years, But there still are 
many inadequately equipped, And others, though fair- 

ly well equipped with playgrounds, have not always 

been careful to locate them where they are, most needed 

—that is, in the most densely populated districts. 
It is not too much to say that every congested quar- 

ter which {s without a neighborhood piayground ought 
to be provided with one as quickly as possible. 

This, of course, will be expensive, because of the 
value of the land that will be taken over. But, in the 

Jong run, the expense will be more than offset by the 
social and economic gain to the entire city tarough the 
resultant improvement in both physical and moral 
health. ! * 

Investigation has left no doubt that the “badness” 
of many juvenile delinquents is nothing but a perver- 

sion of the play instinct, due to lack of a suitable out~ 
let for the surplus nervous energy with which every 
healthy, growing boy ts abundantly supplied. 

Also “badness” of this sort is linked with the chay- 
ing for excitement natural with the average boy. 

The drab life of the tenement and of the sordid 
street is dull to the boy. He fights, he torments store- 
keepers, he steals, he defies the policeman, because he 
has nothing more interesting to do. 

Give him a chance to run, to jump, to play ball, 
to Sport on the flying rings, and you soon will notice 

a change for the better in his conduct—unless, indeed, 
he is the unhappy inmate of a home whose influence 
tends to make and keep him vicious. 

But, if the home influence be not altogether bad, 
the playground is likely to prove a decisive factor in 
his redemption. To the truth of this, ample evidence is 
forthcoming from policemen, teachers, and social work- 
ers who have had experience of a congested district be- 
fore and after a neighborhood playground was establish- 
ed in it. 

The playground furthermore benefits another and 

most numerous class of juvenile delinquents, 
These aré boys whose physique is below par. 

Anemic and poorly nourished, their brain does not get 
the blood supply necessary for its proper functioning. 
Hence their power to will and to reason is impaired. 

Giveh any temptation-to wrongdoing, they readily 
yield to it, not because they are innately wicked, but 
because they lack resistive force. 

They need upbuilding by exercise in the open air, 
and this exercise they can get in sufficient measure 
only in the public park or playground, 

In the playground, too, if it is under the direction 
of a competent play master, they are assured of a 
mental discipline that will bring out the good qualities 
possessed by even the worst of boys. 

By all means, then, let every citizen who nas the 
welfare of his city really at heart support the play- 
ground movement.

NATIONAL DEFENSE PROBLEMS 
“LESSONS OF THE WAR—NEW WEAPONS. 

, HE war abroad has not only developed great new 
fighting machines, like the aeroplane. the armor- 
ed automobile and the submarine, but it has per- 

fected a number of smaller weapons which, in them- 
selves, are quite as important as the big epochal arms 
which ave revolutionized warfare and made modern 

war so entirely different from the conflicts of fifty or 
even fifteen years ago. Every one of these smaller 
thunderbolts of Mars 1s Important in its particular 
sphere and, as there are many of these lesser Weap- 
ons which are being used for the first time in this 
war, the United States has taken particular pains to 
study them and estimate the effect they will have 
upon future conflicts, Full reports upon these miscel- 
laneous weapons, made by Uncle Sam's military ob- 
servers, are now on file at the Army War College at 

Washington. 
ee 

Far example, there is one addition to the science of 
aviation which has been found most Important in the 
direction of afr-scouts during tne present war. This 
is a syStem of “war beacons,” lighthouses for airships, 
which literally mark the way of the aeroplane and the 
dirigible at night. 

‘These beacons are of three kinds; the flash, the fixed 

and tue revolving; but instead of operating horizontally 
as do lighthouses, the beacons throw their beams verti- 
eally into the clouds and, by means of pre-arranged 
systems of signals, show the aeronaut exactly where he 
is, Germany has more than a score of these beacons 
whieh ensble her alr scouts to steer a straight course 
at night and proceed undetected to the point of rec- 
onnoissance without exposing themselyes to observa- 
tion. One of these night-lights, the Wiemar beacon, 

has no less than 27,200,000 candle power behind its 
huge revolying flashlight situated atop the military 
aerodrome.

