ELECTRIC LIGHT RATE 
INCREASE 1$ ALLOWED 

Railroad Commission Acts on 
Petition of Macon Railway 

and Light Company 

The railrond commission Tuesday de- 
cided to allow the Macon Railway and 
Light company to materially raise the 
schedule of rates for electrical current 
for commercial and residential use in 

Macon. The increase will amount to 
more than 60 per cent. 

The decision is of much interest, par- 
icularly in Macon, in view of the hard 
ight made to maintain the lower rates 
which were established early in 1913 
in the course of a bitter rate fight, 
between the Macon Railway and Light 
ompany and the Georgia Public Sery- 
ce corporation, of which W. J. Masseo 
was president. e 
The order of the railroad commission 

xes the following scale of rates for 
commercial and residegtial lighting: 

For the first 50 kilowatt hours, 9 
cents per kilowatt hour. 

For the next 60 kilowatt hours, 7 
cents per kilowatt hour.

idential service was from 6.75 cents 
down to 5.85 cents per KWH, 

The electrical company asked for a 
higher rate than was granted~.by the 
commission, the schedule as proposed 
by the power company being 10 cents 
net for the first 50 KWH and decreas- 
ing proportionately for addition KWH’s, 
while for power service they asked to 
be permitted to charge slightly over 
5.4 cents for first 50 HWK. 

‘The petition for permission to es- 
tablish higher rates was opposed by 
the mayor and council of Macon, by 
several large concerns and many citi- 
zens who had obtained long contracts 
at the lower rates during the fight be- 
tween the two corporations. 
The Georgia Public Service corpora- 

tfon, having been brought by interests 
friendly to the Macon Railway and 
Light company, the movement to se- 
cure higher rates was at once started, 
and the railroad commision rendered 
its decision after hearing much argu- 
ment in the matter and following an 
executive session on Tuesday. 

RULES ON CONTRACTS. 
Im reference to contracts made under 

the low rates during the past year the 
commission rules as follows: 

“All special rates, whether in the 
form of contracts for definite periods, or 
informal, in excess of these prescribed 
ates are illegal. The rates prescribed 

are maximum rates and cannot-be ex- 
ceeded. 
“Should the Railway and Light com- 

pany have outstanding contracts, verbal 
or written, which are at less than the 
ates prescribed, they must be abrogat- 

ed, as unlawfully discriminatory, and 
made to correspond with the commis- 
sion's scale, or the same special rates 
given to all the public.” 

To allow such contracts to stand, de- 
clares the decision, and to require others 
of the public to pay higher rates would 

* be rank discrimination; such a condition 
cannot be allowed to exist. 

The contracts must be abrogated by 
March 1. 

The commission later will issue an or- 
der requiring the Georgia Public Serv- 
lce Corporation to conform to the same

John Hearn’s Early Days. 
On The Knoxville Sentinal. 

Mr. .ohn T, Hearn, founder of the Knoxyille Sen- 
tinel, contributed to the twenty-seventh anniversary 
edition of that paper a delightfully interesting remin- 
iscence, parts of which are reproduced below. Mr. 
Hearn, now a Georgian, is cordially remembered in 
Tennessee for his constructive work..in- that state's 
journalistic field, and is known: the south over as an 
engaging writer and an exemplar of high newspaper 
ideals. Extracts from his article in the Sentinel follow: 

The present commanding position of the Sentinel 
as one of the great newspapers of the south is a source 
of gratification to me. In the first number of the Sen- 
tinel, twenty-seven years ago, I used these words: 
“Believing that Knoxville 
progress hereafter will be greater than in the past, we 
shall use every effort to advance her material inter- 
ests and the interests of East Tennessee.” It is pleas- 
ant to note that “my policy,” as Andrew Johnson was 
wont to say, has been carried out by the present man- 
agement in advancing temperance, in refusing to pub- 

lish whisky advertisements, and in laboring untiringly 
to advance the material interests of Knoxville and of 
East Tenneisee. 

