Question of Extent of Liabili- 
ty for Damages Is Argued 

_ by Attorneys 
(By Associated Pros.) 

WASHINGTON, Jan, 13.—Considera- 
tion ‘of the Titanic disaster was taken 
up.today by the supreme court. The ab- 
stract questions of law before the court 
produced a sterner atmosphere: than the 
senatorial inquiry into the disaster. Yet 
the miourning-trimmed attire of wome 
in the spectators’ seats was a constant 
reminder of the world-wide grief caused 
by the wreck with its loss of 1,490 lives. 

Charles C. Burlinghame, on behalf of 
the owner of the Titanic, the Oceanic 
Steam Navigation company, argued be- 
fore the court that the American limit- 
ed liability act applied equally to Ameri- 
ean and foreign ship owners. He said it 
established the maritime law of the 
United States to be univetsally applied 
in American courts as the expression by 
congress of the American conception’ of 
justice.

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MASON BELIEVES POLICE | WILSON BAGK AT CAPITAL 
SHOULD HAVE BRASS BAND 
Head of Police Board Back 
From New York With Ideas 

for Improvement 

Carlos H. Mason, chairman of the 
police commission, has returned to At- 
lanta after a two weeks’ pleasure trip 
to New York city, and he brought back 
with him many ideas for the better- 
ment of the police department and the 
service it renders the city. 

Chairman Mason made a special study 
of traffic regulations in New York and 
the methods applied by the police to fa- 
cilltate traffic and at the same time 
protect human life. He hopes some 
of the information gained by him can 
be used to advantage by the local de- 
partment. 

Mr. Mason was greatly impressed 
with the “isle of safety,” a raised place 

the center of Fifth avenue at For- 
ty-second street. At this point traffic 
is particularly heavy and the pedes- 
trian must thread his way through a 
constantly moving line of automobiles 
and other vehicles. The “isle of safe- 
ty" affords a place in the middle of 

| the street where persons crossing Fifth 
avenue can stop and pick an opportunity 
to get through the traffic. 

A similar “isle of safety” should be 
built at Five Points, thinks Mr. Mason. 

A police band is another suggestion 
which Mr. Mason brought back with 
him. He hopes that the city council 

can be induced to make the necessary 
provision for the organization of 4 
brass band in the department, which 
he says would not only add to the 
military appearance of the force on pa- 
rades and similar oceasions but would 
tend to improve the general standard of 
the force. 

“1 will not be a candidate for re- 
eletcion ‘to the police board when my 
tem expires in March,” said Mr. Mason. 
“In fact, under existing ordinances, I 
am not eligible to succeed myself for 
another term, and although several of 
my friends in council have expressed 
a willingness to change the ordinance 
I have discouraged such action.”

It was not expected that tariff reform would bring 

instant revolution in prices, nor was that desired; 
a precipitate change in the market would have meant 

demoralization to business, rather than rellef to con- 
sumers. The purpose of Democratic tariff revision 

was to lift artificial restraint. from commerce and 

thereby open the way for the natural benefits of 

trade freedom. It was unjust and unwise, congress 

held, to place a heavy tax on the necessaries of ninety 

million pegple in order-to -naintain the particular 

‘privilege of a few. The righting of this wrong, it 

was believed, would make our business better, our 

industries more efficient and would also serve as a 

counteracting influence om abnormally high prices.

It is fitting that Pittsburg figures in the brief list 
of ¢fties where the sculptures of Constantin Meunier 
are to be exhibited. People familiar with steel mills, 
foundries, mines and manufactories should respond to 
an art that specializes in the materials of, this indus. 
trial age. Meunier’s “The Miners," “Melting Steel, 
“The Smithy,” “Factory Work,” “Returning from the 
Pit,” with his unfinished “Monument to Labor,” repre= 
sent the heroic in industrial labor. I closest touch 
trom his youth up with the mines and mills of -his 
own Belgium, he has put the dramatic (intensity of 
toil into a new setting. . In the‘ pleasure evoked by his 
worl, a main element has been its novelty. That the 
industrial was synonymous with the ugly, that the 
aesthetic eye ‘could look only with aversion upon. the 
harsh lines of factories and the black clouds which 
their chimneys rolled against the sky, has beef almost 
@ convention, Yet into the tense groups bout the- 
pourifig-ladie and the electric drill Meunier has put a 
Vividness and a sympathy that has made his sculy-- 

-tures’ popular wherever seen: Tee ; 
“Unusuainess of background and action does not. 

alter the fact that Meunier's main claim to attention 
is not his’ tincture of iconoclasm, but ‘an element old 
as life itself—man laboring and overcoming. His 
work has suggested Millet more than anyone. else. 
Bach strove to refect human tpil and to convey a 
conception of the dignity of pritnitive labor. Large-~ 
ness und serenity are keynotes of most of the pro- 
ductions of both. But in giving his types a ‘touch of. 
the august Millet invoked the help of old traditions of 
‘thé soll. The husbandman, in ‘youth, is archetype of 
‘the earth’s fruitful vigor; in age, of its patriarchal 
dignity. So far as toil has een the subject of treat- 
ment in any art, linking it to the earth whence it and 

"man sprang together adds the poetizing touch. “The 
harvester of Millet joiris hands with Virgil and 
Theocritus, Boaz and Abraham. But Meunier puts in 
a transforming light toil that has been held brutal- 
ized. When the laborer went up to the city he passed 
from the sweetness und grace of the fields to grubbing 
under man-made conditions. The change was like 
that of Ruskin’s little plot of grass—beautiful in its 
surroundings til] ati iron railing made it ugty! At the 
Dresent day, no les than as a century ago, the dignity 
ef hard work is not in the mechanic, working, amid 
clangor and competition and fret, but in the orie 
whom Dr. Wakefield pronounced, after the priest,’ the 
noblest of men—the tiller. Mounter’s sculptutes en- 
large this dignity to the point of universality. 

