A million dollars a day is spent for highway im-
provement in the United States, a fund which wit-
nesses the public's high enthusiasm in this important
work and which, if administered, would
yield marvelous results. in this, as in every

wisely
Bui
other field of endeavor, enthusiasm must be yoked
‘with adequate, workmanly plans in order to achieve
its purpose; and it is just there that American road
building has betrayed a grievous weakness, Of the
liberal sum which the various States and counties
appropriate to the good roads cause, a large amount
is wasted; wasted first through a lack of scientific
methods in constructing the roads and wasted furth-
ermore through the lack of an efficient system for
maintaining roads after they are built and improved.

it is an admirable thing for a community to vote
bonds for extending or bettering its highways, or
for & State to set asidc liberal funds for this purpose.
But far more essential just now than money or en-
ergy is a realization of the truth that road building
is “an art dased cn a science” and that experience
and skill are as necessary to the making of a good
road as to the making of a good house. There I§
another truth which it is equally important to recog-
nize and apply; and that is the need of ample pro-
vision for the upkeep of highways. Until our roads
are built of material suited to local requirements and
are built under the supervision of competent engin-
cers, the money cpant on them will never yield due
returns; and until they are systematically repaired
and maintained, they will be a burden upon the
community, rather than the rich asset they ought
to be.

The public roads office of the Department of
Agriculture wisely declares in this connection that
investment of mone;

Let each State and each county see to it,
first, that its highways are scientifically constructed
and then that they are regularly inspected and re-
paired, and the million dollars & day the United
States contributes to this great cause will go twice 13
far and produce results a hundredfold more sub-
stantial.

“Satety first” is a slogan heard in every American
mine and shop that is Keeping abreast of the times.
It bespeaks a hisher appreciation of human life and a
recognition on the part of capi-

tal, as well as of labor, that the
Dody of the worker is the first

and most Important thing to be
preserved.  All risk to life and
lmb will never be eliminated

from the mine of from the sreat
manufacturing plant. But it is
possible greatly to reduce the
number of accidents and to elim-
inate ertirely those that are pre-
ventable, or that are the result
of careless methods or faulty
machinery.

, The mining industry

caused the greatest number of
fatal accidents, as well as serious injuries. The min-
realize this fact. Last year t'~ Amer-
ican association was organized. which
will Rold lts second meeting in Pittsburg on September
this mecting all of the Ereat mining compa

espeeially coal mines, by taking every possible precau-

tion to prevent accidents and to provide

prompiest possible rescue of miners from a mine in
hich an accident vecurs.

One of the most thoroughly organized safety s
tems in the world is now in operation by the atted
States Steel corporation. The- different branches of
this great trust had been attempling to lessen the
number of accidents for several years. The corpora-
tion Itseif had a liberal system of compensation fof
aceidents, but ihe work was not systematized. A
committee of safety has now been provided to or-
ganize a harmonious safety scheme. The members are
selected from the different departents and sufficient
funds are provided to earry out the plans suggested.
The comittee has spent over $2,000,000 since its orsan-
ization, but it has reduced the number of accldents 43
per cent. This means 2,600 tewer accidents and a sav-
ing to the community of at least $2,000.000 - year

Care upon the part of the workmen ls essential
fo the success of every safely movement. A campaign
of education along this line is being conducted Ju
almost every industrial plant, Lectures are given the
men and demonstrations of the dangers to be avolded
in various parts of the works are frequent. Motioes
are printed upon the pay envelopes and upon the walls
and in every wvailuble place. in some plants thess

are changed frequently. Amongt he most practical
are: “Remember, it s better to cause & delay than
an accident,” “The prevention of accidents and inju-

ries, by all possible means, is a personal duty which
every one owes, not to himself alone, but to his fel-
low workmen,” “Let évery employe be a commitlee of
one to prevent Some one accident” “Look out for the
other man; you might hurt him,” “Foremen, careless-
ness is dangerous; if workmen insist upon being care-
less, discharge them.

The United States bureau of mines is entitled to
much credit in originating the safety campaign which
is now extending into every industry. This bureau,
created by congress in 1910, has originated many of
the safety devices now being introduced into the dif-
ferent mines. It conducts an oxperimental mine in
Pennsylvania for the purpose of testing new methods
and machinery for coal mining, designed to lessen the
risk to the miners. Salety explosives have been the

special investigation.  Over 10,000 tests
were made last year in analyzing the explosives sub-
mitted for examination. The experimental mine is
equipped with apparatus for redording the speed of an
explosive and the pressure produced. Safety explo-
sives are now used in many of the largest mines in the
country. Aside from their advantage in safety, they
are more economical than the dangerous ones formerly
used.

The bureau of mines has six rescue stations, lo-
cated In the parts of the country where mining acci-
dents are most likely to occur. It has also eight res-
cue cars which may be sent promptly to the seene of
any mine disaster.