Another improvement with respect to aviation 

the system of landing-lights now in use abroad which, 
up to the present time, have not been employed on this 
Side of the Atlantic. 

ee 
‘The type of landing-lights agreed upon as the most de- 

sirable are imbedded in the ground and protected by a 

large sheet of very thick glass upon which the air- 
craft may land directly and be brought to a full 
stop. In the center of the landing base is a very 
Strong white light which burns all the time as a guide 
to the aviator where to land. Then, in order to sig- 
nal the direction of the wind near the earth—for many 
accidents in landing are caused by air currents whica 
differ in direction from those of the upper regions— 
four other lights, red in color, are placed one at each 

corner of the landing stage. These are connected with 
a weather vane about fifty feet higa in such a manner 

that they are automatically extinguished and lighted 
according to the veering of the wind. For example, 

if the wind is from the southwest, the south and 

west red lights will be burning, while the north and 
east lights will be extinguished. A Sudden shift of the 
wind to the west will cause all the lights except the 
one at that corner to be extinguished, and so on. In 
the event that there is no appreciable wind near the 

earth all the lights are turned off and only the white 
center light is left burning. By this simple means, the 
air pilot 1s at all times enabled to tell the exact di- 
rection of the wind near the earth and to know how 
he should steer to make a clean landing in case he 
wishes to descend. 

The present war has also éffected a number of im- 
portant strides in the art of bomb-dropping from aero- 
planes and dirigibles and many improvements upon the 
bombs themselves. The chief objection to the type of 
bomb used prior to the commencement of the war was 
that it exploded upon contact and therefore produced 
but little effect upon conerete foundations or similar 
hard substances: Hand grenades would have been al- 
most as effective as the old-style air bombs.

HERE are three musical shows in town with 

characters supposed to represent Charles Chap- 

lin, There are statuettes of the popular moy- 
ing picture actor in most of the windows of the small 
shops on the uptown streets, Forty-second street seems 

the headquarters for tnem, and it is sald that the 
managers of the big movie show at the Madison 
Square Garden offered the actor $25,000 to appear for 
two weeks in person at the Garden. Never was there 
Such a popular player on the screens. John Bunny 
never amused as many millions as this young English 
actor does in the cities of this country. 

Nobody ever heard o1 the young man and most 
of those who have seen him had to be reminded that 
they had probably laughed at him before if they were 
in the habit of attending the vaudeville theaters of 
this country. In the sketch brought over here by 
Fred Karno called “A Night in a London Music Hall” 
it was this same Charles Chaplin who played the part 
_of the rummy who scattered himself disturbingly 
tirough the action of the farce, falling in and out of 
the box and otherwise upsetting the composure of the 
party. It was this young man who was destined to 
become so popular one day on the films, in fact quite 
the most popular actor that ever made a nation laugh. 

There have been strange contrasts in the life of 
this handsome, rather melancholy and Oriental look- 
mg young man, who is scarcely recognizable under the 
grotesque makeup in which he is known to the world. 
His family came from England. They were music 
hall performers of the kind to be seen in the smaller 
provincial theaters of England and tn the Continental 
variety theaters, which are, as anybody who has-ever 
seen the programs in these places can testify, not 
of a high degree of fame. But it Was reserved for 
this young man to be carried to glory on the fame of 
the cinema. 

But while his father and mother were carrying 
him from one little theater to another this youth was 
dreaming of ambitions altogether different from those 
which he has achieved. He has visions of himself 
as a member of parliament, as a musigian of eminence, 
and never as an actor. The stage was then so much 
his daily routine that it never figured in his future 
plans. So much was the theater the scene of his 
parents’ existence that he was born in Fontainebleau 
while the two were touring in France. This was on 
August 16, 1889, His brother Sidney was then 4 years 
old. After ais mother was well the lttle family re- 
turned to England and stayed there. His mother, who 
was known on the stage as Lillie Harley, went on 

“singing the character ballads which had made her 
reputation in the halls, and his father, who was 
Charles Chaplin Primus, returned to the singing of 
his descriptive ballads. 