Having opportunity to compare the Sentinel, under 
its present ownership and management; “with. leading 
newspapers of the scuth,” it affords me pleasure to 
see that it ranks among the very best. The effort of 
the Sentinel to secure the co-operation’ of its readers 
in the National Conservation exposition aroused my in- 
terest and I watched the progress of the movement 
with great concern. When I saw from time to time. 
that the people were responding to your appeal. I felt 
genuine pride in the progress you. were making. When 
the great exposition had assumed national proportions 
and was known from north to south and from east to 
west, I was glad that the paper I had established was 
one of the prime factors in achieving this great ‘work. 
For months there was hardly an issue of the Sentinel 
that was not publishing matter in the interest of the 
exposition. 

It is true, of course, that Knoxville, with its 90,000 
population can accomplish more and cad \give bdetter.. 
support to a paper than a city of about 3@,000 twenty- 
seven years ago. But even the increased population was 
brought abcut largely by the efforts of the Sentinel, 
in advertising daily the resources and advantages of 
its sanction. - ‘ 

Steady as has been the advancement of the Sentinel 
every year, for the twelve ronths under its present 
ownership, with the great exposition on hand, the big 
aluminum plant developing and other new enterprises 
and industries coming, the Sentinel has seemed to 
surpass itself and to grow as the city grew, being, in’ 
fact, a larger and better paper than other dailies in 
cities larger than Knoxville. . . 9. . 

I am able, in all sincerity, to say that there is no 
feeling of envy or of resentment, because of the posi- 

tion attained by the newspapey I established. Th 
t ‘th I had in Knoxyille’s future, that led me to estab 
lish the Sentinel and to give to it six of the best years 
of my Mfe has been fully vindicated. The great news- 
paper property that now belongs to others was guided 
and directed in its infancy by me from belfef in the 
success that has come to ?t. “Man's inhumanity to 
man” that has wrecked many lives and many fortunes, 
was all that stood between me and at least sone of 
the success that has come to the Sentinel. There is no 
reflection in this upon the management of the Sentivel 
after the cruel and needless assignment that. was 
forced upon me in 1890, Do not blame me for recall- 
ing that sad day, with its injustice and cruelty, when 
the labor of years and sanguine hopes of sucecss were 
thrown to the winds. It was not to the interest of 
creditors nor just to me that it wag arbitrarily de- 
manded that the publication of the paper should ecase 
—thus stopping its earning power when it had 4,000 
circulation in Kpoxvilie and a fine advertising pat-

OCCUPATIONAL DISEASES 
1V.—LEAD POISONING. * 
BY FREDERIC J. HASKIN. 

Printers, painters and workers in pottertes, tile 
works and porcelain enameled sanitary Ware factor, 
are those of the laboring masses most affected py 
lead poisoning. They number into the thousands ang 
they are scattered in all parts of the. world.. Some o, 

the ills they bear are due to their own carelessness, 

but as 4 “rule their suffering and death ‘spring ° pti. 

marily from the environment of tieir work. Wiereve, 
toilers in the trades enumerated sollow their Calling 
lead poisoning is prevalent, but -inyestigations by ox, 
own government's officials prove that such Conditions 

in this country are much worse than they are in some 
other countries, particularly in England and Germany. 

Imf9i2 and 1913 Alice Hamilton, M. Ap MED 
looked into the trades exposed to lead poisoning as 
special expert agent of the United States bureau or 
labor. She gathered statistics pertinent to hundreds 
of painters, in all angles ‘of the trade, and in assembling 
data in regard to pottery, tile’and porcelain’ artisans 
her investigation involved an investigation of sixty. 
eight potteries.and factories .ocated in nine different 
states, and of 2,100 men and 400 women. — Printere 
were dealt with in one of the articles of this series 
which considered consumption, and painters will be 
treated in-a subsequent article, Today's letter tins 
its basis in Dr. Hamtlton’s report on lead poisoning {pn 
Potteries, tile works and porcelain enameled sanitary 
ware factories. 