Some less considerable figures than Meunier have 
found almost an asset for the dramatic picturing of 
toil in what. would still be industrial ugliness were it 
considered ,by itself. In the realm of draughtsmen 
uke l|Pehhely we -are long familiar with gaunt, raw, 
man-made scenery that takes on an investiture of 
pictorial charm. Vistas of the Panama canal, ‘for 
example, filled with yasty cuts, excavations, tracks, 
trestles and puffing engines; a blast furnaces gtare 
upon tne night; a murky row of stacks against the 
sky—all have value in their impressive connection 
with labor. They represent epic cantos in man’s 

conquest of nature, more heroic and eventful than any 
in agriculture, Labér, in ‘them, is as clear an evidence 
of the great primary struggle, and more grimly sep- 
arable from relieving natuta] strroundings. It is as 
closely at. grapples with “the, raw materials of life, 
while it has a greater admixture of skill and brains. 
Their connection with work may not. be the whole 
tale of the usefulness of such themes to a certain 
school of artists. Some may be ugly to the point of 

jon, many striking in the sense they convey of 
sness, or—as with machinery—of energy. 

But if so far as they approach a wide and truthful 
appeal, it generally lies in what they speak of action 
and accomplishment. A right attitude towards them 
imbibes no, ruthlessness, for it still regrets or hates 
the whistle that disrupts the summer stillness, the 
warehouses that spoil a beautiful vista, or the mines” 
that turn greenness into a black country. But it 
pierces to the significant core of striving beneath. 

The judgment of art upon specific innovations in 
treating grimy industry need not, therefore, affect the 
generalization that a keener perception of the striking 
and picturesque in it is always welcome. It has 
especially a function in helping a working age adjust 
itself to its new Conditions, The spirit behind the 
work of Meunier and his. fellows is the healthy 
impulse to follow fe into its ramifications, searching 
for new ways of giving it artistic treatment. It 
necessarily deals in the unconventional; but in the end 
it carries its message home. A part of its usefulness 
may be in showing that those who work at the forge, 
in the mine, at marble, bronze or coal, no less than 
the hewers of wood and drawers of water, are dressing 
and keeping the wilderness; but it potnts the targer 
lesson that to cut off. in the division’ of mankind's 
pursuits, any considerable body from artistic idealiza- 
tion is suicidal narrowness. An American philosopher 
once spoke of the world’s rough and dirty work as 
necessary but ignoble employment to which {t might 
be well, in time, to draft men turn by turn. The 
emergence of a Méunier from # coal plt rebukes such 
utterances. His- productions can distil] out a soul of 
goodness from the rankest tangle of modern ateel and 
brick, The catholicity and dem which they 
spell sustain the self-appveciation of burdened groups, 
while broadening their eympathies.—New York 
ing Post.

Hence they re- 
sented Johnson’s statement, and only 
timely intervention by cool heads saved 
the day. - 

Had this outbreak been allowed to go 
any further, it is probable that the 
American league would have suffered. So 
far the Federals have practically kept 
hands off of the American league play- 
ers. King Cole, who was slated to play 
with Chance’s Highlanders, is the only 
man signed up so far. Information 
concerning negotiations with several 
others has leaked out, but so far noth- 
ing has come of these. 

No doubt the Federals realize that 
certain factors within the National 
league have pulled off stuff calculated 
to hurt the older league in the eyes.of

REGRADING IS DELAYED 
BY PROPERTY OWNERS 

West Peachtree Owners,. Not 
Construction Dept., Blamed 

by Hansell 
W. A. Hansell, Jr., assistant chief 

of the city construction department, de- 
sires the public to know that the de- 
lay of the regrading work on West 
Peachtree street was not the fault of 
the construction department, but was 
caused “by the property owners changing 
their plans. 

“It was decided,” said Mr. Hansell, 
“to fill five feet at Hunnicutt street, 
without widening the street. We pro- 

ceeded to build retaining walls accord- 
ingly, Then the property owners decid- 
ed to widen the street ten feet and the 
walls were taken down and set back, 
that distance. 

“Then the property owners decided to 
make the fill ten feet instead of five, 
and that necessitated an increase in the 
size of the retaining walls.

Message Brands U. S. Judge 
H. A. M. Smith a ‘Cheap,

denunciations of United States Judge H.

He gave a review 
of the last state election and declared 
that he, as the friend of the people, 
whipped the corporations and the news- 
papers, 

Governor Blease calls on the general 
assembly to abolish the historical com- 
mission or make certain changes in the 
personnel, charging that Federal Judge 
H. A, M. Smith and Josepii A. McCul- 
lough, of Greenville, who served as spe- 
cial judge, are open violators of the law. 
He characterizes Judge Smith as a 
‘cheap, partisan politician.” 
“There is supposed to be no money 

in this little job,” he said. “Why ts it 
that these two distinguished gentlemen 
hold on like bulldogs hold on to a piece 
bone? Doesn't it look like there is 
something in the woodpile?” 

The governor declares himself as op- 
posed to any change in the primary sys- 
tem. He charges fraud in the last pri- 
mary, saying: “The other side has stol- 
en more votes and put them in the bal- 
lot box than they knew what to do 
with.” 

The governor voiced his objections to