It was indeed as a substitute for his mother that 
the present Charles Chaplin, then a child of 4, made 
his first stage appearance. It is a pathetic evidence 
of the mutual efforts of the little family that when 
the mother was taken ill little Charles, rather than 
disappoint the audience, was shoved on to sing a 
coster balled, by name “Jack Jones,” 

Then the dark days for the little family began. 
Chaplin's father, never strong, exhausted by the travel 
and changes of temperature, fell ill and died. The 
support of the little brood of two fell on the mother. 
But she was heartbroken and was ill, So there could 

be no more singing of the ballads for a while. She 
had neither the heart nor the voice. But the two little 
ones had to live. So there was “only one place in

privilege of existence on this earth,

Martial Law in France 
to Be Abolished on Sept. 1 

(By Asscciated Press.) 
PARIS, Aug. 26.—Martial law will be 

abolished everywhere in France outside 
of the zone of military activities after 
September 1. The decision of the gov- 
ernment is interpreted as a sign of con- 
fidence in offfetal circles that the in- 
terior administration of France will not 
be disturbed again by military opera- 
tions. 

Police officials whose _ prerogatives 
have been somewhat confused during 
the period of military rule, show great 
satisfaction at the removal of all danger 
of conflict of authority, and at the pos- 
sibility of pursuing reconstructive 
measures. 

Germans Keep Up Advance | 
on Czar's Armies in Russia 

(By Associated Press. 
LONDON, Aug. 26.—The invaders of 

Russia, with Ossowetz captured, are 
now rapidly gaining the whole triangu- 
lar railroad system which with its apex 
at Bialystok, also serves Grodno and Os- 
sowetz. The mass of heavy artillery 
freed by the fall of Ossewetz and Kovno 
is now being brought against Brest-Lit- 
ovsk and Grodno, but not without great 
difficulties. , 

Hereafter field maneuvering will 
count more than the use of heavy ‘r- 
tillery against fortresses, but open field 
movements may be checked when the 

Russians dig themselves in after their 
line has been reformed back of Brest~ 
Litovsk. 

No further advance has been reported 
along the Riga-Kovno line, which pre- 
sents a perilous problem to the Rus- 
sians, but the Austrians and Germans 
are getting rapidly within range of 
Brest-Litovsk notwithstanding the 
swampy nature of that region. No 
hint has: been given, however, that the 
Russians entertain any fear of being 
trapped along this line. 

The near east continues to present an 
appearance of precarious balance be- 
tween the warring groups. The central 
powers claim a diplomatic victory in the 
form. of a Turco-Bulgarlau agreement, 
while ‘the allies apparently are bringing 
Serbia around to their view that con- 
cessions are necessary to procure Bul- 
garia’s adhesion to the reformed Balkan 
league,

General von Bissing, military governor 
of Belgium, bas issued an order provid- 
ing for the punishment of every person 
“who without adequate reason, refuses 
to undertake or carry on work of public 
interest which is demanded by the Ger- 
man authorities and which is suited to 
his calling.” 

Punishment also is threatened to any 
person who hinders work ordered by the 
Germans or induces other persons to de- 
cline to work.

bake, Grate one fresh cocoanut, or 
use dessicated cocoanut soaked in milk 
and drained, and sprinkle the fruit 
thickly over one layer,of the cake. Con- 
linue in this way until the three layers 
are together; then cover the last layer 
with boiled icing and sprinkle it thick- 
ly with the cocoanut. 

CITRON POUND CAKE—Take three- 
quarters of a pound of butter rubbed 
t6 4 cream with one pound of sugar. 
Then add the beaten yolks of eight eggs, 
then one pound of flour, then the beaten 

whites of the eggs, and last of all 1 1-4 
pounds of finely sliced citron, lightly 
dredged with flour. Bake 1 1-2 hours 
or two hours.