eee 
Four indu®tries are to be considered, and they tail 

naturally into two divisions. The firet division com- 

prises: (1) the making of so-called white ware; (2) 
the making of cheap earthenware bowls-and teapots, 
or decorated bowls, jardinieres, pedestals, cuspidors, 
ete., which are usually summarized as art and utility 
ware; (8) the making of lead-glazed wall; floor andj 
roof tiles.. While these three have many points of 
difference they are alike in the use of a glaze contain- 

ing ne or more compounds of lead. The second di- 
vision. comprises the manufacture of porcelain enamel- 
ed iron sanitary ware; Sometimes this industry is 
called hollow ware. t-any rate, it is quite distincr 
from the, other three. 

Dr. Hamilton visited forty white waré potteries, 

sevén yellow ware potteries, eleven tile works and ten 
hollow ware works. Trenton, N..J., and East Liver- 
pool, O., are the principal centers for the manufacture 
of white ware. Yellow ware is rapidly going out of 
s*yle, but still there are factories in and around Zanes- 
ville, O. ‘This city also is the center for art and util- 
ity ware. Tile factories were inspected. in Trenton, 
N. J.; Newell, W. Va.; Covington and Newport, Ky.; 
Indianapolis, Ind.; Chicago, Ill, and Zanesville, 0. 
Porcelain enamel ware is made chiefly in and around 
Pittsburg, Chicago, Louisville, Chattanooga, Trenton, 
Sheboygan. Wis. and several small towns in Ohio, 

see 
In the industries of the first named group of three 

both men and women are exposed to the dangers. of 
lead poisoning, but in the hollow ware work men alone 
are employed. In the first three industrties the pro- 
cesses which involve a risk of lead poisoning are : (1) 
mixing. the glaze, done by men; (2) dipping the ware 
in the glaze or applying the glaze-in other ways. done 
by both men and women, though men predominate; 
(3) handling the ware while the glaze is still wet, 
done by men, women and boys; (4) removing excess 
glaze, from dry ware, done by. men and women; (5) 
decorating the ware with lead colors, done by men and 
women; (6) cleaning or sweeping dusty floors, boards 
and tables, done by men and women. In ‘the fourtn 
industry, the manufacture of porcelain enameled ho!- 
low ware, there are two dangerous processes. These 
are mixing and grinding the ingredients for the ename) 
and applying the enamel. 

eee 
The danger in the mixing reom comes front shovel- 

ing, ‘weighing and carrying the white or red lead that 
g0es into’ the glaze, and from grinding and sifting the 
wlaze. Naturally, a great deal of poisonous. dust re- 
sults from this work. The dippers and their helpers, 
many of whom. are women azd girls, are-just as bad 

off in the.dipping and glaze room. Glaze dust is con- 
stantly splashed over the floor to be stirred up by the 
feet of the workers and to be carried and scattered 
all over the room, and even to other parts of the fac 
tory, by the skirts of the female laborers. Small ware 
is generally finished by dry rubbing, a great deal of 
this work being done by women, girls or. boys, who in- 
hale the particles they.brush off. Glage dust always 
and “inevitably rises from the finished ware, now thor- 
oughly dry, as it lies‘ stocked ‘on shelves, only to’ be 
Stirred up again when it is removed from the shelves 
and taken qut of the factory to be sold, 

eee 
“Conditions are-better in some localities than in oth- 

ers. The factories in Trenton: and seme other pottery 
centers were found to ve not ‘so bad, in the main, but 
in some other Cities tue arrangement of the work, or 
lack of arrangement rather, left a great deal to be

T the present time anyone 

A having fancy poultry or live 
stock of any kind will find 

it will pay them to let the public 
know what they have to offer. 
There never ‘was such a demand 
Yor all kinds of poultry, eggs and 
live stock as there is at present. It 
is almost impossible to secure eggs 
jor hatching, especially from many 
different varieties of chickens, that 
used to be plentifully supplied in 
this section of country. A great’ 
many people have a few birds of 
various different varfeties. They 
need new blood and will buy good 
eggs or fowls if, they only’ know 
where to secure them. It is almost 
impossible to buy one hundred egas 
for setting except from three or four 
different varieties of fowls any- 
where in this section of country to 
be shipped on short notice. And, 
people who have good thoroughbred 
fowls and have kept them up to the 
highest standard can find buyers’ 
for not only the fowls, but eggs, if 

they will det the general public sie what they have to offer. 
F lly does this apply to hogs, cattle and good seed of all, kinds. 

The country almost deplete of hogs: and milch-cows, and it is almost 
impossible to secure them. People who have these to offer should by all 
means let the public know it through some prominent advertising medium. 

| pays anyone to. spend at least one-fourth of their income for advertising, 
especially if they have something good to sell. It does not pay to advertise 
nythics in a medium that does not reach a class of people who wish to 

juy. Therefore, a person must use judgment in this respect and know 
vier to advertise if he expects his advertisements to bring him results. 
Nearly all of the large breeders of the country spend one+third of their in- 
come for advertising. It pays far better to keep a small ad continually 
vefore the public rather than to run a big ad Socsaftingliy’ and then neglect 
it for weeks or probably months at a time. 

The man who advertises nowadays can certainly get business for his 
yroducts, and jt is the only way. by which a person can sell their surplus 
iid get-a profitable price for it, by letting the public know what you have 
o offer. Tt is surprising sometimes how advertising brings results. I have 
noyn people to advertise probably for several issues and scarcely get a 
eply, when probably if it was continued they could find buyers for every- 
thing they had to offer. 

I. is always best to select some medium that circulates among ‘a class 
people who are directly interested in the goods you are advertising, and 

pk .ce your ad in these papers. If they reach a class of people who are in- 
ied you can certainly get results, and in no. other way can a‘person sell 

large amount of anything except through some good advertising medium. 
If a person depends on home demand for a large supply of live stock, poul- 
try or seed to buy his output, he can-not hope to sell it. But, there are 
thousands of people who are willing to buy,-and want, the things that you . 
produce, and by letting them know it, if offered at a reasonable price, you 
can usually find customers for everything that you produce.. A person can. 
aly get the other fellow’s money if he has what he wants, and in this 
day and time people have become educated to buy good live stock and poul- 

also good seed of all kinds. There is an unlimited demand for these 
preduets, and the man who has quality to offer in them can get his share 
of business if he will let the general public know that he has these things 
o offer. 

There never was such prosperity in this country as. there is at present. 
Farmers are in a better position to buy, good seed this .year than ever be- 

» ind they are doing so, and no investment can they make’ that will 
them better than to buy good seed, good live stock and good poultry; 

also good labor-saving machinery and implements. 
The opportunity offered for judicious advertising throughout the south 

of gcod seed of all kinds is greater now than ever before, and the people 
who make a specialty of raising something good can always find a market 
for same at several times over the price of ordinary quality, and when a 
person once builds up a trade or reputation for something good and will 
treat his customers right, business will come to-him year after year, espe- 
‘ially if he keeps his advertisement before the public continually. It is 
surprising how business will falt off and how quickly a person will be for- 
gotten if he takes his name from before the public. A great many people 
have found this out, and this year more peopte are advertising their 
products, especially in the. shape of seed, than ever was known before. In 
poultry and eggs a number of advertisers have fallen off, simply because 
they haven’t the stock to offer or the eggs. But, people who are fortunate 
enough to have good poultry and eggs and live stock of all kinds, certainly 
will find a big trade awaiting them this year, and, by fudiciour, advertising, 
they can get their share of it. 

Nothing pays better’ than judicious advertising ina paper that circu- 
lates among a _ class of people 
who are interested in your “line 
of products.
